Quick View Plusis an add-on utility for Microsoft Windows 95 that greatly enhances
the viewing feature built into Windows 95. It places the menu item “ Quick View
Plus’ on the context menu (the one you get when you right-click) of every filein
Explorer, Exchange, Find and the Open and Save dialogsin your programs. Quick
View Plus gives you afast, high quality view of thefile, allows you to print the file
and allows you to copy all or part of the file to the clipboard for use in other
applications. It does all this for over 200 types of files and all without requiring you to
own the original application that created thefile.

Using Quick View Plus as a helper application for Internet browsers and tools
Quick View Plus finds and integrates itself with some of the most popular Internet
World Wide Web browsers. However there are a number of other browsers and tools
(like FTP clients and News Readers) that also have an option to setup afile viewer or
viewers. To use Quick View Plus as your viewer with these applications, smply enter
the full path to QVP32.EXE where the tool requests the name of the viewer
application. If you installed Quick View Plusin the default location, this path will be

Please note that unless your application is long file name aware you must enter the
short version of the path, like the one above.
Installing Quick View after installing Quick View Plus.
If you install the Windows 95 Quick View feature after installing Quick View Plus,
two problems will appear. Thefirst isthat both “ Quick View” and* Quick View
Plus’ will appear on the context menus of many files. The second is that using Quick
View Plus on an attachment in Exchange will bring up a message box like the one
below.




Clicking Y es brings up Quick View Plus. This message box is currently unavoidable
because of the way Exchange and Windows 95 work together. To fix both these
problems, reinstall Quick View Plus.

Drag and drop problems

There are anumber of places where dragging and dropping text or graphics from
Quick View Plus does not work. These problems aways come down to differences
between the formats we can produce and the formats that the application being
dropped on expects.

Examples of thisinclude drag and drop of images (bitmaps or drawings) onto
applications like Word and drag and drop of text into an Exchange mail message. In
both these cases, the applications are not accepting the formats we provide, even
though they accept the same formats from the clipboard. Another place you will see
drag and drop fail is dropping text or graphics onto the desktop. The desktop requires
that the dropped object be afile (like aWord or WordPerfect document), since we do
not supply afile to the desktop, the drop does nothing.

In the future, work on our part and on the applications vendors parts will increase the
number of places that can be successfully dropped on.

Lockup when using Send if Exchange not installed

Generally, if Exchangeis not installed, the File/Send menu item will not be available.
However it is possible to get your system into a state where Exchange is not installed
but your programs (including Quick View Plus) think that it is. Using the File/Send
menu item when in this state will lock up the program. Thisis a Windows 95/
Exchange problem which will hopefully be fixed in a maintenance rel ease of
Windows 95.
