College Calculator: Iq 15-C

This DA is the first attempt to completely emulate the HP15-C.
The task has turned out to be more involved than I first thought.
Most of the basic scientific functions have been offered in this
calculator. Although some of the more complex functions are not yet
available and some have been replaced by substitutions. I hope that
this does not disappoint anyone to the point that they remove this
calculator from their library of desk accessories. I hated to leave
out the matrixes functions, but I have not had the chance to
complete the program script that will allow their use. Also their
are other functions that have yet to be added do to the same reason.
As I get time I will work on all of the differences of this
calculator and hopefully have a version that is a 100% emulation of
the 15-C. I have also included a font file, which will be needed
for the realism of the LCD Display.

When I used my Mac for completing my Digital courses, I would
have liked to have a calculator DA of this type. I found going from
my Mac to my HP time consuming and desk cluttering, although my
books and notes were already enough to clutter my desk. I hope you
find this a useful addition to you software.
