	Accessing via Windows Explorer

	The first thing I want to show you about anytime anwhere accessibility with Exchange 2000 is the major difference in the way data is stored. What we are going to do is really quite amazing from my point of view. It may look simple and old-hat, but believe me, it is very powerful. What we are doing is accessing the data stored within Exchange via Windows Explorer. How many of you are familiar with how data is stored in Exchange 5.5? In the public and private databases, right? Could you access this information by simply browsing to it? No, it was inaccessible except via an Exchange client. Well now we can get to this information at the file level. What we are doing in this demo actually is creating a new public folder within the Events Team Documents folder we looked at earlier. We are copying in a bunch of Word documents. Now these documents are accessible via public folders, which are accessible via Outlook, which are accessible via any browser! Also, as we can now access Exchange information via the file system we can now map drives to it, save to it, open documents from it and really use it as complete information storage and retrieval system. There are also powerful indexing tools that we don’t have time to go into today.

	So just to prove it to you, we are going to back to Internet Explorer and open our public folders. And there you see inside, just as we had copied it via Windows Explorer, is the new folder with all the Word documents within it.

	And finally we are going to do something I think is really cool. We are going to access Exchange through the Save As function within Office. So we’ll open Excel here and create a new spreadsheet. Then we’ll save the spreadsheet to a drive that I have mapped to the Events Team public folder, but not just save it in there, we are actually going to create a NEW public folder by using the standard Office tools and place the new file in that folder. Now THAT is powerful! That file should now be saved in Exchange and I can access it however I please. And I please to access it this time directly through Outlook. So we’ll open Outlook and goto our public folders, and there it is.

	Again, the key is having information available when and where people need it. Exchange 2000 really opens those doors as we can see. 

	
	· 
	And just to show off a little, we are going to access Exchange information one more way. Through the command prompt. We simply switch to the M: drive and type in the path for a folder within my mailbox in which is stored an email called “Hello!!!” So if I give the command to show the files contents we see that it comes across as HTML, and you see the message here? It says, if you can get this email from the command prompt, you can get it from anywhere!” (As long as you are an authenticated user that is). 

	
	
	And that really is the key to this demo, the fact that information housed in Exchange really is dynamically accessible to be used throughout your organization, either via the web by users or via any program that can access the file system and utilize the information. This gives us a very powerful information platform on which to build a fully functional communication and collaboration infrastructure and give us an even stronger competitive advantage. 
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
