Using the Navigation Pane

The Navigation pane occupies the left pane of the Viewer window, and is used to navigate through the content of
the title. On the Contents menu at the top of the navigation area, you can choose a component of the Course or
a section of the Library to be displayed in the Topic pane at the left of the Viewer window.

Use the Contents buttons to view the Contents menu or to find information, as follows.

“l Contents. Displays the Course components or Library
sections.

[[;E]l Index. Displays index entries related to particular
topics in the Course and Library.

ﬂl Find. Displays the Find pane, where you can search

for a word or topic.

The Navigation pane is separated from the Topic pane by a split bar that you can drag to change the size of both
panes.
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The Course components are:

® Course. Displays the chapters for the Course, and includes the following components.
® Labs. Include exercises that provide experience using the skills presented in the chapters.

® Multimedia. Includes audio and video animations and demonstrations of the concepts and techniques
covered in the Course.

® Sample Code. Provides code samples to illustrate the material covered in the chapters and labs.

® Self-Check Questions. Test your understanding of the material covered in each chapter by answering the
Self-Check questions.



Viewing Content in the Topic Pane

When you select a topic in the navigation area, the text and associated media displays in the Topic pane. You
can view the following elements in the Topic pane.

® Course or Library selections

® A topic selected from the Notebook

® A topic selected from the History window
® Index entries

® Search results from using the Find feature

You can use the navigation buttons at the bottom of the Topic pane to move forward and back through the
Course contents, or to jump to information that is related to the currently displayed topic.

You can select text displayed in the Topic pane to copy to the Clipboard. You can also print the topic.

To change the size of both panes, drag the split bar between the panes.

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Chapter 1 introduces you to the technology used in the course. You will learn how each member of a Web
development team contributes to the process of planning and creating a Web site.



Chapter 2 teaches you how to use Microsoft Visual InterDev to create and manage a Web site. You will also
learn how to create HTML pages and Active Server Pages by using the FrontPage Editor and the Visual
InterDev Source Editor.



Chapter 3 describes how to connect to and access a database from a Web page by working with the Data Form
Wizard and the design-time data range controls in Visual InterDev. You will also learn how to use Visual InterDev
DataView and the Query Designer to create SQL queries for a database.



Chapter 4 demonstrates how to create interactive Web pages by adding ActiveX controls and Java applets to a
Web page. You will also learn how Microsoft Internet Explorer downloads and runs these objects to exchange
data with a Web server.



Chapter 5 teaches you how to add client-side script to a Web page You will learn how to use client-side script to
create active Web pages that respond to user input, validate data in a form, and to manipulate objects, such as
ActiveX controls and Java applets.



Chapter 6 demonstrates how to use Active Server Pages in your Web application. You will learn how to read
information from an HTTP request and customize the HTTP response, store information about a user, and
determine the capabilities of a client's browser.



Chapter 7 describes how to create Web pages that can retrieve and update information in a database. You will
learn how to use ActiveX Data Objects (ADO) and the Advanced Data Connector (ADC) to connect to data
sources and display data.



Chapter 8 discusses how to create business services that run on a Web server. You will learn how to use Visual
Basic 5.0 to build ActiveX server components that contain business rules, and to call these components from a
page on your Web site.



Chapter 9 introduces Microsoft Transaction Server (MTS), an application that provides transaction and resource
management for ActiveX server components. You will also learn how to create Microsoft Transaction Server
components, which are ActiveX server components that work within the MTS application environment.



Chapter 10 demonstrates how to use Windows NT and Internet Information Server (lIS) to control the access to
your Web site. You will learn how to control which files a user can access, and which operations the user can
perform on your Web server. You will also learn how to use digital certificates to identify users.

Executable files can be launched from within Mastering Web Site Development.

O To launch an executable file, click an executable icon.

Follow the installation instructions specific to the program you have executed.



Help files can be launched from within Mastering Web Site Development.

O To launch a Help file, click the Help icon.

Note The Mastering Web Site Development Help file can be launched from the toolbar or from the Help menu.




lllustrations are provided to show important information described in the Course. You'll see three types of
illustrations:

® Standard in-line graphics.

® Pop-up graphics. Click the lllustration icon within the Course to view an illustration.

To return to Mastering Web Site Development, minimize or close Internet Explorer.



Labs in each chapter illustrate programming concepts and techniques. You can jump to the lab exercises by
clicking Labs on the Contents menu, or by clicking the lab you want within the Course. In the Course, labs and
their solutions appear at the end of the chapter section with which they are associated.

Each lab has associated project, solution, and demonstration files. You can review the complete solution for
each lab within the Course, or by clicking Multimedia on the Contents menu.



Alist of Sample Code is available by clicking Sample Code on the Contents menu. To display sample code in
the Topic pane, click the chapter or lab, and then click the code you want from the list in the Topic pane.

Tips are provided throughout the chapters.

O To view a tip, click a tip icon within the Course.

The Tip window opens to the same size and location as when it was last closed. You can resize the window by
dragging its borders.

You can select a portion of a tip to copy it to the Clipboard, or you can print or copy the entire tip. To print or copy
a tip, right-click the Tip window, and then click Print or Copy.



Put the Index to Work

2. Click an Index entry to display the associated topic in the Topic pane.
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Using Find to Refine Your Search

u To use Find to search for a word or phrase, do one of the following

® On the View menu, click Find.

® Press CTRL+F.

® Point to the Navigation pane, right-click, and then click Find on the shortcut menu.
® Click Find on the toolbar.

You can type a word or phrase, or select a previous search string from the drop-down list. To search for a
phrase, enclose the phrase in quotation marks. You can also use Boolean operators to refine your search.
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Using Boolean Operators

Mastering Web Site Development supports the following Boolean operators in the Find tool.

You can combine multiple operators in a single search. The search string is evaluated from left to right. You can
also enclose a phrase in quotation marks to search for that exact phrase, rather than the individual words within
it. You can force the search string to be evaluated in a different order by enclosing portions of it in parentheses.

To run the search, press ENTER. When the results list appears, click a topic to view it in the Topic pane. The

® To display an associated glossary definition, click any word or phrase in the Course that is underlined, in
magenta text.

® Click the Glossary button on the toolbar to open the Help file and search for a word or phrase.

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Revisiting Topics Using the History Window

To browse through a list of previously visited topics, open the History window by clicking History on the
Navigate menu, or by pressing CTRL+H.

Click a topic in the History window to display it in the Topic pane. If the Contents are displayed in the Navigation
pane, the title of the topic in the History window will be selected.

Note You must use the mouse to select a topic in the History window. The keyboard is disabled in this window.

The History window stays on top of the Viewer window until you close it. The window opens in the same size
and location as when it was last closed. You can move the window or drag its borders to suit your needs.



How to Use the Library

To display the Library, click the Contents button, and then click the Library option you want to view. The text of
the Library item will appear in the Topic pane.
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What You Can Find in the Library

When viewing the Course topics in the Topic pane, you can jump quickly to related information in the Library by
clicking the Related Information menu, or by clicking Related Information on the Navigate menu.

Note The Related Information menu appears dimmed if there is no related information available in the Library
for that topic.
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The Articles and White Papers section contains many technical articles and white papers related to the Course
contents.



The Knowledge Base section includes numerous Knowledge Base articles relevant to Web site development
and also provides a link to the Knowledge Base page on the Microsoft Web site.



The Sample Applications section of the Library contains sample applications relevant to Web site development.

To view the notes for the currently displayed topic,
click the Notebook button on the toolbar.



You can view What's This? online Help for the toolbar buttons and windows in the Notebook. Point to the button
or window for which you want help, right-click, and then click What's This?.



Printing Notes and Notebook Entries

You can print all of the topics listed in your Notebook, print only the current Notebook entry, print all your notes
for the current entry, or print all your notes for all topics.

When the standard Windows Print dialog box appears, enter or click your the options you want, and then click
OK to print.

If you are printing from the Notebook window, select the options you want in the Print dialog box, and then click
OK to print.
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Closes the application.



Copies the text or graphics you selected in the Topic pane or Notebook. To paste the selection into another

application, open the application, and then click Paste on the Edit menu, or use the key combination for the
application's Paste command (CTRL+<KEY>).

u To paste text or graphics from the Topic pane into the Notebook window, copy the information to the
Clipboard, and then do one of the following

® Press CTRL+V.
® Right-click in the Notes pane of the Notebook window, and then click Paste on the shortcut menu.

Opens the Notebook, where you can mark topics of interest and make notes about these topics.



Moves to the next topic in the Navigation pane.



Moves to the previous topic in the Navigation pane.



Moves back through the topics you have viewed.



Displays a list of the topics you have viewed. To display a previously viewed topic click a topic in the History
window.



Displays a list of topics related to the current topic. To display a related topic, click a topic from the list.

This is the same as clicking the Related Information menu at the bottom of the Topic pane.

Note If there is no related information for the topic in the Library, these options will appear dimmed.




Displays both the Navigation pane and Topic pane.



Displays the Topic pane only.



Displays the Contents in the Navigation pane.



Displays the Index in the Navigation pane.



Displays the Find window.



Displays the Magnify menu from which you can magnify or reduce text in the Topic pane or in any window
(Sample Code, Tips, Closed Captions).

u To magnify or reduce text, select one of the following options
® 75% reduces all text to 75% of its normal size.

® 100% returns all text to its normal size.

® 150% magnifies all text to 150% of its normal size.

Audio Performance Problems

Mastering Web Site Development uses the following type of sound file:

® WAVE (*.wav): Digitized audio
To hear these sounds, you must have a sound card that is capable of playing WAVE sounds.

Your sound card uses a special piece of software called a "sound driver" to communicate with your computer. In
some instances, you may not hear any sounds when using Mastering Web Site Development. Usually, this is
because your sound driver is not installed or is configured improperly. If you do not hear any sounds, or get an
error message saying that there is a problem with your sound card or sound driver when you start the program,
the WAVE portion of your sound driver may be either improperly configured or not installed.

The two most common error messages about WAVE sounds are:

® "A sound card is required to run Mastering Web Site Development."

® "Mastering Web Site Development cannot get the sound device right now, it's in use elsewhere, try again."
If you receive the first error message, it usually indicates that your sound driver is either not installed, not
installed correctly, or not configured correctly. If you receive the second error message, it usually indicates that

your sound driver is in use by another open program. Solve this by closing all other open programs, and
restarting Mastering Web Site Development.

Sound distortion is often caused by sending a higher volume or amplitude of sound than speakers are able to
handle. If the volume control on your audio card is set too high, it may cause distortion from the amplifier on the
audio card. Sometimes lower-quality speakers distort at a lower volume than higher-quality speakers.

For example, if your audio card or WAVE file output volume is set to near maximum, it will cause distortion. To
change your audio card settings, refer to the documentation that came with your audio card.

My sounds are cut off

Most audio cards can play only one sound at a time; therefore, other products with sound may interrupt sounds
from this product.

My sounds "skip"

Your computer uses hardware called a video card (or video display adapter) to display images on your video
monitor. Your computer also uses software called a "video driver” to communicate with your video card (and vice
versa).



Video color depth refers to the number of colors that your video driver is capable of displaying simultaneously on
your monitor. The maximum number of colors that you can display is determined by a combination of two
factors: the amount of video RAM (or VRAM) that your video card has, and the screen resolution.

Most video cards can display 256 colors at a screen resolution of 640 x 480. Greater color depth, or greater
screen resolution with 256 or more colors, may require additional VRAM.

Color depth is referred to in terms of "bits" (for example, 8-bit). The number of colors you see is equal to the
number 2 to the power of the number of bits to which your color depth is set. The following is a list of the most
common color depths and the number of colors that they represent:

2 bit 4 colors

4 bit 16 colors

8 bit 256 colors

16 bit 65,536 colors (often referred to as 64K or 64,000
colors)

24 bit 16,777,216 colors (often referred to as 16M or 16

million colors)

Top Support Issues in Interactive Media
Applications

The following sections describe problems some customers have had with Interactive Media products, along with
possible solutions.

Interactive Media products, ranging from children's products to reference and geography titles, are split into
three multimedia areas:

® CD-ROM

® Sound

® Video Playback

This table shows the current top issues for each of the areas based on the frequency of each support issue

since the beginning of 1996. Three of the nine issues listed in the table are described in detail in the following
sections (each one indicated by an asterisk).
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Issue 1: CD-ROM Capacity Limit Exceeded

Description

Not all CD-ROM drives can access all the data a CD-ROM can hold, so attempts to access files outside the
readable area will result in errors. To read the entire CD-ROM, the customer either has to get the product on a
non-CD-ROM medium (if available) or upgrade his or her system to a CD-ROM drive with sufficient capacity. In
some cases, it is only necessary to upgrade the firmware of the CD-ROM.

Calls on this topic can be long because the problem can be caused by many factors and because this issue
cannot be resolved in real time for the customer. The average length of a support phone call for this problem is
more than 33 minutes.

The constantly changing hardware industry and the fact that many customers have no idea what CD-ROM drive
they have can also make finding the source of the problem difficult. Even leading upgrade kits can use a variety
of different vendors for the CD-ROM drive, although packaging may be the same.

See the Knowledge Base (article # Q141329) for more information about this issue.

Support Recommendation

Either don't create CD-ROM products that exceed the read capability of older CD-ROM drives or, if you
absolutely must squeeze the last possible bit of data onto a CD-ROM, put those nonessential or infrequently
used files in the areas that might not be readable by all CD-ROM drives.

Provide support groups with the physical location of files on the CD-ROM to help them troubleshoot errors
reading files. If the support engineer knows that the problem file is well within the area that all CD-ROM drives
can read, he or she can eliminate CD-ROM capacity as the problem and troubleshoot the problem more
efficiently.



Issue 2: CD-ROM Cache Setting Wrong
(WIN 95)

Description

Incorrect cache settings for the CD-ROM drive hurt the performance of the drive (jumpy audio/video, read
errors). Windows 95 might not be able to determine the correct cache setting during detection of the CD-ROM
device. Generally, the support engineer will recommend that the supplemental cache size be set as large as
possible. This advice is starting to appear in product README files, such as those for Bookshelf for Windows.

See the Knowledge Base (article # Q141368) for more information and for recommendations on how to specify
the appropriate cache size for different media types.

Support Recommendation

Windows needs to do a better job of choosing the appropriate cache settings for CD-ROM drives, but until then,
products that rely on a minimum level of CD-ROM performance need to recognize when that performance is not
being delivered and help customers troubleshoot the problem. One way to help is to ship the Multimedia
Troubleshooter (part of MSInfo 2.5) with your product.



Issue 3: CD Audio MCI Driver(s) Not
Installed

Description

The product cannot play CD Audio sound because the necessary drivers are not installed. For example, the
Windows 95 typical installation does not install the CD Audio (CD Player) capability under some circumstances,
such as if it was installed from floppy disks or the CD-ROM was not detected correctly during network
installation.

Because of the unambiguous error message and straightforward solutions, the average length of support calls is
only 12 minutes.

Depending on how the support engineer judges the capabilities of the customer, the engineer will either walk the
customer through the actual driver installation or simply provide the customer with instructions.

Potentially complicating the problem is the chance that a customer does not have ready access to a Windows 95
CD-ROM that contains the necessary files, either because he or she purchased Windows 95 on floppy disk or
because Windows 95 was preinstalled and the OEM did not provide disks.

We recently put the CD Audio drivers on MSDL (Microsoft Download) so that customers who fall into this group
and have a modem can download the drivers and instructions. If a customer does not have a modem, he or she
can contact the OEM or can call Windows support for additional assistance.

See the Knowledge Base (article # 139659) for more information about this issue.

Support Recommendation

In the short term, products that depend on a technology or driver should, at the very least, verify that the
necessary driver and/or technology is installed. If not, a useful error message should be provided to help the
users resolve the issue.

For the long term, we recommend that products recognize when a critical component is missing and actually
walk the customer through the installation. For instance, a CD-ROM product requiring CD Audio support would
actually alert the customer and launch an "intelligent" Windows setup program to install the component.



Support Maxim

The anonymous quote, "Every time history repeats itself the price tag goes up," illustrates the reason for this
month's maxim:

Avoid Even/Odd (Flip/Flop) issues.

Description

When a product group decides to change a feature to eliminate support issues, it should understand why the
feature was originally implemented. Doing so avoids accidentally swapping one set of problems for another
between alternate releases.

The issue "CD Audio MCI Driver(s) Not Installed" shows how this maxim could be applied to prevent flip-flopping
of issues between subsequent releases.

With a high frequency of support, CD Audio might not seem like the way to go about delivering audio on future
CD-ROM products. But CD Audio was chosen over WAV audio or MIDI because WAV and MIDI audio also have
a large number of support issues and are difficult for customers and support engineers to troubleshoot.

By comparison, the CD Audio issue is much easier to resolve. A strong case can be made for releasing more
products using CD Audio as the primary source of sound and improving the product error messages and
troubleshooting assistance. Taking this route could make it easy for customers to resolve the issue without
calling AnswerPoint support.
