Mrs.Dds sawnoequipmentinthegym.The
TMHstudentshavetheirownyearbookandprom.Used
formais are sought through newspaper ads, By
SeptemberMrs.DoisdecidedshedidnotwantChristine
toattendthisschoolandwithdrewherconsent.

Mrs.Dols’sprimaryinterestwasthatChristineattendan
age-appropriateschoolinherownneighborhoodsothat
shewouldbe a panofhermmmunityandwouldhave
contactwithnon-handicappedpeersona reguiarbasis.
At a team meetingseveraloptionswerediscussedfor

Postponementsandmorepostponementsof integrated
activities,assessmentsto becompieted,andanswersto
ietters,etc.provedto be frustratingforthe Dds famiiy.
Christinespent part of her year with homebound
educationdue to surgery.in May of 1987the schooi
districtagainrecommendedpiacementat the AVTifor
Christine,for the 1987-88schoolyearand the famiiy
requestedadueprocesshearingwhichtookpiaceduring
the summer.The AdministrativeLawJudgeconciudsd
thattheschooldistricthadfaiiedtoprovideChristinewith
anappropriateIEP,andappropriateeducationalsewices
in the ieast restrictiveenvironment.Christinebegan
attendingRosemountSeniorHighSchoolin the faiiof
1987.

The“hardestpat issendinghertoa placeyouknowisn’t
goodforher,thatshedidn’twantto goto,andthatshe
camehomestressedoutanddidn’tiikeherday”sa”~Mrs.
Dds.Nowthatshe’sgoingtotheSeniorHighinherhome
community,shesaid,Christinegoesoutandsitsonthe
frontstepsand waitsfor the bus.At the juniorhighin
anothercommunity,she had no friends,becausethe
distanceforparentstodrivewastoogreat.Shedidn’tsee
anyofherschodrnateswhenshewasinthecommunity,

she couidn’tget involvedin after-schoolactivities
because the activity bus wouidn’t come to her
community.On herlastdayat thejuniorhigh,shewore
herRosemountteamjacket.
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ChristinehasnowcompletedherfirstyearatRosemount
High.Whatwasherexperience?Herspecialeducation
teachersaidittooka lot~time ar@efforttomakeallthe
arrangementsand connectionsfor her initiaily,but
throughouttheyearthingshavebeensmooth.Different
studentsvolunteeredto meetheratthebusandwaikher
to her classroom.Throughouther day Christinewas
constantlyaround-norr-handicappedpeers, in the
hall$vays,at lunch,cFr411eregularschoolbus,at pep
raliies,and in classes.She also had a full-timeaide.
Although she was described as having “behavior
problems”in the segregatedcfasses,the “behaviors”
disappearedwhenshewasin integratedsettings,andif
somethingshedidwasinappropriate,herpeerstdd her
to“cutitout.”Christineattendedfootballgames,theband
show,plays,iceskatingshow,andotheractivitiesfellow
students normallyattend. She receivedvocational
experiencesinthefinediningcafeteria,a grocerystore,a
laundry,andinrunningmessages.

Beth Mount, a consultantwho is one of the leaders
nationallyinfuturespfanningforpeople,saysthatinher
experiencewiththousandsofpeoplewithdisabilitiesthe
mostimportantthingforthemarerelationships.Theother
facetsliketrainingandworkdo notrateashighashaving
friends,someonetotalkto onthephone,to eatwithina
restaurant,tojustbearoundsomeonewhocaresbutisn’t
pakfto cometo yourdoor.Probablythemostimpottant
thingforChristineinherfirstyearofhighschoolwerethe
friendsshemade,the relationshipsshedevelopedwith
peersherownage.

DuringthesecondtrimwterChristinetookaerobics.Guys
andgalsinthe classbefriendedher.Forthefinal,small
groupsof studentshad to createan exerciseroutine.
Severalgroups,inciudingboys,askedChristineto be a
partoftheirgroup.

WhenChristinewasinthecommunityshoppingoroutto
dinner,fellowstudentswouldgreetherandstopto chat,
askinghowshewas,introducinghertotheirownfamifies,
orcomplimentingheron herclothing.Thiswaspossible
becauseshewasattendingherownlocalschod.

Initiallyinthe lunchroomClwbtineand heraidesatby
themselvesat a table.Bythe endof thethe year,there
weretwotablesof peersevwydaysittingwithChristine.
(Theaidehadtofindanotherplaceto sit.)

Duringthethkdtrimester,Christinetookaweighttraining
class.At the end,studentswereaskedif Christinehad
beenany problemin the classand had she and they
learnedanythingfromher patiicipation.The responses
wereverypositive.Onedaya weekthestudentsdecided
to playsoftbaii.Dueto a visionproblem,Christinecould
notsw thefastbafi.Sothatshecouldbeincludedinthe
gamewiththem,thestudentssetupa ‘T’forher.

Thedevelopmentalachievementcenterisdosing.How
does a young child get the therapeuticintervention
sefvicestheyareentitledto undertheiaw?

In 1987, the legislaturepasseda law that affectsall
childrenwith any form of handicapin the State of
Minnesota.Effectivewith the 1988 schoolyear, local
schooidistrictsare responsiblefor the provisionof
“educational”servicesto childrenagesbitthto 21 years
whomeettheircriterialevels.“Educational”sewicesdo
nothavetoincluderehabilitativetherapeuticintervention.
Most schooldistrictsprovideno physicaltherapyto
preschoolers and occupational therapy and
speech-language pathology services may be the
consultativemodelversusdirecttreatment.

Currently,therearenomandatoryguidelinesinregardto
the type or modelof servicesprovidedto preschool
childrenbythe publicschools.The legislativemandate
suggestsa homebasedmodelforsefvicingtheneedsof
the bhthto 3 yearold population.The oniyadditional
fundsprovidedtoschooldistrictstoenabfethemtoserve
childrenbirthto 3 years dd wtth special needsare
transportationfunds.

The suggested“Statecdteria”for early intervention
sewicesby the schooldistrictimpliesthat onlythose
children who are severely handicapped will get
intewention.A chifdwillhaveto scoreonformaltesting
whichare 1.5to 2.0 or morestandarddeviationsbelow
the mean. Children who may require therapeutic
interventionandare notseverelyhandicappedmaynot
beeligibleforservicesthroughthepublicschools.

in the past,developmentalachievementand ieaming
centers have provided both the educational and
therapeutic intewention servicesfor children with
handicaps.TheDevelopmentalAchievementCenterhas
acted the coordinatorfor these children’sspecial



needs. Most DACShave contractedfor therapeutic
interventionsservicesfrom privateagencies.Through

t contacting, DA(X were.assured...qualityserviceby
appropriatelytrainedand certifiedprofessionals.(Most
costswerepaidbythird-pattysources.)

Parents and families-must now assume the totai
respofWbliltyofadvot@ngforservicesfortheirchildren.
Parentsand famiiies must requestthe therapeutic
intewentionservicestheirchifdrenareentitledto receive
(physical therapy, occupational therapy,
Sw=h-kwwge wthdogy mcfp Services
andmodelsfordeliveryvarybyschooldistrictdependent
uponthe needsof eachchiidand the schooldistricts
avaiiabieresources.Childrenwithspecialneedsrequire
atransdisciplinaryinvolvement.Parentsandfamiliesmust
assumean advocacyrole to ensureappropriateand
continuingsetvices.if the iocalschooldistrictcannot
provide services, parents and famiiies must iook
elsewhereto the privateagencies.Parentsandfamiiies

Aithoughtheleastrestrictiveenvironment(IRE)provision
intheEducationforallHandicappedChildren’sAct(P.L
94-142),createsa presumptionin favorof educating
children with handicaps in regular education
environments,a recent repott indicatedthat there is
considerable variation among states, which
demonstratesthe potentialfor improvementin the
nationaleffottto educatechifdrenwithhandicapsInless
restrictiveenvironments.Thereportalsoindicatedthat
theuseof separateeducationalenvironmentshasbeen
relativefystabieoverthelastdecade.Thereport,entitled,
“StateVariationinPlacementofChildrenwithHandicaps
in SegregatedEnvironments,”waswrittenby LouisC.
Danlalson,andG.ThomasBellamyoftheOfficeofSpecial
Education Programs (OSEP), U.S. Departmentof
Education,Washington,DC.

Eachyearstatessubmitdatato OSEPonthenumberof
childrenwithhandicapswhoare senmdin eachof six
dstierenteducationalplacements:regularclass,resource
room, separateclass,separateday school,separate
residentialschoof, home/hospftal.Overthe past
decade,1976-67,therewas littlechangein the useof
separatefacilitiesforstudentswithhandicaps,theauthors
obsenmd.Althoughtherewasan increaseintheuseof
reguiarclassplacements,thistrendprobablyreflectedthe
increaseinnumbersofstudentswithlearningdisabilities.

Inorderto comparestateplacementpatterns,a statistic
called,“cumulativeplacement rate,”was computed:
usingthenumberofspecialeducationstudentsaged6-17
yearsina statewhowereservedina selectededucational
placementandaiimoresegregatedplacementsdivided
bythestate’stotalpopulationinthisagegroup.

On this ranking, Minnesota was tenth from the
bottom,withapproximately7,500childrenpermillion.

Tenstateswiththehighestcumulativeplacementratein
separateclasseswerealsoamongthe10stateswiththe
highestplacementrateforsegregatedfacilities.

On anothersceie (placementrate for studentswith
handicapsinseparateclasses,separateschools,and
residential facilities), Minnesota placed twentieth
fromthe top state (Oregon),which had the highest
degreeofintegration.

Theauthorsconcludedthatsomestateshavebeenmore
successfulthanothersin provtdingservicesin regular
settings that were seen as appropriate by local
declsionmakers.OSEPwillbe workingwithindividual
statestoimproverepottingmethodsaswellastoe~mine
statevadabilityandvariances.

In lateApri!1988,theAmericanswithDisabilitiesActof
1988(H.R ~98) wasin@ducedinCongress.Thisbill,
whi@rwasconceivad:~the Nationalcouncilon the
Handicapped, seeks to ‘establisha comprehensive
nationalmandateto eiiminatediscriminationagainst
personswithdisabilities.

Stated in a letter to membersof Congressby the
Consortiumfor CitkenswithDevelopmentalDisabilities
onMay12,1968,wasthisplea:“itistimeforthismuntry
toaddressthereaiitythatAmericanswithdisabilitiesare
reiegatedtosecond-classcitkenship.Thisiongoverdue
legislationsimplystatesthat peoplewithdisabilitiesare
entitledto thesamerightsthataiiotherAmericanstake
forgranted-therightto communicate,therighttowork,
the right to iive in the community,and the rightto
sodaiize.”

“Despitetheiandrnarkantidiscriminationprovisionsunder
Section5040ftheRehabilitationActof1973,manypeopie
withdisabilitieshavegreatdifficultyobtainingjobs,finding
housing,travelingfromplaceto place,andfunctioningin
manyotheraspectsofdaiiyiifethatmostcitizenstakefor
granted,” said Christina Metzier of the Nationai
Associationof DeveiopmentaiDisabilitiesCounciis
(NADDC).“Oneofthemanyreasonsfortheseproblems
isthatSection504onlyappliestofederaiiyconductedor
assistedprograms,thusieavingmostoftheprivatesector
and state and iocai governments immune from
handicapped antidiscriminationcoverage,”Metzier
added.

The proposedlegislationwouid guarantw the same
federaiciviirightsprotectionsthatareenjoyedbywomen
andbyotherminoritygroups;Americanswithdisabilities
arenotcoveredbyTitleiiorTitleViioftheCiviiRightsAct
of1964orbyTitieViiioftheCiviiRightsActof 1968.The
Americanswith DisabilitiesAct of 1968wouidseekto
correctthisinequity.

Amongthe typesof disciminatotypracticesprohibited
underthelegislationwouldbethe:

- denialofopportunitiesto participateina program,
activities,service,benefit,orjob;

- provisionof unequalor iesseffectiveprograms,
activities,sendcea,orjobs;

- provision of assistance to an entity that
discriminates;

- iimiting of a right, priviiege, advantage
opportunity;

- faiiureto makereasonableaccommodations;

or

- faiiuretoaddressarchitectural,transposition,and
communicationbarriers; ,

- useof discriminatoryqualifications,standards,or
eligibilitycriteria;and

- deniaiofequaiopportunitybasedona relationship
orassociationwithpersonswithdisabilities.

The proposed legislationspecifiesseverai federal
agenciesthatwouidbe caiieduponto promulgateand
enforcereievantguidelinesand regulations, it aiso
contains necessary enforcement procedures as
administrativeremedies, a private right of action,
monetarydamages,injunctiverelief,attorneys’fees,and
thecutofFoffederaifunds.

CitizenswithDeveiopmentaiDisabilities,“Enactmentof
thisiegisiatlonwiiibe a iong struggie.The keyto its
eventuaipassageiseducationofourconstituencies,the
generalpublic,andMembersofCongress.”Peopiewho
havea disabilityare urgedto keep a “Discrimination
Diary,” or write their personai experiences of
discriminationina ietter.

upon assessmentswhich are aimed at identifying

alsocalleda person-centeredteamora circleofsupport.
Thecircleornatworkalsoassiststhelndivk.iualachiwing
thegoalstheyhavesetforthemselves.Throughregular
meetingsthey seek to keep the goalson targetand
overcomeobstaclesthatmayarise.

The processof personalfuture planningproceeds
throughtwomeetings.Thefirstmeetingisheldtodwetop
a profileof the person.The purposeof the profileisto
createa commonunderstandingof the person,their
environmentsandconnections.Thatmeetingshouldbe
personalandintimate,includingindividualswhoknowthe
Individualwelland knowthefolkloreaboutthe person.

Ms.Abderhddenoffersthefoiiowingcomments:

1. The firstearlyintewentioniawwas passedin 1985,
requiringschooldistrictsto provideeducationalsetvices
to aiichiidrenwithhandicapsagethreeandabove.That
same law mandated the establishment of Eariy
intewentionCommitteesthat iookedat the needsof
chiidrenwithhandicapsbeginningat birth.Thus,every
districtbeganplanningin1985.

2. The 1987iaw mandatedservicesbeginningat birth
beginningonJuiy1, 1988,whichispriorto the 1988/89
schoolyear.

3. Mostschooldistrictsdo provideoccupationaltherapy
and physicaitherapy sewices to pre-schooiers,as
evidencedbytheprogramsthatwereinplacepriortothe
mandate(approximately220 schooldistrictsprovided
sewicespriorto1985).Additionally,thesestaffareusually
aireadyin the districtbecauseof the needsof chiidren
overagefive.

4. Educationalsewices can inciude rehabilitative
therapeuticintewentionifthechiidneedsthissewiceand
itisiistedintheindividualizedEducationPian.

5. (The)atticfeimpiie(d)thatthe consultationmodelis
inferiorto direct therapy sewices.The ARC wouid
chaiiengethisand believesthat in somesituationsthe
consultativemodelcanactuaiiyprovideagreateramount
ofsewice.

6. Additional funds were appropriated for eariy
intewention sewices. There are funds for speciai
transportation,home-basedtravel,foundationaid,and
reimbursementforspeciaieducationteachersandstaff.
Ailofthefundingmechanismsavaiiabieforstudentswith
handicapsoverage fiveare availablefor chidirenwith
handicapsunderagefive.

7. Whiieit istruethattherearesomechiidrenwithmiid

8. Parentsandfamiiieshave_ hadto assumethe
totairesponsibilityofadvocatingfortheirchidren.Priorto
1985 there were oniy siightiyover 20 developmental
achievementcentemprovidingeadyintewentionsewices
and theywereonlyprovidingsewicesto chiidrenwith
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o mentalretardation.Onlyone-thirdofallthechildrenwith
handicapswere receivingearly interventionservices.

assistivetechnologydevicesand services. It also
authorizestheSecretaWofEducaticmtoprovidetechnical
assistanceto assiststateto respondfullyandeffectively
to the chargeto developstatewideprograms.States
wouldbe phasedinthrougha mmpetitiveprocess:up
to 10 stateswouldenterthe programthefirstyear,20
additionalstatesthe secondyear,and the remaining
statesthethirdyear.

Thislegislationwouldfunctionasa catalystforincreasing
theavailabilityofandfunding(bothpublicandprivate)for
assistivetechndogydevicesandservices.Stateswould
begivenconsiderablediscretioninsettingupstatewide
programsandmayelgctto establishsuchfunctionsas:

Howmanypeoplewithphysicaldisabilitiesarelivingin
homesthat were neverdesignedfor them in the first
piace?Howmanywould.bqabletoworkiftheycouldget
inandoutoftheirhomeswithgreaterease?Howmany
peopieliveinconstantterrorbecauseofunsafesituations
in their environment,particularityin bathrooms? As
describedbyonearchitectwhohasa physicaldisabiihy,
RonMace,of Raieigh,NorthCarolina,stated“Fortoo
long,iifehasbeena Monopolygameinwhichpeoplewith
dlsabilitiesarenotaiiowedtopass‘go’”~

“Pro]ectOpenHouseandFamiiySupportServices”isa
projectthatwascreatedin the mid-1970sat theUnited
CerebralPalsyof NewYorkCityincooperationwiththe
NewYorkCityDepartmentofHousingPresewatlonand
Development and the Mayor’s Office for the
Handicapped.The programwas designedto remove
architecturalbarriersin residentialsituationsthroughout
thefiveBoroughsof NewYorkCity,servingpeopiewith
mobilityimpairmentsofailages,and whohavelowand
moderateincomes.Thegoaioftheprogramistofacllitate
independent(or lessdependent)iMngforpersonswith
disabilitiesby reducingphysicaland environmental
barriersto communityIMng.

Between1980 and 1985, architecturalbarrierswere
removed from over 75o homes at the cost of
approximately$1,200 per dwelling. This one time
expenditure permitted people to remain in their
communitiesand maintainclose contact with their
families. “In sum,” ciaimed Marcia Eppier-Coivin,
ConsultantwithProjectOpenHouse,‘the government
sawanannualsavingsof$30,000to$100,000perperson,
whichdoesnotevenincludetheimmeasurablevaluesof
thegreaterindependenceexperiencedby personswith
disabilitiesor greaterfreedomsreaiizedby the other
familymembers.”

IMng in the communityis a
complexandchallengingtaskforanyone.Fora childor
an adult with a developmentaldisabiflty,this task is
enormous.There seem to be so many barriersto
overcometodeveloptherelationshipsuponwhichweall
depend.Thesebarriersincludethesegregatedprograms
inwhichpeoplewithdisabilitiesparticipate.Staffinspecial
educationclasses,dayprograms,shelteredworkshops,
grouphomesandspecialrecreationprogramsprovidefor
their every need. There’s no need to see~ out the
assistanceof anyone else. Friendshipswith others
outsidereallyaren’tencouragedor supportedsinceIt
takesextratimeandextraarranging.

The opportunityto developand maintainrelationships
with nonhandicappedpeopleis rarelypresentin our
currentserviceprograms.As Jane Wellssays in the
videotapeonPersonalFuturesPlanning,“Mostofusdon’t
makea lotoffriendsat thepostoffice.”Normallypeople
makefriendsintheirneighborhood,atschooloratwork.
Unfortunatelytoo few individualswith developmental
disabilities have any opportunities -to meet
nonhandicappedpeopleinthoseenvironments.

ForPeoplewithdisabilitiesthisisrareiythesituation.Most
ofthepeopleintheirrelationshipcirciearepaidtobewith
them.Whilesomepaidrelationshipsarecharacterizedby
genuinewarmth,caringand even love, often times
relationshipsarerestrictedbyscheduies,regulationsand
pm-requisites.

Ourgoalmustnotsimpfybetointroducepeopletoothers,
butto createan environmentthatwUiencouragetypical
membersof our communitiesto vduntarifychooseto
formrelationshipswith peopiewhoseliveshavebeen
markedby separationand loss.We haveto iookfor
peopiewhohaveshowna spedaiinterestintheperson
with a disabilityand provide supporl to foster the
reiatiordlip.

Manyirrcfividuafswithdisabifftieshavenoonewithwhom
theysharea cfose,intimaterelationship.It isnoteasyto
find ways to support intimaterelationshipsbetween
peopiewith disabilitiesand their typicalpeers. it is
important,however,andthisissomethingweaiistriveto
attain.

Conclusion
