2. DIRECTX7



TDR2000 has been optimised for DirectX7, in order to take advantage of this
optimisation you are strongly advised to install DirectX7 when prompted to.

Hardware Acceleration

TDR2000 runs in Direct3D, this ensures that the game provides the best
performance on the widest range of 3D video cards.

3. GAME LAUNCHER

When the game starts it examines the hardware in your PC and works out the
best graphics mode to run in. The launcher will default to Direct 3D for the
demo (Do Not Change this) but a software mode will be available for the full
version of the game.

NOTE: If you have a video card with the voodoo 1 or 2 chipset then you will
need to change from your primary video card to the Voodoo card by using the
drop down box titled ‘Display Driver’. Then tick on the Triple Buffer box.

You may need to install the latest drivers for your graphics and sound card to
secure the best performance from the game. These drivers are normally
available from your card manufacturer or they may be downloaded from the
Internet. (See the 3D CARD SUPPORT SITES below)

It is possible to override the options the launcher selects but we recommend
playing the game in whatever default mode is initially presented before
selecting any alternate modes.

In the launcher clicking on the Advanced button offers extra options. If you
have any performance issues in Direct3D turning off some of these options
may improve the games performance.

4. IN-GAME CONTROLS

The 'W' key will turn hard shadows on & off, this may increase and decrease
the game performance. We recommend only turning on the shadows for
higher performance machine.

F1 - F12 keys step through the different Camera Angles.
The '-' & '+' keys on the main keyboard adjust the draw distance, setting a
lower draw distance may increase the game performance and setting a

higher draw distance may decrease the game performance

5. TROUBLE SHOOTING

Q. > | can't see a way of removing the demo from my PC, can it be
uninstalled?

A. > The demo can be uninstalled at any point by clicking on the 'Start' button
in Windows and then selecting 'Settings', click on the 'Control Panel' option.
Select the 'Add/Remove Programs' option. Scroll down the list of installed
software until you get to an entry entitled "'TDR2000 Alpha Demo'.

Double click on this entry and follow the onscreen instructions.

6. KNOWN PROBLEMS

The following are a few of the problems we know about that WILL be
addressed for the full game and should be avoided in the demo.

Pressing ALT + TAB to switch to Win9X desktop may lockup the machine.
At present selecting 1024x768 on a 8MB & 12MB voodoo 2 card 8mb and
12mb will cause the PC to lockup with a black screen the game will play well
at resolutions below this however and this will be resolved in the full version
of the game. (2 voodoo 2's in SLI mode support this higher resolution.)
