Pilot Install v1.9

With Pilot Install you can easily install palm applications or palm files (e.g. databases) WITHOUT
HotSync.

Simply start Pilot Install and select the files you want to upload to the Handheld. Alternative you can drag
and drop any palm files on the program icon or on a shortcut of Pilot Install.

Select the appropriate COM port (or USB) and the transfer rate (the defaults of Pilot Install are taken from
original HotSync values). Pilot Install will wait then until the HotSync button is pressed.

If Pilot Install should stay open after the installation, the check box "Close on finish" has to be unchecked.

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IP: You can select more than one file using the Shift or Ctrl key while selecting files.

TIP2: You can additionally drop files on a running application before you press the HotSync button

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)

Q: Which devices you will work?
A: Normaly, all Palm OS devices

Q: Do you need HotSync or Palm Desktop installed on the pc to make your program run?
A: No - "Pilot Install" works WITHOUT these, except USB support

Q: Can i use booth (the Palm Desktop software and Pilot Install) at the same time ?
A: Yes, Pilot Install does not influence any settings from the standard Install-tool. Only the filetypes (prc,

pdb and pga) can registered but also unregistered

Q:"Pilot Install" or HotSync can not take control over the port and displayed "Port COMx busy" error
message.
A: Try to choose a other port and switch back to the original.

Q: Can I upload on an infrared port ?
A: Yes, if you have a virtual COMx port on the Interface (IRComm). Windows 2000 doesn't generaly
support this virtual com driver, but an alternativ driver can be downloaded.

Q: | have uploaded a text file, but i can not see it
A: For text files, you must use a additional DOC viewer. (see http://www.palmgear.com for "DOC
Software" category)

Q: My midi file would not installed/played!

A: The midi-file must be only one voice (instrument) and does not succeed 64 KB. If your file matches
these criteria, it would added to the system midi database (“System MIDI sounds” or “MIDI sounds”) and
could be selected (e.g. alarm preference from date book). The name from the midi would generated from
the orginal desktop filename.

Q: What is PIA ?

A: PIA stands for Pilot Install Archiv and can contain several files for installations with options e.g. global
requirements like a OS version, color support or CPU needed. (see http://pinstall.envicon.com for further
informations)

Q: Why is 256000 Baud sometimes slower than lower speeds ?

A: Some devices have a build in limit (e.g. Palm Il has a 115200 limit). But "Pilot Install" force the device
to use these higher values. The result leads to additional sending/receiving packets (error handling). But
with the right hardware 256000 speed could be useful.

Q: Why the "/IGNOREHS" option ? If | use this, my port is occupied by HotSync.
A: You can change the port of HotSync to a free one - use "Pilot Install" - an switch back to the original
port. This could be faster than closing (reopening) HotSync ...

Q: My USB will not work !
A: To use USB Port you need the device driver from the handheld vendor (e.g. Visor HotSync). These
driver is included in the Palm Desktop software. If you experience problems, please send us an email.

Q: Will you have a Mac version ?
A: No, currently no Mac version, available. If anyone has one to much...

Known bugs

- Limit on 9600 baud with palm pro (missing ack -DLP v1.0)
- repeated upload with USB works only if select another port between the syncs

What is PIA?

The central object is the Pilot Install Archive (file extension .pia), which contents all necessary data, files
and information need for the installation. A software developer can create such a Pilot Install Archive
using the PIA Creator. He just select the all files for his application and adds the information for it. PIA
Creator will then create one pia-file, which can be distributed.

Pilot Install, the user application can handle the pia-file format and takes care, that everything will be
transferred to the Palm devices. It finds out the available memory on the device and checks if the
application can be installed. If there is not enough space left the user will be informed and can interact.

PIA features:

-compression

-requirement checks (e.g. Color/Noncolor, Dragonball EZ CPU, OS version)
-Readmel/License text on desktop

-Speed optimized transfer (as know as selfextracting file - SFX)

Default Installer for palm software

Within this, you register Pilot Install as the default installation method for palm pilot software. E.g. you can
directly install any palm files by a simple doubleclick. This has no influence to the standard Install-tool - so
you can use booth.

This setting can easily restored through the main menu options unregister filetypes.

The following filetypes would registered:
.PRC
.PDB
.PQA

Note: The extention TXT and MID would not registered (to Pilot Install) in any case

Desktop integration

If the menu item Copy to backup directory is enabled, all successfull installed palm files are copied to the
userspecific backup directory (e.g. C:\Palm\Username\backup). If your palm device lost its contents (e.g.
battery loss,hard reset), these backup directory will used to restore all installed files. Pilot Install use the
same userspecific directory from the Palm Desktop Software - so if your device is never be used with the
Palm Desktop, no backup will be done!

These function also allows you to keep track on all installed files - see log-file (e.g. C:\Palm\Username\
Pinstall.log).

Note: “Copy to backup directory” is disabled, if the Palm Desktop Software is not installed/couldn’t found
Note II: Installed MIDI sounds would not stored (because there are added dynamically to the System
database)
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These dialog helps you to keep track of you installed programs on your device. If you install a
application/database more than once, keep in mind that only the latest version will be stored (see
“LinuxTag.PRC” - only one exist)

Make sure that your have selected your desired user.

User: All users from Palm Desktop

All backup files: Show all files backuped by HotSync, including files installed by Pilot Install

Delete: Remove backup file (not the log-entry) from your backup folder on the desktop, if exists (if you
don’t remove it from your PDA before starting HotSync again, it will be restored on next sync)

TIP: If an application crashes your PDA, delete it’s backup file to prevent reinstallation on next HotSync.
Don’t forget to delete this application on your PDA also.

Note: The log file can be found under the userspecific directory (e.g. C:\Palm\Username\Pinstall.log)
Note II: This function is only available, if the Palm Desktop is installed.
