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THE CASE FOR CiTY DIRECTORIES 

By I?. Edward Wright 

I happen to be working on two 
projects at. the moment which could 
provide some interesting interplay. 
First I am compiling all the pension and 
bounty land claims of the Prince 
George's veterans of the War of 1812, 
and secondly, I have just completed 
reprinting the first City Directory of 
Washington, D. C., dated 1824. In 
noting the sizeable number of veterans 
and widors who moved to Washington after 
the war I wondered if I could find these 
veterans and their widows in the 
directory and then work each source 
against the other. 

For instance, take the case of one 
War of 1812 widow I found in the 
Washington directories. She was the 
widow of John L. Suit. Although you may 
have no interest in the Suit family (for 
which the town of Suitland is named, by 
the way), you may be interested in how 
much information is obtainable from 
these two records, especially when using 
them together. 

The pension application made by Mary 
E. Suit in 1878 (age 74, resident of 
Washington), shows that at the time of 
his enlistment under Captain "Joe" 
Isaacs, her husband was 5 feet, 7 inches 
tall, had blue eyes, and dark hair. She 
states that they married in Washington 
D. C. on April 5, 1821; the minister was 
Reverend John Chambers. Her maiden name 
was Mary E. Boteler; neither had married 
previously. 

In looking through the 1824 Directory 
we find a John Suit, shoemaker, located 
at east side of 7th St East, near the 
Navy Yard. But let's not stop here.

Claimants were required to support 
certain facts with additional affidavits 
from knowledgeable persons. In her 
claim, Mary Suit had to prove the death 
of her husband which she stated, 
occurred on July 28th 1869 in 
Washington, D. C. Persons attesting to 
the veracity of her statements included 
her brother, John Boteler (born circa 
1801) and his wife, Eliza Boteler(born 
circa 1802). In the 1878 application 
John and his wife stated that they were 
living at 540 7th St, Washington D.C. 
(The addresses of witnesses were 
required in the widow's claim.) 
Returning to the 1824 Directory we find 
a John D. Boteler, gunsmith, located at 
the north side of D Street North, 
between 6th and 7th Streets West. It 
seems likely that this is the same 
person as the witness above. In 
addition to the names of her brother and 
sister-in-law, the pension application 
reveals a statement from her son, Henry 
C. Suit (born circa 1845), whose name 
Pops up again in the Washington 
Directory of 1864. 

As we continue to examine the 
Washington directories in succeeding 
years we can observe that by 1864 the 
Suit family has moved to 440 I South. 
John L. Suit is still a shoemaker; 
living with them is their son Henry C. 
who is a moulder and William H. Suit, 
another likely son, who is a mechanic. 
In the 1867 Directory William H. is a 
carpenter. The approximate date of 
death is confirmed in the 1869 Directory 
where Mary E. Suit is listed as a widow 
of John L. Suit, At this time Henry and 
William (now a blacksmith) are boarders, 
living with their mother at a new 
address on L Street.

LOOKING IN ALL THE \?ROYG PLACES 

. ..Ed Wright 

At one of his talks at the Mid-Atlantic Genealogical Seminar 
this summer, Milton Rubincam made reference to looking for sources in the 
"wrong" places. His point was that a great deal of information lies in places 
where you might not logically expect it. 

On several occasions I have been surprised to find material in an unlikely 
place. While casually glancing over the Dorchester County Genealogical magazine 
I found a chancery court case involving the brother of my gr-gr-gr-grandfather. 
In it there were references to my ancestor and his children. Yet my ancestor 
had lived in Caroline County. 

While combing through early (1789) Delaware newspapers I found an item 
which mentions a Gavin Hamilton in Chester County, Pennsylvania. When I saw 
it I was reminded of a Captain Gavin Hamilton in the 1812 militia of Prince 
George's County. I dare say that when I research further it will turn out 
that Gavin Hamilton or his father migrated from the Wilmington area to Prince 
George's County. 

Many times we attend seminars or meetings whose topics seem unrelated to 
our present interest only to find a topic pertinent to our own investigation. 
Or perhaps more likely, some person one meets casually turns out to shed light 
on some key question. 

Now to the best of my knowledge I have no German or Western Maryland roots.

I'll look for 
you there.

A separate form must be entered for 
each name, but do not register grand- 
parents, living persons, or immediate 
family organizations centered around 
living individuals. If you do register, 
you are expected to respond to others 
who wish to coordinate with you. 

The Family Registry is being provided 
only for the exchange of genealogical 
information among family researchers. 
It is not intended for mass registration 
or mass contacting of registrants for 
commercial purposes. Microfiche copies 
of the registration forms and an index 
of the registry will be available for 
searching at the Genealogical Library 
at Salt Lake City and at branch libra- 
ries.

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EARLY PRINCE GEORGE’S RECQRDS TRANSFERRED TO ANNAPOLIS 

By Phyllis Luskey Cox 

W&en I was at the Courthouse for Prince George's County, Naryland, at Upper 
Marlboro, on 30 August 1984, I learned that all land records for the county 
prior to 1840 have been transferred to the Hall of Records in Annapolis. The 
land records had been located on the first floor of the courthouse, in a large 
room where the title searchers work. Although the county was formed in 1696, 
now the records at the courthouse begin with Liber J.B.B. No. 1: first deed 
in it was enrolled 15 May 1840. 

I checked the microfilm on the counter (where you pay copy fees, etc.) and 
saw that microfilm copies begin with Liber A.B. No. 1, ca. 1819. 

The courthouse still has handwritten indexes, stored in the large room: 
1696-1803 (very faded), 1803-1840 (pages are coming apart), 1840-1884 (index 
is a photocopy). 

I spoke with Dorothy "Dottie" Welch who is in charge of Land Records regarding 
the books being transferred to the Hall of Records while the indexes remained at 
the courthouse. Ms. Welch said she would consider transferring the indexes to 
1840 to the Hall of Records as well. I don't think she realized the courthouse 
still had the indexes. 

A month or so ago when I was at the Hall of Records I noticed they had 
microfilm of the index to land records 1696-1803; however, it was being used 
by another researcher. The handwritten index at the courthouse has pencil 
additions, changes, etc. and the particular entry I was interested in had been 
added -- in pencil - in that index: Book I, folio 406, John SWANN from Samuel 
EVANS, ca. 1720s. Not having the manuscript index near the records made the 
search difficult. 

[Editor's Note: We hope the above information will save some researcher 
a wasted trip to the courthouse, expecting the early land records to be there. 
It is too bad the courthouse has not retained a microfilm copy of all the early 
records. We realize that title-searchers are usually interested in tracing 
property ownershin only 60 or 75 years, but they are not the only people who 
need to use those records. It should be added that, at last report, a microfilm 
copy of Prince George's land records 1696-ca.1719 was available at the Hyatts- 
ville Area Branch Library on Adelphi Road, along with copies of certain other 
early records. Those microfilms are now stored in the periodical room on the 
lower level, not in the Maryland Room.]

GENEALOGICAL PERIODICAL ANNUAL INDEX, Vol. 19, by Catherine M. Mayhew, Compiler 
and Laird C. Towle, Editor. Heritage Books, Inc., Bowie, MD. 1984. 178pp. A 
gift of Laird C. Towle, Ph.

We are happy to again see another of these volumes in print. A large per- 
centage of genealogical periodicals are submitted to the editor so that they 
may be included in this index. This edition covers 158 genealogical periodi- 
cals with about 8300 index citations. Articles are scanned and data on surnames, 
localities and topical categories are included in GPAI. Much helpful informa- 
tion can be found in periodicals and it is impossible to keep up with, or sub- 
scribe to them all. With this guide the genealogist can find pertinent informa- 
tion that otherwise might have been missed. 

HEADS OF FAMILIES - U.S. CENSUS SOUTH CAROLINA 1790, NORTH CAROLINA 1790, PENN- 
SYLVANIA 1790. Donated by Robert L. Stewart. 

The 1790 census was the first census of the United States and therefore pro- 
vides a valuable tool for genealogists. The name of the head of the family is 
listed and numerical totals are given for free white males over 16 and under 16, 
free white females, other free persons and slaves. A complete set of the 1790 
census is needed for every basic research library and we are glad to add these 
three volumes to our collection. 

YOUR IRISH ANCESTORS by .I. Anderson Black. Castle Books. 1984. 253~~. A gift 
of Paul Koberg. 

It is estimated that there are more than 40 million people of Irish descent 
living in America. This volume is designed to help those Americans with Irish 
ancestry. The book is divided into three major sections. The first section is 
an illustrated history of Ireland from the Bronze Age to 1921. The second sec- 
tion is called "Great Irish Families" and is an alphabetical listing of Irish 
names with several paragraphs covering the origin and history of the name. Maps 
to the side show where large groups of these families were located. Some of the 
more illustrious persons of each surname or mentioned. The shortest, and final 
section of the book is called "Tracing Your Irish Ancestors" and it is a do-it- 
yourself guide to searching for one's family. A short bibliography is also in- 
cluded. 

INDIANA SOURCES FOR GENEALOGICAL RESEARCH IN THE INDIANA STATE LIBRARY by Caro- 
lynne L. (Wendel) Miller. The Family History Section, Indiana Historical Society 
1984. Contributed for Review. Copies may be ordered from the Indiana Historical 
Society, 315 W. Ohio, Indianapolis, IN 46202. $15 for members, $25 for non-mem- 
bers. 

Knowing what records are available, and where to find them, is of primary 
importance to genealogists. This book fills that need for the state of Indiana. 
Although it is a guide to sources available at the Indiana State Library, it will 
also be of use to researchers working in other repositories and libraries. There 
are chapters on the Indiana State Library, Historical Society and Archives. Then 
there is background information on Indiana periodicals, land records, military 
and pension records, court and vital statistics records, census, mortality sched- 
ules, cemetery records, church records and general sources. This is followed by 
an alphabetical listing of counties and specific published or microfilm sources 
available. Ibis is an indispensable tool for those working on Indiana problems. 
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The regular meeting of the Society was called to order 5 Seatember 1984, at 7:35 
p.m. in the Greenbelt Library, Greenbelt, Maryland, by the President, Cdr. Ed 
Wright, following the hospitality period. Hospitality was highlighted by a large 
cake commemorating the Society's 15th year, as well as the attendance of several 
charter members.

First Vice President Ruth Stultz introduced our guest speaker, Jane Egan. PA.9 . 
Egan is associated with numerous historical societies and groups involved with 
the activities celebrating Maryland's 350th anniversary. Her slide presentation 
and excellent commentary on "350 Years of Maryland History" was well received by 
the membership. 

Phyllis Cox introduced the attending charter members. Of 36, 8 continue their 
membership in the Society. Eight were present at the meeting -- Barbara C. Dash; 
Shirley Langdon Wilcox, C.G.; and Emerald 0. Miner, who still belong to the society; 
also Mary McDaniel Feher, Virginia Heyerdahl, Sue Ellen Webb, Alan Webb, and 
Margaret Wheelock. Phyllis gave a brief synopsis of the history of the Society, 
from the "Bowie Genealogical Forum" in 1969, through its incorporation in 1983. 

Second gice President Dorothy Haney reported that over two-thirds of our members, 
plus 9 new members, have already paid their dues for the current year. Six guests 
were introduced at the meeting. Past Treasurer Jim Reep gave the following report: 
Savings account, $2202.40, Money market fund, $3630.26, and Checking account, 
$2431.89. The books will be transferred to Eugene Ernest on 1 October 1984. 

Dorothy Rainwater announced an autumn seminar planned for 13 November, with work- 
shops following on 20 and 27 November. Other announced meetings included a 
Western Maryland seminar on 6 October, and Anne Arundel Genealogical Societv 
11 October meeting on "Research in North Carolina." 

Bulletin Editor Don Wilson gave special thanks to Elise Jennings for her assist- 
ance in preparing the Bulletin. Bill Wiseman, Bible Records, announced he re- 
ceived three recordsatthe meeting and asked for volunteers for his committee. 
A pair of brass paperweights was given to lottery winner, Dorothy Rainwater. 

Shirley Wilcox gave a count of the publications on hand for sale -- Ins copies 
of Stones and Bones, 269 of 1850 Census, and 29 copies of the SibZio~ra&~. 
Jean Sargent informed the membershio that early Prince George's County land 
records have been moved to.the Maryland Hall of Records: the indexes are still 
at the courthouse. 

The minutes of the June,1984,meeting were approved as printed in the BztZletin.

As your president I am also your representative to the Genealogical Council 
of Maryland. One of the Council's major efforts involves gathering information 
on the location of church records and cemeteries. To accomplish this our Society 
has two representatives, Jean Sargent, to collect information on Prince George's 
cemeteries; and Olive Jones, her counterpart in the collection of data on the 
county's church records.

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PERILS OF "FORTY-NINER" BROUGHT TO LIFE 

[The following letter was submitted by Bethine Coe Pyles of Washington, DC, 
as an illustration of the hardships experienced by Gold Rush pioneers to Cali- 
fornia in 1849; a follow-up to our program last month, presented by Ann Wellhouse. 
It appeared in the book DEAR PROGENY, written by Mrs. Pyles for her five children 
and privately printed. She is Mrs. John C. Pyles Jr., 2914 44th St., NW, 20016.1 

My grandmother, Amanda Isabelle Hinton, also from Indiana, was a tiny baby at the 
time her father, James Hinton joined with other "49ers" who headed for the Cali- 
fornia gold mines. He chose the long Panama route which he described in a letter 
saved by his family. This was the last communication they had from him and it 
was presumed that hems a victim of swamp fever, but the letter hints ominously 
at other perils which may have befallen the ill-fated traveller: 

"November 15th 1849 
"Dear Family: - I take this opportunity of informing you that I am well at present 
and hoping that these few lines will find you in the same state of health. I wrote 
one letter to you from Orleans that I expect you have got some time back so I shall 
give no account of anything before that time. So then we got on the Steamship 
Alabama and sailed to Chagres making the trip in ten days, three days going up 
the Chagres River then two days crossing the Isthmus to Panama. And so we landed 
here at Panama on the First of November and we find ourselves here yet and cannot 
get away from this place until the 25th of the above month on account of there 
being so many in before us. We think there is twelve hundred Americans or near 
that here before us and that makes it difficult for us to get off. We have got 
a ticket at last. (Crease in paper) the 25th of -- (tom) from which we (torn out) 
hundred and seventy dollars each and that (tom out) -- stripped us of money in 
a mannor, and it cost us about forty cents each day here and we do the best we 
can. We wash our own clothes and that is poorly done. 

"Now I will give you some account of the natives here . . . [also describes 
hot and humid weather, was the middle to the rainy season] The best water that 
we can get to drink is like rain water that has stood over night but we have got 
used to that and don't mind it very much. . . . 

"I,Je have killed no game on the route yet, only one allegator and that Jim 
CHERRY killed on Chagres River. There is some here but the woods is so thick 
that you cannot get through them safe. . . . I send you this [account] of the 
route and of the expenses of the route. To Cincinnati 2 days 5.75 cents, and 
expenses in town to New Orleans 5.50 for passage and board yourself which cost 
us each 1.50 cents apiece. The bill at Orleans was one doll[ar] each, then our 
ticket on the steamship was 45 dollars stearage passage. Then from Chagres to 
Crucis in canoe was 7 dollars then from Crucis to Panama 8 dollars for hundred. 
From Panama to San Francisco 175. . . . As to crossing the Gulf it made our boys 
vomit excessively. I was sick one day and that was all. . . . 

"This is the worst place that I ever was in for gambling and ruffians of 
all sorts. . . . In our company there has been one of the Americans put in jail 
this morning for firing a pistol at a Spaniard. He is to have his trial in the 
morning. . . . I dont expect that you will hear from me before April next as there 
will be little chance of me to write... They say that there is no danger but 
that we will do well in three or four months if we had not had such bad luck 
here in getting a vessle to carry us up to the mines we might have been there at 
this time. . . . The vessle that we are to go on is to start the 20" of the month 
and some think that she will go sooner. I obtained some assistance from Dr. 
Hathaway in order to help me along so that I can get through, . . . Your 
affectionate husband until Death shall separate us.

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STONES AND BONES CEMETERY RECORDS OF 
PRINCE CEORGES COUNTY 

MARYLAND 

Mr. Fred S. DeMarr, Past-President, P. G. County Historical Society, has 
forwarded some interesting information to us about the following graves listed 
in the Family Graveyards section of "Stones and Bones." 

Page 555 -BAMBER GRAVE. This grave of a young English girl who died while 
in this country with an itinerant acting troupe, has been moved to Rock Creek 
Cemetery. The stone was found by the DAR in 1955 near the old Adelphi Mill, 
and it was later left on a mound of earth about 20'-30' high during some con- 
struction in the area, until someone took the responsibility of moving it to a 
place of perpetual care. 

Page 562 - CARTER, ROSALIE EUGENIA. This stone was originally located at 
"Goodwood" on Clagett Landing Road, but about lo-15 years ago the subject's 
great-grandson Eugene Bowie Roberts of, "Fairwood" had the grave and stone re- 
moved to the churchyard of St. Barnabas, Leeland, and it appears with the records 
of that cemetery on page 51 of our book. She was the daughter of George and 
Rosalie Eugenia Steir Calvert of 'Riversdale.' Her daughter, Alice, was the wife 
of Gov. Oden Bowie of "Fairview." 

Page 583 - MAGRUDER FAMILY CEMETERY. These graves tormerly located between 
warehouses and the old P. G. Country Club, were moved to Ft. Lincoln Cemetery 
sometime in the early 1960's. 

Page 593 - RIVES FAMILY GRAVEYARD. After the Rives House (Jimmy LaFontaine's 
gambling parlor) was destroyed, the site was graded for construction of the ware- 
houses now located there. The stones were scattered on the ground for a while. 
Mr. DeMarr will try to find out where they were finally located. 

++++ 
Mr. John Lee Ball, Jr., of Riverdale, whose father did a great deal of 

research in this area, told us of several interesting unmarked grave sites: 

There was a Harvey cemetery at the site of Duval High School in Glenn Dale 
at the corner of Good Luck Rd. and Greenbelt Rd. Mr. Harvey, who sold the 
property, expected the County to remove the graves. The Metro Center at New 
Carrollton sits on top of an old marble grave marker site. There was also an old 
graveyard on the NW corner of Presley Lane and Good Luck Road in Lanham. 

There was an old Indian burial ground about 1,500 feet in the rear of the 
new Seventh Day Adventist Church in Lanham on Good Luck Road. There was also 
an Indian burial ground on the NE side of the Ardmore/Ardwick Railroad Crossing, 
near the Ardwick Industrial Center.

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275th ANNIVERSARY OF THE HYATTSVILLE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH, NOVEMBER 6, 1979; also 
BRIEF HISTORY OF HYATTSVILLE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH 1704-1977. Gifts of Myrna Smith. 

In 1704 Colonel Ninian Beall donated a half acre of land for the erecting of 
a church at Upper Marlboro. In 1718 a meeting house was erected on Charles Beall's 
land near the forks of the Eastern Branch of the Potomac River. Marlboro began to 
decline as a seaport and in 1725 Archibald Edmonston donated an acre of land on 
the Eastern Branch of the River and when the town of Bladensburg was laid out in 
1742 the church became the Bladensburg Presbyterian Church. Then in 1818 the 
church was rebuilt in the center of Bladensburg. After the Civil War membership 
declined and the property was sold in 1873. Proceeds of the sale were used to 
build a new church in Hyattsville and the name was changed to Hyattsville Presby- 
terian Church. A new church was built and in use until 1915 when the property was 
sold and a new building errected. This property was sold in 1959 and the church 
moved to its present building at 3120 Nicholson St., Hyattsville. These two small 
pamphlets will be added to our growing collection of material concerning Prince 
George's County. 

MARYLAND EASTERN SHORE NEWSPAPER ABSTRACTS. 4 volumes: Volume 1, 1790-1805, Vol- 
ume 2, 1806-1812, Volume 3, 1813-1818, Volume 4, 1819-1824, by F. Edward Wright. 
1981-1982. Purchased by the Society. 

These four volumes were compiled by our current president, Cdr. Ed Wright 
and consist of items abstracted from the earliest newspapers of the Eastern Shore 
Included are vital records, legal cases, property sales and rentals, letters in 
post offices, advertisements for lost relatives from Europe, runaway wives, fu- 
gitive slaves and apprentices and merchants and craftsmen seeking customers. In 
short, anything deemed of genealogical value has been included. A wealth of in- 
formation can be found in newspapers but they are seldom used because they are so 
time consuming to search when no index is available. These records help add meat 
to the bare bones of a lineage and often provide dates and happenings that could 
not be found in official records. For areas where the courthouse has burned this 
can be very critical. Each entry shows the name and date of the paper and is 
followed by the items and persons names. A complete index at the back of each 
volume makings searching very easy. 

INDEX TO PROBATE RECORDS OF COLONIAL GEORGIA 1733-1778 by R. J. Taylor, Jr. Foun- 
dation. Atlanta, GA. 1983. 106~~. Purchased by the Society. 

During Georgia's colonial period, probate records were maintained by the 
Register of Records and Secretary of the Colony, beginning in the 1750's. In- 
cluded in the early volumes are some records dating to the founding of the colony 
in 1733. These early probate records are scattered among several repositories. 
The Taylor Foundation staff has searched through these documents and made an in- 
dex of the holdings. The bulk of the material is available at the Georgia Depart- 
ment of Archives and History. The book is divided into two parts with the first 
part listing the name of the decedant or minor and the date. The second part is 
the index which lists persons who appear in the record and their function such as 
administrator, Guardian or heir. A special index to slaves and blacks is also in- 
cluded. This book will be most helpful to those searching this time period.

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THE MYSTERIES OF THE THREE WILLIAM H. PILES/PYLES/PILE 

In the late 1700's and eauly 1800's there were three men in or near P. G. 
Co. who were known under some form of William H. Piles/Pile, and are easily 
confused. We are looking for help in trying to solve the two unsolved cases. 

(1) Willi am Hammersley Pile was the son of Eleanor Pile and Francis 
Hammersley. Eleanor was a sister of the Rev. Henry Pile who was sent to Europe 
for education as a Catholic prie3t in 1755 and returned in 1784. Eleanor and 
Henry were descended from Joseph , Joseph and Joseph Pile of St. Mary's and 
Charles Counties, as indicated in ,3wills of 16 Jan 1691 and 15 June 1724, will 
of Elizabeth Pile widow of Joseph 18 Dee 1781, admin. of Joseph granted to 
Francis Hammersley 1787, and a long chancery case of 179213 (Liber B26) in 
which Henry claimed his due share of the estate of Joseph . 

A vital key to this line is the passage of plantations "Sarum" and 
"Clear Doubt" down the line to eventually reach the Rev. Henry Pile. Having no 
sons, he stated in his will of 20 Dee 1812 that his nephew William must petition 
legislation to change his surname and that of his son Francis from Hammersley to 
Pile in order to inherit the major portion of the estate. The surnames of 
William and son Francis were changed to "Pile" 28 May 1813. Note that this 
family did not use an "5" at the end of the name and was essentially Catholic. 

(2) William H. Piles (4 Jul 1783-30 Jul 1850), whose middle name is still 
unknown, appears by the evidence to have been the grandson of Francis Piles and 
Dorothy (Lanham) through their son Henry Humphrey Piles bpt. Oct. 3, 1763, who 
married Elizabeth Wallingford 1779. Francis Piles died in 1761 age 29, and on 
1776 census Dorothy has several daughters and a male age 12. 

To backtrack some2years, John Piles from Francis -and Francis' Piles 
as shown by will of Francis (23 May 1726) and land conveyance of "Cuckold's 
Point" to Francis by Ninian Beall in 1671, was born ca 1690 and married Mary 
Hunter ca 1720. Mary was dau of William and Rebecca Hunter, and in will of 1728 
William gave much of his property "Hunter's Field" and "Hunter's Folly" to dau 
Mary and her children. John and Mary had children Hunter, Mary, William, John, 
Thomas Richard3 Francis, and Sarah. 

John Piles in will of 19 Apr 1735 (21:363) distributed parts of 
"Hunter's Folly" and "Hunter's Field" among his children, and his wife was to 
have dower rights to 3 plantation "Lamesly4" 
signed in which John Piles' son William 

On 18 Jul 1759 a 99-year lease was 
granted to his brother Francis 75 acres 

of "Hunter's Folly" for farming purposes (Land Rec. P.P:331) William died 1761 
and Francis died 1764. In Piscataway and Hynson Hundreds records Dorothy Piles 
was credited with4part of "Hunter's Folly" until 1818. 

Francis Piles married Dorothy Lanham, dau of John Lanham and Mary 
Dickinson, and they had Lucy, Mary Dickinson, Sarah, Frances (or Francis), Henry 
Humphrey, and Elizabeth. Dorothy remained a widow from 1761 to 1818, when we 
find that Francis's estate was advertised for sale by the Administrator, George 
Semmes. In Liber TT-1 he stated that there were no debts due from the estate 
and that it consisted entirely of a freehold estate which had been held for many 
years by the "reversionists" to the exclusion of the representative of the 
deceased, and requested the sale for the purpose of distribution among the deceased': 
representatives. 

On the 1818-1821 tax lists Thomas Walker is shown as4holding 75 acres 
of "Hunter's Folly." Thomas (b. 1773) was grandson of William through his dau 
Eleanor who had married Henry Walker. Thomas may have been the referred to 
"reversionist." 
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On June 13, 1820 (Liber TT-22 and 24) the unexpired term of 39 years 
on the "Hunter's Folly" lease was sold to Francis Tolson for $619.03. After 
expenses of $58.14 the balance was $560.89. Our question is who got the money?? 
If we can prove that,it was William H. Piles, then it is further proof of his 
descent from Francis'. 

William H. Piles married Ann R. Jones 6 Feb 1806 and had 7 children. 
She died in 1822 and he married second Masa Allen 6 Mar 1823 and had 7 more ch. 
On 15 Dee 1857, Massa Piles, widow of William H., sold her dower portion of 
"Lanham's Delight" - 80 acres - for $100 to her son Thomas Edmund, who had m. 
Eleanor Allen 1842 and Elizabeth Walker 1850. On 31 Dee 1857 Thomas and wife 
Elizabeth A. sold that parcel plus a part of "Lanham's Delight" which William 
had deeded to Thomas Dee 4, 1846 plus a parcel called "Manchester' to David 
Rawlings. The land was described as south and east of the public road from 
Upper Marlboro to Alexandria running in a parallel direction with the lot be- 
longing to Beall's Meeting House. 

William H. Piles and descendents were apparently Methodists, and many 
with the changed spelling of "Pyles" are buried at Bell's Methodist Church at 
Camp Springs. He kept a hand written book listing marriages between 1821 and 
1850 plus some births and deaths of his family members. (See our Bulletin 
Vol 14, No. 2 Ott 1982 and No. 3, Nov 1982 for listings.) 

(3) (William?) Henderson Piles was listed as "William Piles" only when 
applying for marriage license in D. C. 16 Mar 1821. However, he is shown as 
Henderson Piles marrying Permelia Thorn in the first entry in William H. Piles' 
book. Was "William" just an error on the part of the clerk? This family was 
Episcopal, and vital records are found among those of St. John's Broad Creek in 
Piscataway. There is no birth record for Henderson, however, who was born ca 
1790 according to 1850 census and 1786 according to his death record, having 
died 22 Apr 1870 age 84. His funeral and that of his wife and children (George 
Francis 1822-1859, John Henry 1824-1866, and James ca 1829-1852) were all at 
St. John's Church. Permelia Thorn known as Milly Ann, was dau of Henry Burch 
Thorn and Mary Thorn, and was born 20 Dee 1793 as recorded at St. John's. 

There is no known connection between William H. Piles and Henderson 
Piles but in view of the entry in William's book, we suspect that they were re- 
lated somehow. St. John's Church and Bell's Methodist are really only 4-5 miles 
apart on a main road of those days. There is even a possibility that they were 
brothers. Dorothy Pile shows two males under 16 on the 1790 census and four 
males lo-16 on the 1800 census and two males between 16 and 26 in 1810. We 
assume that they were grandchildren. Could two of them have been William H. 
and Henderson. -Does anyone have any further clues? 

Henderson Piles may have been named in honor of a Richard Henderson, 
3rd son of Rev. Richard Henderson of Lanarkshire, Scotland, who married Sarah 
Brice at St. John's 19 Nov 1761, apparently owned a tavern in 1781 in Bladensburg 
according to Geo. Washington's diary, and was wealthy enough to own 25 slaves in 
1790. 

No probate records have been found for Henderson and Milly Ann Piles, 
but their funerals were recorded at St. John's Church in 1870 and 1857 
respectively. 

William H. Piles was an ancestor of Daniel G. Rice, 14220 Arctic Ave., 
Rockville, MD 20853 (Member #260), and Henderson Piles was an ancestor of Phyllis 
Luskey Cox, 7319 Circle Drive East, Oxon Hill, MD 20745 (Member t106). They 
would both like to hear from anyone who has any solutions to their problems on 
the Piles ancestry.

Lines through both male and female descendants are traced and pictures 
are used throughout the text. The book is completely indexed.

The basis for this work is the colonial tax lists for the various counties 
taken around 1780. Most of these lists have been published in the Pennsylvania 
Archives.

Taxpayers 
throughout the state are listed in alphabetical order with the county and town- 
ship shown. Since the names in the Pennsylvania Archives are not indexed this 
makes a quick reference tool.

EARLY KENTUCKY TAX RECORDS, FROM THE REGISTER OF THE KENTUCKY HISTORICAL SOCIETY, 
With an Index by Carol Lee Ford. Genealogical Publishing Co., Inc. Baltimore. 
1984. 318pp. Purchased by the Society. $20. 

This is one of a series of records published in genealogical periodicals 
that have been brought together and reprinted in a consolidated volume. The lists 
are reproduced without any changes but an index has been added. The 1790 and 1800 
census records of Kentucky were distroyed when the British burned the Capitol dur- 
ing the War of 1812. Tax records can help provide a reconstructed census. The 
following tax lists have been included in this volume: Campbell 1795, Christian 
1799, 1800, Fayette 1788, Floyd 1790, Franklin 1795, Hart 1819, Henderson 1799, 
Jefferson 1789, Knox 1800, Lincoln 1789, Logan 1795, Madison 1788, 1792, Mercer 
1789, Montgomery 1797, Nelson 1792, Shelby 1795, Washington 1792 and Wayne 1801. 
Society members should find this book very useful. 

AN INDEX TO SOME OF THE BIBLES AND FAMILY RECORDS OF THE UNITED STATES, VOLUME II 
(Excluding the Southern States-See Volume I) by E. Kay Kirkham. 1984. 104pp. 
Purchased by the Society. Everton Publishers, Logan, Utah. $15.50. 

As with volume I, this is an index to surnames found in the Bible record 
collections of the NSDAR Library. These records have been microfilmed by the Gene- 
alogical Society of Utah, Salt Lake City and are available through their branch 
libraries. The index is arranged by states and New England, North Central, Mid- 
Central and South Central States. It is then in alphabetical order by surname. In 
a few instances first names are also given. This is followed by the LDS Microfilm 
number. Variations in surname spellings should be checked as all references are 
given as found in the original records. 

BONDED PASSENGERS TO AMERICA by Peter Wilson Coldham. 9 Volumes bound in 3. Gen- 
ealogical Publishing Co., Inc. 1983. Purchased by the Society. $75. 

The author estimates that by the time America had declared her independence 
in 1776 the prisons of England had sent over 40,000 inmates to our shores. Some 
eventually received freedom and respectablity but many remained "tied to a form of 
serfdom which made them little different from bonded slaves." The first volume 
contains a fascinating history of this form of transportation. The remainder of 
the volumes contain lists of persons transported. The lists are arranged alpha- 
betically but there is no index which is regretable. Entries give a date, usually 
for sentencing or transportation, sometimes a destination, often the name of the 
ship and sometimes the number of years servitude or the offense. 

GUIDE TO THE STUDY AND READING OF SOUTH CAROLINA HISTORY, A General Classified Bib- 
liography by J., H. Easterby. Columbia, The Historical Commission of South Carolina 
1950. 289~~. A gift of Shirley Brasher McCoy. 

This is the second volume in a series of publications known as South Carolina 
Bibliographies. It was designed as an attempt to list and classify all the printed 
materials, both primary and secondary, that would be useful in the study of state 
history. It contains information on libraries and other depositories, bibliogra; 
phical aids, periodicals and serial publications, public records, private sources 
and secondary works. There are two indexes, one to authors and another to subjects.

FEDERATION OF GENEALOGICAL SOCIETIES Newsltr, May/June 1984, 
lists guides and prices for counties in New York that have com- 
pleted guides, and some that are in production. Write to New 
York Historical Resources Center, 506 Olin Library, Cornell 
University, Ithaca, NY 14853. In this same issue is an abbrevi- 
ated version of model legislation on the preservation of grave- 
yards, prepared by the Association for Gravestone Studies (c/o 
American Antiquarium Society, Worcester, MA 01609.) 
Arizona State Genealogical Society's COPPER STATE BULLETIN, 
winter 1983, has several valuable "nuggets" for you. Pat Stock- 
ton has compiled an account of the Mormom Battalion. Among other 
references, she has used the diaries of three members of that 
famous march. 
"Interlibrary Loan Code" by Tonie Kraincock gives explicit in- 
structions that are worth making a copy for your files. 
And have you wondered who are considered the top villains in 
history (other than those you found in your own family tree?) 
History and political science professors at Catholic U., Wash., 
DC were informally polled and they came up with a list of ten 
villains, based on the impact they had on history, with their 
deliberate aggression and brutal use of power. The list in- 
cludes two of the Caesars--Caligula and Nero; other villains 
dead but not forgotten, and one living one. They even had a 
"dishonorable mention" list, with an American making it. The 
article concluded with: "Ah! infamy, what price your ancestors 
will have to pay!" 
THE SCHUYLERITE, Schuyler Co., Rushville, IL, Summer 1984, 
reports that the Missouri Supreme Court has decided that Missouri 
counties may relegate various types of records to trash if the 
records are 50 years old: no provision has been made for pre- 
serving them on microfilm or microfiche. It was suggested that 
you contact your local genealogical, historical and lineage 
societies; that it may take a joint effort by several organiza- 
tions to SAVE THE COURTHOUSE RECORDS. 
From this same issue is an article of local news from the 
Rushville Times, Oct. 12, 1905: "Slates are fast disappearing 
from schools all over the country. In many states the health 
boards have made rules forbidding the use of slates in school, 

'declaring them unsanitary. No more spitting on slates and then 
wiping them off with their sleeve for boys of this generation. 
No more sponges to throw at each other. All the pleasures of 
our boyhood seem denied the child of today, who must content 
himself with paper. Paper tablets are replacing the slates and 
last year in the states about $10 million worth of paper tablets 
at retail prices were sold." 

DEKALB Co. IL GenSoc, Fall 1984 printed a formula to find any 
day of the week at any date after 14 September 1752. 
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The regular meeting of the Society was called to order 5 December, 1984, at 7:2D

Wright. 

There were two corrections to the minutes of the November meeting. The speaker 
for the January meeting is Joyce Candland, instead of Cannon.

The 
minutes were approved as amended. 

There was no old business or new business before the Society. 

Ruth Stultz announced that she had attended a meeting of the "Friends of Greenbelt 
Library", and that the hours set for meetings to end are a county matter, not 
controlled by library employees. 

Phyllis Cox has been doing Prince George's County land research for the Foster 
family. She announced that a copy of this genealogy in notebook form has been 
presented to the Society library by Mr. Wayne Dawson of California. 

Joseph Dorothy informed the members that a number of 1980 and 1981 Genealogical 
Helpers have been donated to the Prince George's County Library, and are avail- 
able through the bookstore at the Adelphi Road branch. 

Education Chairperson Dorothy Rainwater reported that the recent autumn seminar 
series for beginning genealogists was a great success, with attendance averaging 
47 persons per session. Dorothy expressed her appreciation to a number of people 
who assisted with the programs - Margaret Thrasher of the Prince George's Memorial 
Library system, Elizabeth Allen of the Greenbelt Branch Library, and a number of 
Society members, Shirley Wilcox, Freeman Morgan, Jr., Olive Jones, Jean Sargent, 
Phyllis Cox, Dorothy Haney, Kay Mayhew, Jim McCafferty, Ivan Rainwater, Jim Reep, 
and Ed Wright. 

Elise Jennings reiterated the necessity of submitting material for the Bulletin 
promptly to Donald Wilson. 

Treasurer Eugene Ernest reported a total of $9080. in the various Society accounts. 

Ivan Rainwater, our Archivist, said that the library is in need of 8" to 10" book- 
ends for use in filing the periodicals. 

Karen Miles handled the Bible records lottery for Bill Wiseman. The winner again 
this month was Betty Rice. 

There was some discussion of changes at the Library of Congress. The card system 
is being replaced by computerized records; the index files will be replaced in 
3 or 4 years. This change is in the main reading room.

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NAME CHANGES -- 

In tfie Cambridge (Maryland) Chronicle of February 26, 1831 
I find reference to a petition in the state legislature by 
Levin Wall Hall to change his name. I could understand his 
desire to remove the rhymlnq combination of names. - But 
to what did he want to change ? - To Levin Hall Wall. 

Name chanqes are another source of pitfalls, especially 
because they occur unexpectedly in the course of our 
research. And when we run into them we may draw the wrong 
conclusions as to motive. 

In the case of my own qenealoqical efforts I was 
surprised to find that my great-qreat grandfather named John 
Clinton Cooper was in fact born is John Vane. I discovered 
this fact when flipping through Mary Meyer's book, Divorces 
and names changed in Maryland by act of the Leqislature 1634 

In many cases, other than divorces, names were changed in 
order to fulfill the wishes of others, especially to benefit 
from inheritances. Sometimes a wealthy uncle with no 
children miqht aqree to bequeath his estate to a sister's 
child if a name change was agreed upon.

Page 467 - Evergreen Cemetery - Mercy Chew, who died 1775 aged 67 yrs, was the 
widow of William Mauduit - page 471 - who died 1749 and has oldest stone. 
Mercy married second Joseph Chew, one of original founders of Rock Creek 
Parish. Information furnished by Jane Weightman Van Winckel of Dallas. 

Page 584 - Magruder Family Cemetery at "The Forest." Fred S. DeMarr of the P. G. 
County Historical Society found an article on "Thomas Magruder of The Forest" 
in the 1926/27 Yearbook of the American Clan Gregor Society, pages 16-22, 
which indicates that the family knew of 18 additional burials to the 17 that 
we have listed in "Stones and Bones."

broken down, frail, infirm. (Obsolete] Date: 26 Dec. 1711. Imprimis: To 
my daughter penelepe MIDDLETON a parcel1 of land out of the tract I now live 
on, beginning attthe mouth of a branch called Coopers branch, then runing 
down Piscataway Creek until1 itt comes to a Gardener's line and along the said 
line and the south side of the said Coopers branch with a northwest line from 
the head of said branch until1 itt comes to the path or road that now goes 
down to Coren GARDENERS neck.

Thirdly: To 
my son Joseph HATTON my two tracts of land called "Thomsons Rest" and "rich 
Hills" excepting that which I have given unto his sister MIDDLETON and his mother 
out of itt and reserving to his mother during her natural life the plantation 
I now live on with land convenient joyning to itt to the compleating 200 acres. 
The land which I give to my son Joseph and heirs, if he die without issue 
lawfully begotten then my grandchild Hatton MIDDLETON should inheritt the land 
which I give unto him and heirs, except 200 acres which I give to his sister 
Mary MIDDLETON. If my son Joseph should have only female heires then my granson 
Hatton MIDDLETON shall have 200 acres and his sister Mary MIDDLETON 100 acres 
out of the two tracts aforementioned.

In 1719, Piscataway Hundred taxables included Joseph HATTON, Mary HATTON, 
and Thomas MIDDLETON. [Md. State Papers, no. 1, the Black Books, #164] 

William CLARKSON, probably the son [=stepson?] of Edmund GOODRICK, was married 
in Piscataway Parish, 22 Nov. 1713, to Elizabeth HAGIAN. Their children registered 
there: Thomas b. -- Sept. 1714, William b.

Capt. Holliday, Mr. Gant and Alexander Magruder all lived in 
Mattapany Hundred [St. Paul's Parish] in 1719. Register is lost for that region.

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MINUTES OF 
TtlE PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY GENEALOGICAL SOCIETY, INC, 

2 JANUARY, 1985 

The regular meeting of the Society was called to order 2 January, 1985, at 7:05 p.m. 
in the Greenbelt Library, Greenbelt, Maryland, by the President, Cdr. Ed Wright. 

First Vice President Ruth I. Stultz introduced the speaker for the meeting, 
Joyce Candland. Mrs. Candland is associated with the LOS library in Silver Spring, 
and her topic was "Research in LOS Genealogical Libraries." Mrs. Candland stressed 
that LDS libraries are too valuable a source to be ignored by genealogists. Their 
microfilm includes, for example, records of U. S. courthouses in most counties 
prior to 1850, and 98% of records in Scotland have been filmed. 

Among the other points covered by Mrs. Candland were: 

-International Genealogical Index. The 1984 edition is out. It is a listing of 
names in the computers at Salt Lake City, nearly 88 million names worldwide. 
The index is by locality, then alphabetical in standardized spelling. It is 
mostly made up of the church's extraction program of birth and marriage records. 

-Accelerated Index System. This was compiled by a private company, not the 
Mormon church. It is an index of the 1850 census, which was then computerized. 

-Family Registry. The LOS invited genealogists to register the families on 
which they are working. This service is free, and the results are on micro- 
fiche, which has increased three times in size since the summer of 1983. 

There were no corrections to the minutes of the December meeting as printed in the 
B/ilZi~Li;/. 

Second Vice President Dorothy Haney reported one new member, Mary Taylor, from 
California. 

Ruth Stultz announced the speaker for February's meeting would be Thelma Doswell, 
and in March Milton Rubincam will sneak on German Research. 

The Treasurer, Eugene Ernest, reported a combined total of $9217.10 in the Society's 
checking and savings accounts. 

The next Society Council meeting is scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on January 28, 1985, at 
the home of Cdr. Wright.

President Wright announced that he has received a letter from the National Archives 
regarding their spring training program for Archives volunteers.

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THE “MUG BOOK” 
I am currently working on the re-printrng of one of the 

"Portrait and Biographical Record, ” books of the Eastern 
Shore of Maryland. It’s style is similar to other 
bso;rapnicaZ books of its day. Most of these so tailed, 
"isup Books” were coropiied ano arinted in the late 1600’s. 
These biographies were based on material contriouted by the 
subject and paid for by the same individual. 

Needless to say these articles were hignly flatterir+ an’rL? 
lacking in any documentat ion. If the sub.ject starteo his 
adult life with littie funds the writer often made him rnto 
an Horatio fllgier type. The writer emphasized the hign 
mora 1 character and prominence of the individual and his 
fan1i ‘-y. 

Nevertheless these aggrandizing personal histories 
contain a wealtn of genealoqv. Many list names of family 
members back several generations, with dates of birth and 
death and other facts. They can be quite useful if you car, 
find one. Sometimes you might find a copy at the Library 
of Congress or the DAR Library. You will have a greater 
likelihood of finding a copy in a library located in the 
region covered bv the book. F+s seems typical of this tyoe 
of book, they are usually not properly indexes. The index 
often only lists the sinole name of the person on whom the 
biography is written, - not the maiden names or names of 
siblings, or ancestors, inciuded In the biography. 

I found one biography in the Eastern Shore Mug Book that 
discloses information on a Prince George’s family. The 
individual was William Kennedy Carroll, M. D. who lived in 
heen Anne's County in the late 1800’s. The article 
indicates that his paternal grandfather, was a native of 
Ann Arundel Co. It went on to say that Dr. Carroll's 
father, David Carroll, was born in Prince George’s Co. and 
became the pioneer in the manufacturing of the fabric 
commonly known as duck, used in clothing. The item lists 
all the living members of that family and where they were 
living. Although most of the article centered on the 
accomplishments of Dr. Carroll it also furnished informat ion 
on relatives not in that area - information that might not 
be found anywhere else. 

These nopular biographies can be another avenue when 
others seem closed. -2Flnci will my re-printing include a 
more complete indexing. Why do you ask?

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EXTRACTS FROM GENEALOGICAL EXCHANGES.. .By Pricia Burk Paulkovich 

GENEALOGY TOMORROW, Atlanta, GA, Vol. I, No. 2, Nov. 1984, has 
an article on "Computerizing Cemetery Records," by Diane 
Dieterle, giving an example of Cobb Co, GA, cemetery book which 
was prepared using a data base management program. Fields were 
allowed for ID (the record number), full name, plot number, date 
of birth and death, and comments. Also, a field was allowed for 
the cemetery number (used to sort but not print.) This arrange- 
ment allowed the computer to print out entries by cemetery, in 
the order the tombstone appeared in the cemetery (making it pos- 
sible for the reader to see who was buried next to whom); and 
used the ID number (record number) as the number of the person 
in the index --meaning that the index was built into the data 
base (and did not have to be typed separately.) Diane says that 
to print the index, a separate screen was formatted on the com- 
puter, which switched the ID and full name fields, and did not 
print the other fields. She adds: "This is very easy to do. 
Just read your manual."

If the stone had 
remained directly over the graves, then there were other people buried in the 
area, but the men from Public Works believed that the graves had shifted.

On page 573 of "STONES AND BONES" we referred to the DUVALL/DUVAL family 
cemetery which was then inaccessible because of construction of a new four-lane 
highway. The road is now completed and is an extension of Enterprise Road, 
Route 556. Excavations of the site have been made by xxambers of the Duvall . 
Society, and these archeologists have found evidence of 15 graves, as well as 
stws of cedar trees inlinewiththegraves, and fenceposts about a foot 
beyond. Plans are under way to remme the graves to the historic Duvall 
mansion "Marietta" which is about one-half mile dam the road on a side lane.

THE PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY GENEALOGICAL SOCIETY, INC, 

6 MARCH, 1985 

The regular meeting of the Society was called to order 6 March, 1985, at 7:05 p.m.

WILSON TO SHOW How To 
"FIND" LOST LAND RECORDS 

Reconstructing Lost Land Records 
will be the topic of the talk presen- 
ted by Don Wilson at our next meeting. 
This is the same talk Don gave before 
the National Genealogical Society in 
January. Land records are very impor- 
tant for genealogical research. In 
some places, all local land record 
books have been lost or destroyed. 
Don's thesis is that much of the 
"lost" information can be reconstuc- 
ted from other, surviving sources. 
Come see how he goes about doing it. 

The meeting will be held Wednesday, 
June 5, beginning at 7 p.m., at the 
Greenbelt Library, 11 Crescent Road, 
Greenbelt, MD. The meeting includes 
refreshments and election of officers 
for the coming year.

Our speaker, Don Wilson, has been 
editor of the PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY 
GENEALOGICAL SOCIETY BULLETIN for the 
past year. He formerly worked for 
the the Prince George's County 
Library System, but now is Virginiana 
Librarian for Prince William County, 
Manassas, VA. He has had a busy time 
this past year keeping up with our 
BULLETIN deadlines, as well as parti- 
cipating in programs of the Prince 
William County Genealogical Society 
and the Archeological Society of Va.

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INDEXES 

What a frustration it is to find a major work without an 
adequate index. For example, Thomas Scharf's History of 
Western Maryland is an outstanding source of genealogy on 
many of the early settlers, but the index includes only a 
few names. 

Fortunately individuals and groups have recognized the 
need and have created supplementary indexes. Indexes to 
Scharf's work are included in a collection of card indexes, 
held by the Maryland Historical Society. Other examples: 
An index to Johnson's History of Cecil County prepared by 
the Cecil County Genealogical Society; the Harford County 
Genealogical Society is currently indexing the "Mug Book" 
for Harford and Cecil County. 

Some persons are even proposing "Indexes of Indexes." 
Take for example the Archives of Maryland. These 72 volumes 
should be checked whenever working in the colonial period. 
This requires a run to a major library and flipping through 
all 72 indices. To make the job easier, Robert Barnes 
proposes a single index of names (people only), incompassing 
all 72 volumes. 

Such projects are all the more feasible with the use of 
Data Base programs. Extending the use of computers even 
further one can easily see the possibility of accessing 
other indexes contained in data bases by computer modems. 

But one doesn't have to have a computer to index; 3 x 5 
cards are still in vogue. And whatever we do today can 
contribute to the furtherance of indexes, master indexes, 
data bases, etc. to be used in the future.

Hundred [ibid. #274]. Some references can be found in the church register for 
King George's (Piscataway) Parish: James DUNNING m.

10 Jan. 1713 Phill: MAYSON [a Philip MACON 
lived next door to James DOWNING in 17191. Another Elizabez DUNNING [a daughter?] 
m. 19 Nov. 1717, John HOPKINS [in the same neighborhood, 1719]. And Mary DOWNING 
m 8 Jan. 1716, John BRAWNER [also in Piscattaway Hundred, 1719]. 

Benjamin WHITE m. 1 Feb. 172213, in Queen Anne's Parish, Anne HILLIARD. Nine 
children are recorded for them there, between 1723 and 1743. A child of Samuel 
and Elizabeth WHITE is also recorded there, 1732. Samuel and Benjamin WHITE 
lived in Patuxent Hundred in 1733 [Black Books, #266]. 

Henry ROBINS (the son) left a will in PG Co, 1717 [NCW 4:113] mentioning his 
sister Margaret and brother James, and Thomas ROBINS the elder, planter. Thomas 
ROBINS, carpenter, died insolvent in PG Co, 1719 [MCW 4:205], mentioning his 
brother James, and young children Elizabeth and ---. John ROBINS (age 9) and 
William ROBINS (age 8), probably Thomas' sons, were bound out in 1719 [Orphans 
and Infants of PG Co, p. 911. The family is not found in 1719 or 1733 tax lists.

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STONESANDBONES CEMETERY RECORDS OF

Column 85 - Supplemental Material MARYLAND 

Among the "Cemeteries Not Included" in the-above-named book, but listed 
on page 619, were cemeteries opened since 1900 and/or so large as to fill a 
whole book by themselves. We would like to add some interesting material 
discovered about some of these cemeteries. 

Cedar Hill Cemetery at 4111 Pennsylvania Ave., Suitland, consists of about 
135 acres and currently has around 54,000 graves. It received the name Cedar 
Hill in 1913, but was known as Forest Lake Cemetery prior to that. A Mr. 
Starkweather purchased 60 318 acres of part of the "Nonesuch" plantation from 
Rosa Suit in 1893, and he started Forest Lake Cemetery several years later. 
Although the oldest known tombstone in the cemetery is for "Philenia W. Pattee, 
died Nov. 1 , 1871 AE 58 yrs," it was probably moved from a family cemetery in 
later years, as have numerous other graves. There is a mass grave in the ceme- 
tery for the victims of the Terra Cotta Railroad wreck which was near Brookland, 
D.C. It was reported in the "Star" on 31 Dee 1906 that there were more than 
half a hundred victims and 45 bodies identified. It is interesting to note 
that early churches did their baptizing in the pond in the cemetery. Burial 
records are on master file cards but will be going on computer files soon. 

Harmony Memorial Park at 7101 Sheriff Road, Landover, is a very large and 
interesting Black cemetery and has about 64,000 graves at present. The 
"Columbian Harmoney Society" was started in 1825 in Washington, D.C., by a 
group of free Negroes, with a major objective to establish a dignified burial 
place outside of the "colored only" sections of the white cemeteries. In 
1829 the Society purchased a tract of 7 lots at 5th St. and Boundary St. (now 
Florida Ave.) The cemetery was known as "Harmoneon." In 1859 Harmoneon was 
moved to a new site on Rhode Island Ave., known as the "Youngsborough tract," 
and the name changed to "Harmony Cemetery." Harmony stayed at the Rhode Island 
Avenue address for about 100 years, but the site became almost filled, and a 
number of proposals were considered to find a new site. A Maryland real estate 
investor Louis H. Bell offered land on Sheriff Road, and his proposal was 
accepted in 1959. On May 16, 1960 began a five-month process of removal and 
reinterment of 37,000 graves to the new site, and this was reported to have 
been one of the largest cemetery moves in history. Harmony now has a generous 
perpetual care fund to insure its beauty and upkeep forever. Although 
originated for the use of early Washington's free Negroes, Harmony at its 
various locations has interred persons of many races, religions, and nation- 
alities. Its records have been put on computer files. 

National Capital Hebrew Cemetery located at corner of Fable St. and Abel 
Ave. in Capital Heights, is the oldest Jewish cemetery in the County. It has 
about 3000 graves and is 100-125 years old. The early graves do not have 
existing markers. Records are located at Beth Sholom Synagogue, 7930 
Eastern Ave., Washington, D.C. (Tel. 726-3869) Card file records are being 
transcribed to computer files for easier access. The National Capital Hebrew 
Cemetery Association consists of several Congregations and Lodges in addition 
to Beth Sholom Synagogue.

NEWSPAPER ABSTRACTS OF CECIL & HARFORD COUNTIES, 1822-1830, by F. Edward Wright. 
1984. 81pp. A gift of F. Edward Wright. Copies may be ordered from Family Line 
Publications, 13405 Collingwood Terrace, Silver Spring, MD 20904. 

Material for this volume came from newspapers located at the Library of Congress, 
Maryland Historical Society and the Enoch Pratt Free Library in Baltimore. Included 
are abstracts from the Elkton Press, Abingdon Patriot and Independent Citizen. 
Following the name of the paper and date of issue is an abstract of items of inter- 
est to genealogists and local historians. The index includes not only person names 
but also other items of interest such as names given to tracts of land. Newspaper 
records are a good source for locating people who may not have been in the are 
for a long time and who perhaps are never found in official records. 

DEATH NOTICES FROM FREEWILL BAPTIST PUBLICATIONS 1811-1851 by David C. Young and 
and Robert L. Taylor. 1985. 453pp. Purchased by the Society. 

The abstracts in this volume are mainly from the Morning Star which first 
appeared in Limerick, Maine in 1826. The material is arranged in alphabetical 
order, with a section of death notices from the Morning Star and a section of 
death notices from other publications. This is followed by biographical sketch- 
es of church leaders, a directory of churches and agents, and an index to the 
biographical sketches and the directory. As every researcher knows, all deaths 
dfd not get recorded in the vital records, so newspaper obituaries can sometimes 
supply the missing information. This book should be quite useful to those with 
New England ancestry. 

TO MARYLAND FROM OVERSEAS by Harry Wright Newman. 1985. 190pp. Purchased by 
thesociety. 

The bulk of this book contains an alphabetical listing of emigrants or set- 
tlers to Maryland. A brief abstract of important identifying data is given fol- 
lowed by the reference from which the material was obtained. The records are a 
compilation of nearly sixty years research by Mr. Newman who whenever he came 
across a reference to the European origin of a Maryland colonist, would make a 
notation. He does not include the naturalization records of German and Swiss 
emigrants, but refers the reader to the Hall of Records. This book will be a 
welcome addition to our growing reference collection of Maryland books. 

TRACING YOUR ANCESTORS IN THE PUBLIC RECORD OFFICE by Jane Cox and Timothy Pad- 
field. 1983. 114pp. A gift of William E. Miller. 

This is a guidebook to assist those doing research in England at one of the 
Public Record Office repositories. It gives information on some of the major 
sources used for genealogical research. In addition to discussing the various 
types of records, the years of their availability and the call numbers, each 
section also includes a bibliography which includes published and unpublished 
finding aids. If any of our members plan a trip to England for genealogical 
research, this guide could save precious time by allowing one to organize the re- 
search possibilites before the trip is made.
