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Legends of the Haddock Family by Hugh Ransom Haddock and Orpha Vaughan Haddock. 
1976. 344pp. $20. A gift of Gerald Haddock. Copies may be ordered from him, 
339 E. Jefferson, Wheaton, IL 60187. 

The Haddock family in this genealogy traces back to John and Liscom/Liscomb 
Haddock of Pitt Co., NC. The authors believe that John Haddock Sr. was born 
about 1720 and perhaps died 1806 or 1807. Shortly after this,members of the fam- 
ily began to migrate south and west. Many descendants ended up in Barry Co.. MO. 
There are some references to primary source documents and a few abstracts of 
those records. There is also a complete name index. 

Some of the Many Branches of the Greenwell family by Marion Elizabeth Greenwell 
Burgelin. 1984. A gift of the author. 

The earliest known ancestor of the author was James Greenwell, born ca. 1770 
who married Anastatia and lived in Hardin and Nelson Counties, KY. It is be- 
lieved that the family first lived in Maryland, hut the connecting link has not 
yet been established. Later generations lived in the Napa, CA area, and this re- 
viewer went to school with one of the Greenwell boys. 

In addition to providing data on her own line, the author has included 
chapters on other Greenwell families including a chapter on the descendants of 
Arnold John Greenwell of St. Mary's County, MD and Nelson Co., KY. The text is 
interspersed with copies of primary source documents and photographs and contains 
a place and name index. We are always glad to see researchers put their material 
in print and make it available for future generations. 

Pitfalls in Genealogical Research by Milton Rubincam. Ancestry Publishing, PO 
Box 475, Salt Lake City, UT 84110. 74pp. A gift of the publisher. 

Milton Rubincam, a member of our Society and a well-known genealogist, 
has,for the purposes of this booklet, expanded on a topic on which he has 
given many lectures. The booklet is divided into fourteen chapters and con- 
tains words of wisdom concerning thesanctityof the printed word, similar or 
identical surnames, family tradition, dates, the 1752 calendar change, and 
sorting data concerning persons with the same name living in the same place and 
time period. It also includes chapters about terms whose meanings may have 
changed. surname changes and spelling, royal ancestry and coats of arms, frau- 
dulent pedigrees, knowing the history of the area and using periodicals. The 
last chapter contains a bibliography of selected case histories. The booklet 
is worthwhile reading for beginning and experienced genealogists,as it is 
very easy to be trapped by any of t‘nese pitfalls.

Genealogical research in cities and populous areas is often difficult,part- 
ly due to the quantities of records. This book is designed as a research guide,to 
acquaint the reader with what is available and where the records can be found. 
Twenty alphabetically arranged chapters cover information from adoptions to vital 
records. Also included is an appendix with data on research facilities,giving 
address, hours of operation and strengths of the collection. This is a very 
handy guide that will be extremely helpful to those researching in this area. 
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Apprentices of Connecticut, 1637-1900 by Kathy A. Ritter. Ancestry Publishing, 
PO Box 475, Salt Lake City, UT 84110. 1986. ia3pp. A gift of the publisher. 

The author's search for a possible indentureship contract of one of her 
ancestors, constituted the beginnings of this project. Such contracts are 
scattered among a variety of records and repositories. The author has arranged 
the material in alphabetical order by name of the apprentice, Eoliowed by 
data of genealogical significance and then a citation to the source. Many birth- 
dates are g:iven and parents named,making this a good source when vital records 
are not available. It should get heavy use by those with Connectitut ancestry. 

Confederate Research Sources, A Guide to Archive Collections hy James C. Neagles. 
Ancestry Publishing, 1986. 286pp. A gift of the publisher. 

This book informs the reader of the types of Confederate records available 
and where the records can be located. The bulk of the publication consists ot a 
state-by-state listing of data available. A typical entry lists the address and 
hours of operation of the state archives, a listing of National Archives film, 
a report on state pensions and miscellaneous state records, a synopsis ot the 
state's role in the war and a listing of its military units. This guide should 
enable one to search efficiently for data on Confederate soldiers and sailors. 

Plymouth Colony, Its History & People, 1620-1691 by Eugene Aubrey Stratton. Ances- 
try Publishing, 1986. 48lpp. A gift of the publisher. 

The author states, "This book is intended to give a well-rounded compre- 
hensive overview of the life of Plymouth Colony by stressing the interaction of 
people with history." There are three distinct sections to this book. The first 
is a chronological history of the colony, 
of the Pilgrims lives such as politics, 

the second is devoted to various aspects 
law, land and inheritance, morality and 

manners. The final section consists of biographical sketches of seyeral hundred 
residents of the colony. The author is careful to cite his sources and relies 
heavily on contemporary records. Due to the excellent documentation and the 
every-name index, it should be widely used by the genealogical and historical 
public. 

The Abridged Compendium of American Genealogy, First Families of America, A Q?n- 

ealogical Encyclopedia of the United States, edited by Frederick A. Virkus. 7

done by the editor. Since there is no documentation it i< diffipljlt i-o knvw jllst 
how accurate the submitted material is. As is True with bi~~gr+phi~~al oketrhrs in 
local history books, in most cases the data bark to grandparents and perhaps Ereat 
grandparents is likely accurate, earlier generations will vary as ten PII-CUI-~~C~ de- 

pending on the knowledge of the biographer. So like much that is found in print, 
the researcher can use the material to provide further C~IJ~R for reqt’:lrCh, hrlt 
should not accept lineages without verjfying the accllrary with primary solJrce 
material.

PITFALLS IN GENEALOGICAL RESEARCH 

At the September meeting, the Society was 
privileged to have another fine program by 
member, author and lecturer on genealogy, 
Mi 1 ton Rubincam. The subject was “Avoiding 
the Pitfalls of Genealogical Research,” the 
subject of his recent book, Pitfalls in 
Genealoqical Research, which you may find in 
the Society’s library. Pitfalls listed in 
the program include believing something just 
because it is in print or is family tradition; 
finding more than one person of the same name 
in the same place at the same time; ascribing 
modern meanings to colonial terms such as 
nephew, alias and crazy; accepting unreal- 
istic dates - such as father and son with 
birth dates only 6 years apart; and finally 
unquestioning acceptance of a family coat of 
arms supplied by an organization that adver- 
tises coats of arms for sale. Milton 
advised that we should be skeptical about 
everything until it has been fully proven, 
and he wished us luck in our research.

PGCGS LI BRARY 

The Society library began as a few books, which were stored by one member, and 
brought to meetings so that members could borrow the jointly-owned volumes. The 
collection was under the jurisdiction of the Education Committee. As the collection 

grew, it became increasingly difficult to transport, store, and track the books. In 
fact they became quite scattered, for various reasons. 

It was in the fall of 1980 when our present Archivist, Ivan Rainwater, first agreed 
to “help out as assistant librarian” under Education Committee Chairperson, Dorothy 
Rainwater. Ivan had recently retired from his plant quarantine work at the USDA, 
but Dorothy, an internationally-known authority on silver, was still working. (She

IN 
ANNE ARUNDEL, PRINCE GEORGE'S AND HOWARD COUNTIES, MARYLAND 

Anne Arundel County was created in July 1650, on the west 
side of Chesapeake Bay from Herring Creek north to Patapsco 
River. First settlers had arrived from Virginia in 1649, calling 
the territory Providence. It was named Providence County, 1664- 
1658. County records were destroyed in a court house fire 1704. 
Some earlier land records were re-recorded. Probate records 
which had been sent to the provincial capital survived (but 
because of political unrest not all were filed there during the 
period 1689-1692 and may be missing). 

The capital of Maryland was moved in 1694 from St. Mary's 
City to Annapolis. 

Baltimore County was formed north of Anne Arundel in 1659, 
taking the Patapsco watershed. Anne Arundel regained all land 
south of Patapsco River in 1725. 

Between 1654 and 1674 the land on both sides of the Patuxent 
River seems to have been part of Calvert County. In 1674 that 
land on the east side was given to Anne Arundel. Descriptions of 
the parish boundaries set up in 1692 suggest that All Hallows 
Parish extended west beyond the Patuxent River, so that Anne 
Arundel owned some land that is now part of Prince George's 
County (Queen Anne's Parish). 

In 1824 the Chesapeake Bay boundary between Anne Arundel and 
Calvert Counties was settled at Fishing Creek. 

Howard District was set off from Anne Arundel County in 1838 
and was organized as a county in 1851. Settlement had begun 
there by 1687. Between 1698 and 1725 much of its territory was 
governed by Baltimore County. 

Prince George's County was organized in 1696 from Charles

Al 1 Society library books were called in for an actual physical inventory, and, as 
had happened before, a place to store the growing collection was discussed. The 

need had become urgent. Early in 1881 Kay Mayhew and the Rainwaters made arrange- 
ments to use part of the Belair Mansion in Bowie. Ivan and others cleaned, painted, 
bui It shelves, obtained/gave furniture, and organized our present library on the 

second floor of the Mansion’s West Wing. Even a sign for the door was prepared. The 
doors opened to patrons on March 4, 1981 with Archivist Ivan Rainwater and Librarian 
Karen Miles on hand to answer questions, accession donations, and charge out books. 
Today the volunteer staff also includes Anne Herrick and Pat Curran. The first 
accession list was published in February 1981 and had 160 numbered acquisitions. 
Today the library has 460 numbered books plus hundreds of periodicals from 42 states, 

the U.S. in general, Australia, Canada, England, and Scotland. The new accession 
list is included as a special supplement to this issue of the Bulletin. We hope it 
will help you in your genealogical research and we urge you to patronize and support 
your library at the Belair Mansion. & 
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GENEALOGICAL RESEARCH (from P. 23) 
and Calvert Counties. Most of the population lay in the Calvert 
County segment, along the Patuxent River. Calvert County had 
been formed in 1654 (its court house and records were destroyed 
in 1382). Charles County, along the Potomac, was organized in 
1658 (although it had a courthouse fire in 1892, most of its 
early bound records were saved). Prince George's County has had 
no serious loss of its court records. 

In 1748 Frederick County was organized from the northern 
part of the Prince George's, it to include present Montgomery 
County and the western regions of the state. In 1800 the 
District of Columbia removed some more territory.

Carroll County, Maryland Marriage Licenses 1837-1899, by Genealogy Department Vol- 
unteers, Carroll County Public Library. 1987. 268~~. Purchased by the Society. 

Carroll County was formed in 1837 from Baltimore and Frederick Counties. The 
marriage licenses in this book begin with the formation of the county in 1837 and 
continue to the end of 1899. The book consists of two alphabetical lists, one for 
grooms and one for brides. In additon to names and date of license, the place of 
residence if not from Carroll County is stated. Samples of the original record 
book pages are included showing the formats during various time periods. It would 
appear that particularly after July 1886, it might be well to obtain photocopies 
of the original document which may have more data than is included in this trans- 
cription. This book should be very helpful to those persons searching Carroll Co. 

Maryland's Garrett County Graves, compiled by Youghiogheny Glades Chapter, National 
Society of the Daughters of the American Revolution, Oakland, Maryland. McClain 
Printing Company, Parsons, West Virginia. 1987. 476~~. Purchased by the Society. 

Garrett County was formed in 1872 from Allegany County. Included in this vol- 
ume of cemetery records are all cemeteries that could be located that fall within 
the present day boundaries of Garrett County. It appears that the transcriptions 
of the cemeteries began around 1972, fifteen years ago. Cemeteries are identified 
by the name of the road on which they are located and the town. There is no map 
showing locations. The cemeteries are listed in alphabetical order by the name of 
the cemetery and there is an index to all persons whose surname was listed on the 
stone. This is a fine addition to published material on Garrett County and is sure 
to get much use.

In 1985, Joan Turpin of Dublin, Ohio, compiled information 
from original legal documents in Clinton, Highland, and Ross. 
Counties in Ohio. In addition, Logan County records were compil- 
ed at the Wright State University Network at Dayton, Ohio. To- 
gether these records provided material for a book published by 
Heritage Books, Inc., entitled, Register of Black, Mulatto and 
Poor Persons in Four Ohio Counties, 1791-p 

Two of these records relate to people from our area of 
Maryland, and both records were taken from Ross County, Ohio, 
records. The page numbers identified in the headings refer to 
pages of the original records. The entries are quoted in their 
entirety.

The HINES family records published here are from a bible that probably belonged to 
Isaac Hines end is now the property of Patricia Madeleine Werner Curran (#493) of 
Camp Springs, Maryland. 

The Holy Bible, containing the Old and New Testaments: Translated out of the 
Original Tongues, and with the former translations diligently compared and revised.

Item: To my son Thomas GANTT a Negro man named George, one fourth 
part of all my cattle w'ch I have at my plantations, all the hoggs and houshold 
goods w'ch I have at Mattawoman Quarter , a mare branded with A and her colr

N0m.S: Margery, widow of Thomas SPRIGG in 1725, is identified as a daughter of 
Capt. John WIGHT of Prince George's County who died in 1705 intestate, and Ann 
his wife, widow of Thomas GANTT of Calvert County who died in 1692 [Maryland 
Genealogies 2:390]. That author, however, seems to have wrongly identified Ann 
WIGHT's first husband. Other sources say that Thomas GANTT (16&F1692) was 
married to Mary GRAHAME and that it was his son Edward GANTT who married Anne 
BARER and died young, leaving a son Thomas GANTT II [Charles Stein, History of 
Calvert County, p. 3901. Aacording to court suit in PG Co, 1699, Ann GANT was 
"sole" (single) in June 1692 when she contracted a debt.at Charles Towne in 
Calvert County. She was married at Charles Towne, now in PG Co, 10 March 1697 
[1698] to John WIGHT [Joseph Smith, Court Records of PG Co, 1696-1699, p.467-91. 
It is not clear which, if any, of her daughters were by John WIGHT. Margery 
SPRIGG's eldest child was born 1715, making her somewhat young if she was born 
after 1698. The estate records of Edward GANTT and John WIGHT need to be studied.

John ADDISON of "St. Elizabeth's", PG CO, who died intestate 170516. They had 
one son, Thomas ADDISON (1679-1727), member of the Maryland Privy Council. 
[See also Effie Bowie, Across.the Years in PG Co, p. 32+]. Considerable infor- 
mation about her first marriage is found in Harry Newman, Charles County Gentw, 
p. 7+. Thomas DENT is there identified as a resident of St. Mary's County, born 
1630, died 1676. He married Rebecca WILKINSON by 1660, and they had issue: 
William (1660-1705), Thomas (living 1722), Peter (1665-1711), George (d.s.p. before 
1702), Margaret (m. 1681, Edmund HOWARD), and Barbara (b. 1676). She married 
John ADDI'SON by May 1677. 

Pages 150-151. [MCW 5:232] Will of William CASTOR of PG Co, taylor, being 
.very sick and weak. Date: 10 Sept. 1726. Item: To Alce INDOSE [MCW: Alice], 
daughter in law to John HENRY when she arrives to the age of 16 years a mare or 
geilding (valued at the price uf four pounds) and a side saddle of 40 or 50 
shillings to be paid her by my executor. [Page 1511 Item: Whereas I and John 
ALLISON were joyntly concerned in taking up of vacant land wheresoever found in 
his Lordshipps Province of Maryland I having obtained his Lordshippps Warrant 
for 300 acres I doe give all my right unto ye one half thereof unto John HENRY 
and heirs. Item: To the afforesaid John HENRY my now rideing horse and bridle 
and saddle and all my books, debts due unto me beer in Maryland as I have yarned 
[learned?] as a taylor by trade and all the balances that shall be found due unto 
me from Philip SMITH, Jonathan SCARTH and Joseph ADDAMS, merchants in London and 
of this will I constitute the afforesaid John HENRY to be my sole and whole 
executor. Signed: William (+> CASTOR. Wit: Jo. HASWELL, Katherine (c) 
CHEFORN[?, MCW: SHEFORNE], Edward WILLETT. 

Proved 11 Oct. 1726 by the oaths of John HASWELL, Catherine CHEFORNE and 
Edw'd WILLETT, before Thos. BROOKE Jr, Depty Comry, PG Co. 

NOTES: William CASTOR (also CASTER in MCW) seems to have been a transitory 
resident of Maryland, leaving no immediate family here. No one of that surname 
is found in PG Co. tax lists for 1719 or 1733. No one else of that name left a 
will in Maryland before 1777. His partner, John ALLISON was taxed in Rock Creek 
Hundred in 1719 [BB:158]. His executor John HENRY was taxed that year in West 
Branch Hundred [BB:161]. A John HENRY died in PG Co. in 1739 [MCW 8:42], possibly 
the same one. Alice INDOSE is presumably a stepdaughter of John HENRY (the usual 
meaning of "daughter in law" at that time). Her mother, probably deceased, was 
perhaps William CASTOR's sister, which would make John HENRY his brother-in-law. 
I cannot find other references to the surname INDOSE which is probably corrupted. 
There were ENLOES in Baltimore County about this time.

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THE SOCIETY OF THE CINCINNATI 
(Ruth Ingram Stultz) 

On April 15, 1783, Gen. HENRY KNOX, Gen. GEORGE WASHINGTON's Chief of Artillery, 
suggested a fraternal patriotic organization of the officers who were about to be 
demobilized following the American Revolution. 

The idea, considered in May by officers at the New Windsor Cantonment on the west 
bank of the Hudson River, expanded into a charter for a new Society. The charter 
was sent to each of the 13 original states and by the end of 1783, each state had 
adopted and formed its own State Society. 

Those early members, classical scholars, versed in Greek and Roman history, were 
struck by the parallels between GEORGE WASHINGTON, a farmer from Mount Vernon, and 
the life of the distinguished Roman LUCIUS QUINCTIUS CINCINNATUS born ca 519 B.C. 
CINCINNATUS, who had retired from public life to his farm, was recalled to rout 
Rome's enemies, and after doing so, returned to till the earth. 

The Society of the Cincinnati was so called to symbolize the fact that not only 
WASHINGTON but all his officers were about to put aside the sword to return to their 
lives as private citizens of the new Republic. 

GEORGE WASHINGTON was chosen first President General and held that office until his 
death in 1799. ALEXANDER HAMILTON became the second President General. 

A membership badge was designed by Major PIERRE CHARLES L'ENFANT, who used the colors 
of blue and white to symbolize,the association between America and her Revolutionary 
ally, France. 

Membership in the Society was limited to officers who had served a minimum period 
with the regular (Line) American Army,or Navy, or with the French forces under 
ROCHAMBEAU and deGRASSE. Qualifications were: 

1. Service to the end of the war as an officer with a Line (as distinguished 
from Militia or State) regiment. 

2. Resignation with honor after a minimum of three years of service. 

3. Being rendered supernumerary, or honorably discharged after three 
years of service. 

Today the society accepts, in addition to lineal descendants of the original members, 
descendants of officers who were killed in battle or died in service. While rules 
differ among State Societies, generally membership passes to the eldest son according 
to the rule of primogeniture. Lacking such an individual, a collateral male descen- 
dant, if properly qualified, may take up the membership. But only one representative 
at a time may be a member. An eldest son would have to wait for hizather to die 
to succeed to membership! 

P.G.County Genealogical Society member CHARLES DUNNINGTON is working on "proper" 
qualification for his Revolutionary War officer ancestor. If other society members 
belong to the Society of The Cincinnati, please let us hear from you.

InMIGRATION. A number of immigrant arrival record groups 
which had been incorrectly filed by the Immigration and Naturalization 
Service have now been added to those already at Nat i onal Archives, 
doubl ing the number available. Records still to be processed include 
an index to New York port arrivals 1949-54 which include many 
survivors of the Holocaust (as does the index for 1944-48 now 
available.) 

Another arrival index covers most of the border between the United 
States and Canada, although the title is misleading, since it is 
labeled as entries through St. Alban, VT. St. Albans was merely the 
collection point for the records. 

Many Eastern European Jews found that entering through Canada was 
the least expensive route to the US, and entailed a far less stringent 
health inspection by the Canadians. Sometime this year, Natl. Archives 
will release films for border crossings after 1895 at Buffalo and 
Detroit. Additional films will also be available for entry through 
Mexico in the course of the next year.

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MARYLANDERS IN THE MINNESOTA TERRITORIAL CENSUS OF 1850 

In 1972 the Minnesota Historical Society published a transcript of an 1850 
decennial census taken about a year after the U.S, Congress passed a law identi- 
fying the area involved as the Minnesota Territory. Editors Patricia G. Harpole 
and Mary D. Nagle have provided a work that is nearly unique because they were 
able to check the census results against other excellent sources of information 
which helped to identify and verify those individuals who were early residents 
in the northern territory. 

The information which follows was extracted from this 1850 census. Only 
those individuals who have identified Maryland as a birthplace have been listed.

At meetings in 1981 and 1982 geneal- 
ogists from all over the country enthu- 
siastically endorsed in program to solicit 
at least ONE DOLLAR PER GENEALOGIST PER 
YEAR for the creation of finding aids in 
genealogy at the U.S. National Archives 
for which there can be no government 
funding. 

The custodian of this fund is a 
national organization of which our Society 
is a member,--the Federation of Genealog- 
ical Societies. The decisions about which 
finding aids should be created are in the 
hands of a group of distinguished geneal- 
ogists. Their task involves determining 
which new aids would benefit the most re- 
searchers. 

At the Hartford Conference in 1983, 
the FGS announced their first project. 
They would microfilm the street indexes 
for the 39 major cities in the 1910 cen- 
sus. These indexes, discovered in the 
custody of the Bureau of Census, greatly 
facilitate 1910 census research in those 
cities. The indexes show the enumera- 
tion district when the street addresses 
are known. 

Other projects being considered are: 
microfilming complete pension files for 
the Revolutionary War and War of 1812, 

During the first three years of the 
existence of the Archives Gift Fund, our 
Society donated over $230, but has not 
participated in the past couple of years.

p. 301-2, 472. The immigrant, Garret VANSWERINGEN (1636-1698) came to St. Mary's

NOTES: William and Jane WATSON were witnesses to the will of Robert KENT, 
1693, Calvert Co, Md., Peter BRIGHTWELL being one of the legatees [MCW 2:54,66]. 
William WATSON is mentioned in PG Co. court records 1697-1699 [Joseph Smith, 
Court Records of PG Co, Md, 1696-16991. William WATSON was named a trustee of 
the estate of Richard BRIGHTWELL, 1698, PG Co. [YCW 2:162]. William WATSON 
bought 87 acres in PG Co. (part of "Trenant"), 1701 [PG Deeds A:384]. In 1719 
he was taxed in Mattapeny Hundred, along with Peator BRIGHTWELL [BB:160]. His 
son William WATSON died testate in PG Cb. 1743, ieaving a wife Elizabeth and 
son Benjamin [YCW 8:226]. The surname WATSON is plentiful in early Maryland, 
three Williams listed as immigrants in Gust Skordas, The Early Settlers of Mary- 
land: one claimed a land grant for service 1665; another immigrated 1675, of 
Dorset [=Dorchester] Co; the third was transported 1676.

Item: To my son John my interest of that land at Nanjemy in partnership 
with William HUTCHINSON to him and his heirs. Item: To my son William 300 acres 
of that tract called "Friendship" on the branches of the fall run, to him and heirs. 
Item: The remainder being 1260 acres of afores'd tract called "Friendship" to be 
equally divided equally between my three sons, vizt: James STODDART, John STODDART 
and William STODDART and their heirs.

NOTES: "James STODDERT (1668-1726), surveyor; name first appears in Md., 1695, 
when 506 acres called 'Narrowhead' were surveyed for him in Prince Georges Co.; 
his most famous tract was 'Friendship' on the Potomac now included in D.C.; 
commissioned justice of peace of Oyer and Tenniner in PG Co.; mem. 1st Assembly 
of Md., 1716-26; m. Elizabeth BISHOP ([dau. of] Roger [d. 16951, of Anne Arundel 
co., Md. m. Sarah ----)" [Frederick A. Virkus, The Compendium of American 
GeneaZogy, 5:668]. Louise Hienton, Prince George's Heritage, has several refer- 
ences to James STODDART'S career. In 1697, James STODDART, a fur trader, was 
living at "Yarrow" at the head of Eastern Branch, on the frontier. His slave 
was killed by Indians that year [p.30]. He was appointed to the vestry of 
Piscataway Parish in 1696 [p.67]. In 1704 he was a founder of the Presbyterian 
Church at Upper Marlboro [p.91]. He was appointed chief justice of the county in 
1709 [p.23]. In 1710 he operated the ferry across the Patuxent River at Charles 
Town rp.231. In 1713 he bought some land from the Indians in southwest PG Co. 
and moved there to Pamunky House, setting up a new Presbyterian meeting-house 
at that spot [p.96]. He also helped found the Presbyterian church at Bladensburg, 
1725 [p.98]. His father-in-law is identified as John BATTIE of Anne Arundel Co. 
LP.931. This appears to be substantiated by the will of John BATIE, A.A.Co., 
proved 1717, which mentions his daughters Elizabeth STODDART and Rebecca BISHOP 
[Kw 4:llO. The BISHOP in-laws could explain the conclusion drawn in CoTendiwn 
of American Genealogy]. James STODDART was taxed in Piscattaway Hundred in 1719

[Robert Barnes, 
Maryland Marriages, 1634-1777, p.1221 He was m. 23, 10 mo. 1714, at the same 
place, to Elizabeth WHITE of PG Co, widow [ibid.]. The children of his first 
marriage are recorded at West River M.M.: Sarah b. 11, 11 mo. 1705; Thomas b. 
5,ll mo. 170(7), and Elizabeth b. 3, 7 mo. [=Sept.] 1710. Ruth MILES, their 
mother, d. 15,1st mo. [=Mar.] 171(4). [Md. Gen. Sot. Bulletin, 15:120, 19741

Francis TOLSON and William COGWILL were taxed in Piscattaway Hundred, PG Co, in 
1719 [BB:164]. They died testate in PG Co: TOLSON in 1730/l [MCW 6:181], William 
COGHILL. in 1729 [MCW 6:111, has dau. Mary, Francis TOLSON a witness]. The Virginia 
lands mentioned appear to fall in present Fairfax County.

(Descendants of Colonial Tavern Keepers) 

(By Ruth Ingram Stultz) 

To become a member of Flagon and Trencher, one must descend from an ancestor 
who conducted a tavern, inn, ordinary, or some type of hostelry on or prior 
to July 4, 1776. 

A chance remark by WALTER LEE SHEPPARD JR, during a speech before the National 
Genealogical Society in March 1962, led to the origination of this lineage 
organization. 

Members of Flagon and Trencher strive to build a collection of Colonial 
tavern records, and genealogical records showing descent from tavern-keeping 
ancestors. Members, in turn, disseminate information about tavern keepers, 
tavern customs, recipes, menus, etc. through dinner meetings. 

An annual meeting is held the first half of the year at a time and place 
determined by the person chosen Mine Host/Mine Hostess for the year. 

Mine Host/Hostess acts in a capacity similar to a president, arranging 
and presiding over meetings. [Mine:belonging to me, as in Tennyson's 
Princess, "We sent mine host to purchase female gear."] 

Other officers are the Keeper of the Tavern Records, who passes upon eligi- 
bility of applicants for membership; the Minder of the Ps and &s [pints 
and quarts], who acts as treasurer; and a Scribe, who performs the duties 
of a secretary. 

Membership dues are about $20 for lifetime membership, and payable to the 
Keeper of the Tavern Records, BARBARA CARVER SMITH, 44 B Summerfield Ct., 
Fort Pierce, Fl. 33483.

Pages 155-156. [MCW 5:231] Will of William POWELL of PG Co, planter, being 
but sick and weak in body. Date: 3 May 1714 [sic]. Imprimis: My now 
dwelling plantation Woodland ground thereto belonging I give to my dear wife 
Mary Ann POWELL during her life [MCW does not name the tract]. After her 
decease I give it to my sonn John POWELL and his heirs and assigns. Item: To 
my said sonn John POWELL my boy call'd Ben CLEER out of my personal estate. 
Item: All the rest of my personal estate to bee equally divided into two parts, 
one part whereof I give unto my said loving wife Marry Ann POWELL to her own use, 
the other part thereof to my sonn John POWELL when he shall arrive to age 21. 
Item: My said sonn John POWELL after my said wives decease and till he come to 
age 21 to live with his mother and have the beneiitt of his own labor for his 
own use, but on no case to buy or sell without the liberty knowledge and consent 
of his mother and my friends hereafter named and also that my said sonn John 
POWELL shall after he [Page 1561 shall above to age 21 have liberty to dwell on 
my plantation but no ways to molest or disturb my said loving wife. Item: I 
appoint my said dear and loving wife Mary Ann POWELL the sole execurtrix. Lastly: 
I desire my friends Rupert BUTLER and James HOLMEAD [MCW: HOLMEARD] to bee 
guardians over my said sonn John POWELL till he comes to age 21,-and they to be 
overseers of this will. Signed: Wm (+) POWELL. Wit: Ann PRATHER, Elizabeth 
HOLMEARD (her mark: O), Calleb LETTON. 

Proved 1 Oct. 1726 by oaths of Eliz'a HOLMERD and Caleb LETTON [SETTON?], 
and they saw Ann PRATHER witness. Before Tho. ADDISON, Gen'l Com[missa]ry. 

NOTES: William POWELL is mentioned in several court cases during the 1690s 
[Joseph Smith, Court Record! of PC: Co, Md, lS96-lS99]. They show that he was a 
resident of Calvert County in 1692 [p.144], and that his wife in 1698 was called 
Maryan [p.374]. He owned land near the western branch of Patuxent River in 1700 
[PG Deeds A:232-41. The name William POWELL(S) appears as an immigrant to Maryland 
in 1664, 1665, 1667, 1668, 1671, 1679 [Gust Skordas, The Early Settlers o.f Md., 
p.3701. Which one he is has not been determined. He is apparently not part of 
the family of William POWELL of Anne Arundel Co. whose will was probated in 1698 
[MCW 2:147]; the latter, whose wife was named Anna Mary, had children registered 
in St. James Parish, A.A. CO: William 1682 (m.1709 Alice ARCHUR), Margaret 1685 
(m.1706 John POND), Richard 1687, Ann 1690 (m.1709 John WELLS); Thomas 1693-1701, 
John 1696 (m.before 1707 Elizabeth ----). 

Our testator was taxed in 1719 in Collington Hundred along with James HOLMEARD 
[Calendars of Maryland State Papers: the Black Books (RB): 1631. Rupert BUTLER was 
taxed in Patuxent Hundred that year [5~:1621. John POWELL, probably the son, is 
taxed in Collin Hundred, 1733 [BB:265], and in Monocosie Hundred the same year is 
another John POWELL [BB:272]. "John POWELL Jr." [possibly to distinguish him 
from John POWELL of Anne Arundel Co.] m. 1731, Queen Anne's Parish, PC Co, to 
Sarah KREWSTUB, dau. of Robert. Their children registered in Queen Anne's: Mary 
1732, Fannah 1736.

The Maryland Militia in the Revolutionary War by S. Eugene Clements and F. Ed- 
ward Wright. Family Line Publications. Silver Spring, MD. 1987. 351~~. A 
gift of F. Edward Wright. 

Members of the militia were only part time soldiers as opposed to the state 
troops and the Continental Army. It is usually more difficult to locate lists 
of the militia and the majority of books on Revolutionary Soldiers give names 
of those in thenon-militia groups,sothis book is a very welcome addition to 
our Society's library. The book consists of a number of pages of introductory 
information concerning Maryland and its role in the Revolutionary War, followed 
by an appendix of commissioned officers and an appendix of muster rolls and 
other lists. The list of commissioned officers, taken from a variety of sour- 
ces, is alphabetical and shows the rank, date, county, battalion, company, and 
a reference code. The muster rolls and other lists have been kept in the or- 
der originally found and have beeen grouped by counties and are followed by an 
index. This book is sure to get much use by those searching for a possible Rev- 
olutionary War ancestor. 

Captain George Athy bf Galway and Maryland] and his Descendants by Lawrence F. 
Athy, Jr. 1987. 14opp. A gift of the Author. 

The author's subtitle, "A Guide to the First Six Generations of the Athy- 
Athey-Atha-Athon Family in America" describes its contents. He has used pre- 
viously compiled information, data supplied by other researchers, and his own 
research. He states that the genealogy is "offered without supporting evidence 
and can only be considered probable relationships. Thus each individual might 
use such information as a guide to help him prove his own lineage." He has in- 
cluded some photographs of descendants, scale drawings of early Athy land hold- 
ings, and a number of illustrations and maps. Many of the early generations 
lived in and around Prince George's County, Maryland, and later a large group 
of descendants can be found in Fairfax and Prince William Counties, Virginia. 
The book is indexed and certain to be of interest to those of this surname.

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RESEARCH IN ARCHIVED FAMILY PAPERS 
DISCUSSED AT FEBRUARY MXETING

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THE NATIONAL SOCIETY OF THE SONS OF THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION 

(Ruth Ingram Stultz) 

How much do you know about this national patriotic organization? Not knowing much, 
I turned to the E'ncycZopedicl Americana, but sadly found it devotes only nine and 
a third lines to this national organization which honors our brave Revolutionary 
War ancestors, and the entry placed the SAR national headquarters in Washington, 
D.C. 

Not so! National headquarters for this lineage society is located at 1000 South 
Fourth Street, Louisville, Ky. 40203. 

But, thanks to P.G. County Genealogical Society member, JAMES "JIM" McCAFFERTY, 
president of the John Hanson Chapter of the SAR, he sets us straight and shares 
more of the organization's history. 

Creation of the SAR first began following the Centennial Celebration of July 4, 
1876, when some descendants of participants of the Revolutionary War gathered in 
San Francisco to organize into a permanent society called "The Sons of Revolutionary 
Sires." 

Next, in 1883, on the 100th anniversary of the evacuation of New York City by the 
British, a group of men met following the celebration to organize a society called 
"Sons of the Revolution." 

In 1888, a few New Jersey members of the New York Society wanted to form a new 
society. Other states had also become interested in forming societies, and the 
need for a National organization was evident. Thus evolved the National Society 
of the Sons of the American Revolution, which now has about 26,000 members. 

In Maryland there are 13 SAR chapters, with John Hanson Chapter, formed in Febru- 
ary 1979, serving mostly Prince George's and Charles counties -- though there are 
members from several other states. 

The John Hanson SAR Chapter focuses greatly on young people, and gives bronze good 
citizenship awards to high school seniors each year, as well as ROTC medals to 
students. 

John Hanson SAR provides two members, JIM McCAFFERTY and HERBERT L. BAER SR. to 
the Maryland State Color Guard. JIM marched with this group in the "We The People 
Parade" in Philadelphia on 17 September, 1987, and he carried the SAR flag for 
four and a half miles! HERBERT BAER fifed the entire distance.

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MARYLANDERS IN EARLY OHIO (Extracted by Jim Reep) 

In 1862, A. Banning Norton, published a book entitled, A History of Knox 
County, Ohio, from 1779 to 1862 inclusive. In that history, he identifies many 
Marylanders who emigrated to Ohio and became some of the earliest pioneers in 
Knox County, Ohio. The following are extracts which tell of some of these early 
Ohio settlers. The extracts point out the appropriate page from the book for 
each entry. 

"In addition to the prominent citizens enumerated as having held official psi- 
tions, we may mention the SWINGLEYS, from Hagerstown, Md..." (pg 291) 

"Samuel WILSON and Thomas TOWNSEND emigrated from Frederick, Md., in 1808... 
Amos and Wm. FARQUHAR were early Maryland emigrants...Charles STRONG emigrated 
from Frederick County, Md., he died in 1850." (pg 305) 

"Among the earliest settlers in this township were the ROBERTSES, RICHARDSONS, 
WRIGHTS, FARQUHARS--all Friends, and from Maryland;..." (pg 308) 

"The name of CRITCHFIELD has been common in this and the adjoining townships, 
and will continue so. Nathaniel, William, Joseph, John, and Isaac, five brothers, 
emigrated from the neighborhood of Cumberland, Md., to Owl Creek in 1806." (pg 322) 

"Charles (CRITCHFIELD), Reuben, Sam., Hiram, Enoch, who married Maria Dixon; 
Jesse, Mary Horton; Dr. S. T., Mary Porter, of Allegheny co., Md.;..." (pg 323) 

"The DUHAMELS, Amos and Henry, in 1824, emigrated from Frederick, Md. Henry now 
lives near lfaumee City; Amos in Franklin, Ill., with his third wife." (pg 332) 

"W. Y. FARQUHAR was the surveyor, and the name of Frederick in honor of the old 
home, in Maryland, was given to this town in the wilderness." (pg 336) 

"In 1815, Capt. John WILLIAMS, of Frederick, Md., bought out John KERR'S mill 
property. and at the same time started a store in the village." (pg 341) 

"Dan (WILLIAMS) was born in Frederick, Md., October 6th, 1792. His 
four sons are doing well." (pg 342) 

"Timothy COLOPY, a warm-hearted Irishman, had lived in Maryland and 
Virginia until 1813, when he settled in this township." (pg 363)

"Philip DENNIS, of Maryland, for many years resided in this township with his 
accomplished wife, Ann DENNIS, who deceased in 1854." (pg 364) 
II . . . old settler; and another was Wm. GREEN, of Maryland, who moved into 
Morgan from Licking co., in 1816; he died in 1856." (pg 366) TL 
II . ..and other families who have contributed abundantly toward the peopling of 
this county, we cannot pass by the SAPPS. Four brothers Daniel, George, Joseph 
and William--emigrated from Allegheny county, Md., in 1806, and the SAPPS of

Pages 156-160. [MCW 5:216] Will of John BRADFORD of PG Co, planter, being in 
health of body. Date: 3 July 1722 [MCW: 26 March 1726, which is date of first 
probate]. Item: For as much as I am indebted sundry summes of money but chiefly 
unto Mr. John HYDE & Sons merchants in London and to the orphans of Mr. James 
BUTLER late of Maryland deceased, now for the better sattisfying and paying the 
same and all other just debts whatsoever I doe give to my executors and gentlemen 
in trust hereafter named full power and ample authority to sell and dispose of 
every such tract and tracts of land as are hereafter named or so many of said 
tracts as shall raise a sufficent summe of money to pay all my debts as before 
mentioned whatever summe and zmmes of money and tobacco which are due and owing 
to me and what ever part of my personal estate can be conveniently spared to be 
applyed to the same purpose the tracts of land to be disposed of for the use 
aforesaid are these following (viz): 

The tract called "the Tannyard" lyeing in PG Co. near the Town of Nottingham 
containing one acre with the dwelling hous, tann hous, barkhous, tann fatts and 
all other improvements thereunto belonging, also a second tract of land lyeing in

My loving [wife] will take care that what is due to the estate of 
Mr. James BUTLER be paid unto her children out of my personal estate according 
to an honest vallue that Mr. James CARROLL will in all things act for Mr. HYDE 
and company that what ever is due to them may be paid soe soone as possible and 
that Mr. Thomas GANTT take care of whatever appertaineth unto my said son and 
have the care of his education during his minority, all which I doe hereby 
publish and declare to be my last will and testament written on four sheets of 
paper together annexed.

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ROZER Esq'r, Mr. Edw'd SPRIGG and Mr. John NELSON, three of ye subscribing 
evidences, that they say the testator Col'll John BRADFORD signed. Sworn this 
26 March 1726, before The's ADDISON, Gen'll Com'ry. 

Prerogative Office, May 11, 1726: Came James CARROLL of Ann Arundle Co, 
gent., one of the executors and did renounce the executorship. Before Thomas 
ADDISON, Gen'l Com'ry. 

9 May 1726: Whereas ti= ['tis] represented to me that I am one of the 
persons appointed as Executor of the will of Col'll John BRADFORD which I doe 
refuse to act ass such. Signed: Thomas GANTT. Wit: Phill: BRISCOE, Stephen 
CONNOR Jun'r. (55 sides) 

IVCJTEY: Much of what we know about John BRADFORD's ancestry is proved by 
this will itself. He was a son of John BRADFORD, who was living in Stoke Golding, 
Leicestershire, England, in 1722. His mother was probably a sister of John 
SMITH of Wanlip, Leics. His sister Mary was the wife of Evan JONES of King 
George Parish, where they were married 1713. In the same parish register we 
find the birth of William son of John and Joyce BRADFORD, 1713. Since this son 
is not mentioned in John BRADFORD's will, he probably died before 1722. BRADFORD 
was a member of the Md. General Assembly [see Heinton, Prince George's Hestage]. 
BRADFORD was taxed in New Scotland, Rock Creek and Mount Calvert, 1719 [BB:157-Y]. 
John BRADFORD opened a store in Charles Town as factor for the English firm of 
John HIDE [Heinton, p.121. He was a vestryman first of St. Paul's Parish, PG 
Co. [ibi.d. p.601 and then of King George (Piscattaway) Parish [p.84]. By 1719 
he was living in the region that became Prince George's Parish, and donated 
the land on which Rock Creek Chapel was built [ihid.]. In 1723 he was appointed 
to the board of visitors of the PG Co free school [p. 1491. Heinton makes 
reference to BRADFORD's inlaws, but does not clearly state what his wife Joyce's 
maiden name was. She was apparently a sister of Thomas GANTT (though from 
BRADFORD's will she might be GANTT's sister-in-law). If she is GANTT's sister, 
and stepdaughter of John WIGHT as Heinton intimates, then she must be a daughter 
of Anne (RAKER) GANTT WIGHT, whose will dated 1725 was proved in PG Co, May 1726 
[MCW 5:228, see P.G.Co.Gen.Soc.BuZletin, Dec. 1987]. But no daughter Joyce 
or grandson John BRADFORD is mentioned in Anne WIGHT's will. Joyce might have 
died between 1722 and 1725, but the grandson lived long after. As Mrs. WIGHT 
appears to name all her grandchildren I feel some other explanation is needed 
for Thomas GANTT being a brother(-in-law). Perhaps Joyce is the sister of 
Thomas GANTT's wife. But the BROOKE genealogy shows Thomas GANTT married 
Priscilla, daughter of Col. Thomas BROOKE (c.1659-1730/l) and his first wife 
Ann. [Maryland Genealogies from the Maryland Historica Magazine 1: 1001 
Probably this mystery has been already solved by someone else in some nublication 
of which I am unaware. There is no evidence that Joyce fits into the BROOKE 
family yet.

The President called the meeting to order at 7:04 P.M. with 69 members 
attending during the evening. Three visitors were welcomed and asked to identify 
their surnames and locations of interest. 

The Minutes for the January 6, 1988, monthly Society meeting were approved 
as published in the Bulletin. 

Although not present due to illness, the Treasurer provided the following 
report: the December 31, 1987, balance of both accounts was $12,837.34; receipts 
of $190.94 less expenditures of $481.33; leaving a January 31, 1988, balance of 
both accounts of $12,564.95 (a net reduction of $290.39).

The Council acted on the com- 
mittee's results and approved the changes presented. The final results, which 
are now recommended to the membership by the Council, are printed here to comply 
with the provision requiring one month's published notice in the Bulletin prior 
to the memberhip's vote. 

Voting by the membership will occur at the regular, monthly meeting in May. 
Members should check the recommended changes and pose their questions and con- 
cerns to the President (927-7241) on or before the May meeting. This will help 
to expedite the process of explaining and voting on the changes. Changes ap- 
proved by the membership will be incorporated into the Bylaws.

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MARYLANDERS IN OHIO 5 (Compiled by James W. Reep) 

Over the past year or so, the Ohio Records & Pioneer Families, a publication 
of the Ohio Genealogical Society, has presented information about veterans of the 
Revolutionary War who applied for pensions from the State of Ohio. These extracts 
were recorded by Julie M. Overton.

DOVE, Richard S-17391 

Licking County, Ohio, March 13, 1833 
Richard DOVE, a resident of Eden Twp., Licking Co., aged 88 years, says 
enlisted 
1) April, 1776 for three years as a private under Capt. Jonas WILLIAMS, 

from Prince George's Co., Md. 
He was born in Anne Arundel Co., Md., in 1744. After the Rev. War he 
resided in Maryland until about 4 years ago, when he moved to where he 
is now. 

Knox County, Ohio, May 24, 1833 
Richard DOVE gave above information, now says he served two years and 
2 months, but had to leave service because of illness.

Highland Co., Ohio, June 23, 1834 
Mathew WILSON, aged 93 years old, u states he was born in Prince George s 

WILSON, Mathew S-7902

he was residing in Montgomery Co., Md., in Jan. 1777 he volunteered in 
Capt. Solomon LUMSDON's company for 6 months. In Mar., 1778 he 
volunteered for 9 months under Capt. John DOWDEN. John DUVALL and Yoil 
WOLF and others were near neighbors.

MORRIS, Cornelius S-40175 

Clark Co., O., Nov. 21, 1821 
Cornelius (a.k.a. Neel) MORRIS, aged about 63 years:

Co., Md., served for 3 years, 4 months. After he was discharged, he came 
home from the Carolinas by boat, thus missed the normal discharging process. 
He sent William Hurley (who had been in his same company, and who was his 
half-brother) to get the discharge papers and back pay. 

Added notation: Capt. BEALL's company book shows Neal MORRIS enlisting 
Feb. 9, 1780. 
Chicago,Ill., Sep. 5, 1911: letter from Charles N. FRENCH, lawyer, which 
says that Cornelius Morris "spent his last days in or near Lafayette, Ind." 

The family of Cornelius, residing with him in Nov., 1821, were his wife 
Sarah, aged about 53 years, his daughter Jane, aged about 19, his son 
Cornelius aged about 16, his daughter Harriet aged about 13, and his 
daughter Elizabeth aged about 10 years old.

Fox and WAYNE at Fallen Timbers? How about the Charges of the 2nd Dragoons at 
Resaca de la Palma in the Mexfcan War , and the exploits of the yellow legs who 
fought from the Red River to the Rio Grande during the Indian Wars? 

How much do you know of the 10th Cavalry who charged San Juan Hill and BLACK JACK 
PERSHING's chase of PANCHO VLLLA? 

Not so long ago (for some of us), gallant cavalrymen covered MACARTHUR'S Army as 
it withdrew to Bataan during World War II. 

The U.S. Horse Cavalry Association works to preserve those memories and more. 
Their major objective is to preserve the living history of the U.S. Cavalry; they 
search out, acquire and restore cavalry artifacts, memorabilia, photographs and 
publications. 

The Association sponsors the U.S. Cavalry Museum at Fort Riley, Kansas, the former 
home of the famed U.S. Cavalry School. The Association maintains the history of 
each cavalry regiment and the equipment it used; it collects and preserves litera- 
ture writte'n about the cavalry and makes such information available to the public. 

But most important to genealogical researchers are the biographical sketches of 
former cavalry members. Check these records and you might just locate a pony 
soldier ancestor. 

While I do not know of any P.G. County Genealogical Society member who belongs to 
this organization,(but please let me hear from you if you do), I do know someone 
in California -- DALE RICKARDS of Malibu, whose ancestors are from Dover, Del. 
Coincidentally, our former PGCGS president, ED WRIGHT, has Delaware RICKARDS ances- 
tors -- so maybe there is a connection somewhere in all this.

The tax lists included in this volume were transcribed by the author from 
tax lists found in the Archives Section of the Ohio State Historical Society Li- 
brary in Columbus, Ohio. The lists included in this text vary in date from 1801 
to 1845. Since there is no complete Ohio census before 1820, these lists are 
useful substitutes for earlier census records. Some counties have several lists 
included in the book, others have just one. There were no lists for the following 
counties: Auglaize, Carroll, Erie, Fulton, Lake, Lucas, Noble, Ottawa, Paulding, 
Summit, Vinton and Wyandot. This is an extremely helpful tool for early Ohio re- 
search and is sure to get much use by Society members. 

Our Quaker Ancestors by Ellen Thomas Berry and David Allen Berry. Baltimore. 
Genealogical Publishing Co., Inc. 1987. 136~~. A gift of Jean Sargent. 

The authors state that the purpose of this book is to give the novice some 
idea of the kinds of material preserved by The Religious Society of Friends, to 
describe the locations of at least some of these records, and to help guide the 
researcher through the maze of those records. This book provides good background 
reading for those persons with Quaker ancestors, and many tips on how to proceed 
with Quaker research. The brief descriptions of Quaker repositories is especial- 
ly helpful.

4, Box 374, Wilkesboro, North Carolina 28697 
contributed the material and accompanying text from two COOMES bibles. 

The following records are from the bible of Joseph Richardson COOMES 
and Margaret Ann (Bougher) Coomes who were married in Frederick County, 
Maryland, December 13, 1825. I do not know where they lived when first 
married, but in 1841 he purchased from Henry Gaither and Co. for $800, 
a tannery and "shoe factory" at Unity, Montgomery County, Maryland. 
They lived at Unity for the rest of their lives and portions of their 
two story log home were still standing in 1936. 

The bible, which was stereotyped for the American Bible Society by D. & 
G. Bruce of New York in 1828, measures 4%" x 7 l/8". It contains a 
single blank page, the reverse of the title page to the New Testament. 
On it were written the birthdates of the Coomes children, as follows: 

[The top 3/4" of this page is missing but in all probability it con- 
tained the record of the first child, Sarah J. Coomes]

Eliza Virginia Coomes was Born the 29 of September 1820 
William Henry Coomes was born April 13th - 1833

These records are from the bible of William Henry COOMES, born April 
13, 1833 in Neelsville, Maryland and his wife, Mary Ellen Darby, born 
October 19, 1834 in Georgetown, D. C., daughter of Edward and Ann 
Elizabeth (Phillips) Darby. Trained as a shoemaker at his father's 
"factory" at Unity, Maryland, he practiced this trade all of his life 
working at Brandenburg's Mills, Bealsville, and finally Gaithersburg, 
Maryland. 

The bible, which measures 6" x 9&l', is in fair condition. It was pub- 
lished in Baltimore, 1857, by the Maryland State Bible Society. Eight 
pages are provided between the Old and New Testaments for family data. 

In addition to the handwritten entries, newspaper obituaries of Kate 
M. (Mrs. Carson) Ward, Mr. Edward Darby and Mrs. Mary Ann McGonegal 
have been pasted in.

Index to Ohio Pensioners of 1883 by W. Louis Phillips, C.G. Heritage Books, Inc. 
1987. n.p. A gift of Jean Sargent. 

This index to Ohio Pensioners was originally published in 1883 as Senate Ex- 
ecutive Document 84, Parts 1-5, 47th Congress, 2nd Session and then reprinted in 
1970 by the Genealogical Publishing Company. In these two printings the pension- 
ers were listed by counties and then by post-office addresses. For this compila- 
tion Mr. Phillips has rearranged the material so that it is one alphabetical list 
showing the name of the pensioners, county of residence and page as it appeared 
in the original printing. This makes finding an individual person much easier as 
the previous printings had no index. However this new format deletes some of the 
information that was contained in the original lists. Two of the most important 
columns that were deleted were the certificate number and the cause for which pen- 
sioned. This later column showed if the pensioner was a survivor or widow of the 
War of 1812 rather than the Civil War. In order to obtain a copy of the pension 
record from the National Archives it is necessary to have the certificate number 
and to knomw in which war the soldier served. So in order to obtain this informa- 
tion one has to either locate the original or reprinted earlier editions or write 
to the author who will supply this information for a small fee. This extra step 
detracts from the usefulness of this book. 

There are no page numbers and the listings are strictly alphabetical. In 
skimming through this volume this reviewer noted four pages which were out of or- 
der. The surname Clair should precede Clairborne. The page which begins Coiley 
should follow the page that ends with Coil.

The marriages in this volume were originally published as Volume II, Second 
Series, Pennsylvania Archives, 1890. This reprint contains additional supplemen- 
tary material from the Pennsylvania Magazine of History and Biography and The 
Pennsylvania Genealogical Magazine. The first three-fourths of the book contains 
an alphabetical listing of both brides and grooms so it is easy to locate marri- 
ages for a particular surname. The various supplementary material in the addenda 
has not been combined and is printed in a number of formats. Two of the four ad- 
denda are in alphabetical order and twoarenot.Unfortunately there is no index 
to the addenda. In all one must skim five sections of the book to see if a par- 
ticular person or surname might be listed. 

A Dictionary of ScottishEmigrants to Canada Before Confederation by Donald Whyte, 
F.H.G., F.S.G. Ontario Genealogical Society. Toronto. 1986. 443pp. A gift of 
Robert Stewart. 

This is a companion volume to A Dictionary of Scottish Emigrants to the 
U.S.A. which was written by this author and published in 1972. The author has 
used a number of sources to compile an alphabetical listing of Scottish emi- 
grants to Canada. When it was available he has included parentage, place of or- 
igin, dates of birth and death, destination, date and ship, occupation, wife/bus- 
band, parentage, date of marriage and children. At the end of each entry is a 
source code which can be matched to the bibliography. This is an extremely val- 
uable book that will be much appreciated by those whose Scottish ancestors emi- 
grated to Canada.

The Maud Herndon ROBEY bible records were submitted by maternal great 
grandson, Richard E. Wallace (#761) of Overland Park, Kansas. This 
family resided in Logan County, Kentucky (185O's-1884) and in Pawnee 
County, Kansas (1884-1930's). The bible no longer exists. The vital 
statistics pages were removed for safekeeping prior to 1938 and are 
currently in the possession of Mr. Wallace. 

Mr. Wallace reports his connection to Prince George's and Charles 
Counties, Maryland is the result of Eldon R. Robey's direct descent 
from John Robey, who emigrated from England to Maryland in 1659; 
George Athy, who was transported from Ireland to Maryland in 1660, 
bondservant to Thomas Dent; and George Dement, whose estate accounting 
was recorded in Charles County in 1703. Additional genealogical data 
provided by Mr. Wallace will be found in brackets.

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SONS OF THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION - Update 

(Ruth Ingram Stultz) 

Folks DO read the Bulletin! We even learn something as a result. 

COLLEEN KNOX ROBINSON, Granada Hills, Ca., wrote JIM McCAFFERTY to "Tell JIM REEP that 
LOIS C. MCDONNELL of Whittier is not the only Californian who reads the Bulletin! I 
enjoy each issue." 

But COLLEEN really wrote to share additional information to the March article on the 
Sons of the American Revolution: 

"The founder of the Sons of the Revolutionary Sires was General ALBERT MAVER WINN, 
my great grand uncle." COLLEEN'S ancestor chart appeared in the May 1984 Prince George's 
County Genealogical Society Bulletin. WILLIAM WINN 612 was a brother to Gen. WINN. 

COLLEEN says ALBERT MAVER WINN was born 1810 in Loudon Co., Va., but in 1824 his family 
moved to Zanesville, Ohio. In 1829 he married CATHERINE GAFFNEY. They moved to 
Mississippi where he became a Colonel of the Mississippi Volunteers of the Mexican 
War in 1846. He was president of the Master Carpenters & Joiners Society of Vicksburg 
where he also served on the City Council. 

The lure of gold took ALBERT WINN to Sacramento, Ca. where he was elected the first 
mayor in 1849. A year later he became Brigadier General of the California state mili- 
tia. Gen. WINN organized, and became the first Noble Grand of, the Odd Fellows Lodge 
of the Pacific Coast. He helped establish Grace Church, the first Episcopal Church 
in Sacramento. He was a Mason and member of the Sons of Temperance. 

Gen. WINN moved to San Francisco in 1860. His wife died there in 1862. Three years 
later he married the widow of JAMES KING of William, editor of the San Francisco 
Evening Bulletin. 

In 1875, Gen. WINN organized the Native Sons of the Golden West, but he could only 
be an honorary member since he was born in Virginia. In 1876 he organized the Sons 
of the Revolution Sires, which later became Sons of the American Revolution. After- 
wards he retired to his stepson's ranch in Sonoma where he died in 1883, aged 73. His 
body was sent to Sacramento where the funeral was conducted under the ritual of the 
Native Sons. In 1888 this group erected a monument, a 25-foot shaft, in his memory, 
wrote COLLEEN in her tribute to her ancestral uncle. 

JIM McCAFFERTY contacted CARL F. BESSENT, former President General of the National 
SARI who responded, "General WINN was one of the organizers of the Sons of the Revolu- 
tionary Sires, organized in California July 4, 1876. He was the first President of 
the organized 'Sires' and served until he left the San Francisco area about 1878. The 
'Sires' became dormant until Colonel ADOLPHUS SKINNER HUBBARD returned to San Francis- 
co in 1882." 

Mr. BESSENT adds that the third SAR annual congress meeting in Louisville in 1892, 
resolved "That the name of A.M WINN, first President of the California Society, shall 
hereafter appear in the roll of past Presidents General of this Society."

MORE ON TOMBSTONE RUBBING. Use of 'Pellon' (medium-weight) 
instead of paper will give a much better rubbing with less 
effort. Since the Pellon will not tear when when wet, wash the 
stone before rubbing, pull the fabric into shape on the stone, 
then tape into place while the stone is still wet. Use a block 
of colored wax or side of a crayon to do the rubbing. If the 
stone has "chunks" of lichen that have hardened, 
of 

crumpled pieces 
masking tape will help remove them prior to rubbing.
