Jacob has examined over 600 grave- 
All extant inscriptions with death 

dates prior to 1901 have been transcribed and are printed in 
this booklet by election district and cemetery. The excellent 
full name index enables the user to easily determine if names 
of interest are included. Vrc Jacob reports that the earliest 
death date found is 1739 and attributes the lack of early 
inscriptions to the use of perishable cypress and cedar markers. 
The most common surnames are White, Bailey, Phillips. Truitt, 
Holloway, Hamblin, Parsons, Roberts, Bounds and Taylor, To 
aid the reader, Jacob has arranged all inscriptions in each 
cemetery in alphabetical order and the first apJ,rez:ance of each 
surname is set in boldface type. To make the best use of space, 
he has not bothered reproducing the usual sentiments and poems 
found on many stones. We regret that a map was not included to 
show us the location of the various districts and roads. This 
book can Se recommended to all students of Wicomico County 
families and to all libraries concerned with Maryland genealogy,

Perhaps more than any other British writer/genealogist, L. 
G, Pine has - through the pages of his many books - helped to 
popularize genealogy and bring it within the understanding of 
the average nonprofessional, Modestly priced and and well-written 
in easily understood language, these two "stories" will inform 
and assist all ancestor hunters, The Story of Titles contains 
chapters about the origin and development of titles, with emphasis 
upon British titles. The Story of Surnames, as the author 
explains, is not a dictionary of British surnames. Pine has 
explained the rules which govern the growth of surnames Chapters 

deal with Norman surnames, place names, patromymics, occupational 
names , nicknames, and Welsh, Scottish, and Irish surnames. 
Students interested in further reading are WeaLed to an excellent 
chapter of "sources and suggestions". One has only to read a few 
published genealogies by amateurs to realize that there is wide- L 
spread misunder standing of the meanings;, origin, and history of 
surnames, This book should be required reading for ail ancestor 
hunters and genealogists. Highly recommended.

G "Mary and John" - a Story The of the Founding of Dorchester, 
Masse, 1630 By Maude Pinney Kuhns. 1943, reprinted

Demand, rather than excellence, is the determining factor in 
the reprinting of books. Sooner or later each descendant 
who succeeds in tracing his ancestry to one of the founders of 
Dorchester will refer to this book, Authoritative sources 
report that 140 passengers sailed from Plymouth, England, 
on the Mary and John, but no passenger list is extant. 
Mrs. Kuhns has gathered from a variety of sources (most of them 
not authoritative) a list of 160 possible passengers, On the 
basis of library copying, rather than original research in 
documentary records, she has prepared capsule acc~uncs of each 
individual or family, Over half of the book is de\roi:ed to 
vanicy, i, e,, lineages of d ascendants froLrl allc?Gd pdasengers, 
accompanied by many incomplete ancestry diagrams, As is usuai 
with reprints, no effort is made to revise and update this book 
to point out the many errors and flaws. Since it 'vJa3 first 
published in 1943, the book has been superseded by many scholarly 
studies of the families described. Though not to be considered 
a basic reference work for the founders of Dorchester, this book 
can he helpful to the beginner interested in a particular family, 
if he does not accept every statement as 
uses it and the sources listed as 

gospel and if he merely 
directions for further research 

in reliable primary source records.

Edited 
by Rodney Hartwell. Subscription $7.00 per year. Offset, 
paper cover. Winter 1972 number contains 66 pages. 

Formerly titled The Augustan, this Journal has been a distinctive 
part of the genealogical scene for fifteen years. The particular 
concerns of The Augustan Society are suggested by the contents of 
the review number: "Malta and the Knights of St. John," 
"Monarchies of the World," "The Autonomous Monastic Republic of 
Holy Mount Athos," "Heraldry in Ireland," "Introduction to 
[Heraldic] Bookplates," "A Magna Carta Descent," and "A Princely 
Descent." Students of such matters will read Forebears with 
considerable interest. Though offset printed from typed copy, 
this journal is one of the few which is liberally illustrated; 
the heraldic drawings are particularly fine. A regular department 
devoted to answers to heraldic questions is edited by Walter 
Angst of Silver Spring, Maryland. Editor Hartwell also publishes 
The Colonial Genealogist, which may be examined among our Society's 
exchange periodicals.

Prominent Cherokees who 
make significant contributions to the nation are recognized by 
membership in the Hall of Fame.

BY- LAWS 

of the 

PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY GENEALOGICAL SOCIETY 

ARTICLE I - NAME. The name of the Society shall be the Prince 
George's County Genealogical Society. 

ARTICLE II - SOCIETY SEAL. The seal of the Society shall be the 
same as the official seal of Prince George's County, to which 
the words "Genealogical Society" are added. 

ARTICLE III - NONPROFIT CHARACTER. The society shall be operated 
as a nonprofit organization, no part of the not earnings of which 
shall inure to the benefit of any private individual. 

ARTlCLE IV - SOCIETY OBJECTIVES. The objectives of the Society 
shall be:

To collect, preserve, and disseminate genealogical knowledge 
and information. 
To inculcate and promote interest in genealogical research.

To foster careful documentation and to promote scholarly 
genealogical writing and publication. 
To champion ethical standards and to discourage and oppose 
incompetent and fraudulent practices.

ARTICLE V - MEMBERSHIP AND DUES. 
Section 1. Any individual, married couple, organization or 
institution interested in promoting the objectives of the Society 
shall be deemed eligible for membership, subject to such limitations 
as the Society shall impose. 

The Society shall be composed of Annual, Life, and 
Honorary Life Members. 
Section 3. Annual Members are those paying dues for each calendar 
year, Life Members arc those who have paid at one time such sum as 
the Society shall set as the Life Membership fee: Honorary Life 
Members are those whom the Society has elected to such status. 
Section 4. Annual dues, the amount to be determined by the Council, 
shall apply to the current calendar year and are payable upon 
election to membership and thereafter no later than the January 
meeting each year. Members whose application is approved at or 
following the September meeting shall pay one-half the annal dues 
for the remainder of the year in which the application is approved. 
September 5. Dues for married couples shall be one and one-half the 
amount of individual dues, 
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ARTICLE V - MEMBERSHIP AND DUES, continued 
Section 6. Those who are delinquent after the regular meeting 
in February, whether held or not, shall be suspended from 
membership. 
Section 7. Membership applications shall be submitted in 
writing, accompanied by the first year's dues, and shall be voted 
upon by the members at the next regular meeting of the Society. 
Section 8. Any member may be dropped from membership by the 
Society for just cause, after an opportunity to be heard. 

ARTICLE VI - OFFICERS, 
Section 1. The elected officers shall consist of a President, 
a Vice President, a Secretary, and a Treasurer, 
Section 2. The immediate past president shall also be an officer 
of the Society. If the position of immediate past president is 
vacated for any reason, he shall be replaced on the Council by 
vote of the membership at the next regular meeting of the Society. 
Section 3. A vacancy in any elective position shall be filled by 
appointment by the Council until the next annual election. 

ARTICLE VII - DUTIES OF OFFICERS, 
Section 1. The President shall be the chief executive officer 
of the Society, shall be the official spokesman of the Society, 
shall preside at all meetings of the Society and the Council, and 
shall be an ex officio member of all committees except the 
Nominating Committee. 
Section 2. The Vice President, during the absence or disability 
of the President, shall perform the duties of President. Further- 
more, the Vice President shall discharge such other duties as may 
be requested by the President or prescribed by the Council. 
Section 3. The Secretary shall keep a record of the proceedings 
of the Society and the Council, shall have custody of all papers 
and reports ordered placed on file and of all documents and letters 
relating to the official business of the Society, and shall conduct 
the correspondence of the Society not otherwise provided for. 
Section 4. The Treasurer shall keep a current record of all active 
and former members of the Society, shall have custody of the funds 
of the Society, shall deposit them in such F.D.I.C. bank as 
directed by the Council, He shall keep full and accurate accounts 
of all receipts and disbursements and shall render an annual 
written report.

THE GANTT FAMILY OF CALVERT COUNTY 

The Gantt name is an 
on Calvert County, I 

old one of Maryland, and in my research 
have encountered the name many times and 

have also corresponded with Gantt descendants now living in other 
states. One such correspondent is Mrs. Jack Harris of Spring 
Lake, Michigan, who was kind enough to send me a copy of some 
articles published in The Baltimore Sun of 1 and 8 October, 1905, 

entitled "The Gantt Lineage and Arms." This was a most inter- 
esting series and told much about members of the Gantt family and 
their intermarriages with those of other Maryland names.

The Baltimore Sun's articles were written by Emily Emerson 
Lantz, who apparently had a regular column on genealogy in that 
paper. According to her articles on the Gantt family, the Gantts 
of Maryland descended from Gilbertus de Gant, Norman Knight, and 
from the Rev. John Gantt of Highfield House, County Stafford, in 
England, The Rev. John Gantt was rector of Dudley, and his des- 
cesdant Thomas Gantt came to Maryland about 1660 and received 
from Lord Baltimore 350 acres called Myrtle Range, near White's 
Landing on the Patuxent River. This land was first a part of 
Calvert County, but after 1692 it became a part of the newly 
established Prince George's County. 

I have examined many references on the Gantt family, including 
Walter W. Bowie's book The Bowies and Their Kindred, Mr. Louis 
Mackall's booklet on the Mackall family, Edward Blake's book 
Blakes and Allied Families, 
Thomas J. Claggett , --- Utley's The Life and Times of 

and other. I also own a copy of the first 
register and vestry minutes of Christ Church, a complete copy of 
the 1850 census for Calvert, and partial records from All Saints 
Church and now have copied parts of both the 1860 and 1880 census 
records for Calvert. In addition, I have copied tombstone inscrip- 
tions from most of the churches in the county and some from Other 
counties, as well as land records from Calvert and other counties. 
Sometimes, all references do not agree as to children and/or 
parents of a certain generation, but as we all know, the similarity 
of first names within a family can often create problems in 
tracing a line of descent.

Edward, son of Thomas Gantt I, married a Miss Baker and had 
two sons, Edward and Thomas. Thomas Gantt II married Priscilla, 
daughter of Col. Thomas Brooke and his second wife Barbara Dent 
(who was the daughter of Col. Thomas and Rebecca Wilkinson Dent). 
This Thomas II became a justice of the peace for Calvert County 
in 1732, and in 1715 the land of his grandfather known as Myrtle 
Range, now in Prince George's County, was resurveyed for him. 
Thomas Gantt II and Priscilla had at least two children: Ann, 
who married Col. John Broome, son of John and Ann Hooper Broome, 
whose land included most of what is known today as Broome's Island 
in Calvert County; and Thomas Gantt III, who became a physician. 
The fondness for the names Thomas and Edward appeared again in 
their sons, 
and third, 

Thomas and Edward, making these last two the fourth 
respectively, by that name. 

According to the Bowie book, Dr. Thomas Gantt, born about 1710, 
wad the son of Thomas and Priscilla Brooke Gantt, who married in 
1709, and whose other children were Edward and Elizabeth Gantt. 
Edward married Elizabeth (daughter of Robert and Mary Wheeler), 
and Elizabeth married the Rev. Samuel Clagett, as his first wife. 

To further confuse the issue, Utley's book on the life of Bishop 
Claggett stated that Elizabeth Gantt was the daughter of Edward 
Gantt, that she married the Rev, Samuel Chew in 1740, settled 
near Croom, and became the mother of Priscilla and Thomas John 
Chew. Elizabeth Gantt Chew died in 1750, and the Rev. Chew mar- 
ried secondly about 1752 to Anne, daughter of Dr. Gustavus Brown 
of Charles County. The Rev. Chew's daughter, Priscilla, married 
Col. Samuel Chew of Upper Bennett, Calvert County, as his second 
wife, and their son Col. John Hamilton Chew (born 1771) married 
his first cousin Priscilla, daughter of Bishop Claggett, Bishop 
Claggett's father was the Rev, Samuel Claggett, and in 1774 Edward 
Gantt was executor of his estate. 

Upper Bennett is located in the upper part of Calvert near Chesa- 
peake Beach. Members of the Chew and Gantt families lived there 
for many years, and the last one living there was Miss Jane Benson 
Gantt, daughter of Edward and Anne Chew Gantt, who died in 1966 at 
the age of 82. She is buried at All Saints Church, Sunderland, 
where tombstone inscriptions can be found for many members of the 
Chew and Gantt families. There also can be found the inscriptions 
for John H. Chew, who died in 1830 aged 59, and his wife Priscilla 
Elizabeth, 
aged 45, 

"daughter of the Rev, T. J. Claggett," who died in 1843 
as well as Miss Jane's parents: 

1942 aged 90, and Anna, 
Edward Gantt, who died in 

"youngest daughter of Thomas J. and Jane B. 
Chew," who was "married in 1877," and who died in 1885 aged 36. 

Thomas Gantt IV, born 1736, married Susanna, daughter of General 
James John Mackall and Mary Hance (who was a daughter of Mary 
Hutchins and Benjamin Hance). Thomas was active in the Revolu- 
tionary War and (according to Mrs. Lantz) was one of the signers

of the Declaration of Rights in 1775 by the Freemen of Maryland, 
which document was displayed in the State House at Annapolis. 

Another early Gantt family reference I found was contained in the 
will of Mary Bond of Calvert County, dated 12 December 1770. In 
this will, Mary Bond mentioned her sons, Richard and Thomas Bond 
and her daughters, Elizabeth Gantt and Barbara Blake, 
mentioned grandchildren in the Bond, Beckett, Blake, and Smith 
families, and named her son-in-law George Gantt as executor of 
her will. Later, in 1773, George Gantt's name appeared in Testa- 
mentary Proceedings records as executor of the will of Mary Bond, 
and Edward Gantt and Thomas Blake were listed as sureties for him. 
George Gantt and his wife Elizabeth were also executors of the 
estate of John Beckett that same year. Nothing, however, was 
found to indicate the parentage of George Gantt, 

NO Gantts appeared on Calvert County's list of taxables in 1733 
and perhaps it was during that time that the Gantts were living 
in Prince George's County. However, several references indicated 
that about 1750, Thomas Gantt returned to Calvert and bought the 
Tasker plantation, which was near Lower Marlboro. In 1782, a 
Thomas Gantt was listed as a landowner of Lyons Creek Hundred, in 
upper Calvert, He owned lands called Hall's Craft, Ordinary, 
Kingsbury's Marsh, and Grantham Hall, for a total of 893 acres 
assessed atEl391, and had two males over 16, three total whites, 
and 19 slaves listed with him. The 1800 census for Calvert listed 
the following Gantts: Edward, of Christ Church Parish, and Thomas, 
of All Saints Parish. 

There were, in the Gantt family, several who became ministers and 
physicians. One of these was the Rev, Edward Gantt, who was or- 
dained in 1770 and served as rector of Christ Church in Calvert 
County, The vestry minutes of that church showsd that, 1786 
the Rev. Edward Gantt agreed to serve the parish for one year; 
then, in 1789, agreed to serve for three years "for 13,000 pounds 
of tobacco," He served until 1796, and in 1799, the minutes 
recorded that the Rev. Edward Gantt Jr, became rector in place of 
the Rev. Francis Walker, The Rev. Edward Jr, served until 1806, 
when the minutes for 25 February of that year mentioned that a 
vacancy then existed, which was filled in April by the Rev. N. W. 
Lane. According to Mrs. Lantz's articles, the Rev. Edward Gantt I 
was chaplain to the U, S. Senate at five separate times and moved 
west in 1808 where he died in Louisville, Kentucky, at the age of 96, 

The Rev. Edward Gantt, Jr,, is apparently the one whose estate 
settlement presented complications in a court case of 1845, At that 
time Ann Hungerford Morrell, daughter of Ann Gantt, petitioned the 
court to settle the estate of Edward Gantt and his wife Mary, In- 
cluded was the will of the Rev, Edward Gantt, The will mentioned 
hid two sons, Thomas Crompton (or Compton) Gantt and Edward Gantt 
and his daughters, Elizabeth and Ann C. Gantt. To the two sons, he 
left part of the land where he was then living and describe it as 
being on Bagby's Creek and the Patuxent River, running to the 
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boundaries of the lands of Benjamin Williams and General Mackall. 
The remainder of that land was to be divided between the two 
daughters, Elizabeth and Ann C. To his brother Dr. Robert Gantt, 
the Rev. Edward left 500 acres of land in Tennessee and stated 
that the remaining 2000 acres of this land were to go to his 
(Rev. Edward's) eldest son, Thomas C., and the two daughters. He 
also left $720 to "the corporation for distressed widows and chil- 
dren of the clergy of the Protestant Episcopal Church." Execu- 
tors of the will were to be his son, Thomas C., and Gen. Joseph 
Wilkison. Reference was also made to a deed of 1793, in which 
the Rev. Gantt and his wife Mary conveyed their land to Ann 
Crompton (or Compton) in trust for their children, Thomas C., 
Edward , Elizabeth, and Ann C., and in which they retained their 
own life interest. No acres were given, but the land names men- 
tioned were Bigger, Catterton's Lot, Barber's Delight, part of 
Morocco, Parker's Fortune, Jerusalem, Swinfen's Adventure, part 
of Cuckold's Miss, and part of Godsgrace Levells. In the 1845 
case, notation was made that Ann C. had married and died, and 
left a daughter, Ann H. Morrell, the plaintiff in the case; that 
Thomas C, had died about 1829, leaving two sons, Thomas C. (who 
died about 1844) and Virgil Gantts; that Edward (the son) had died 
in 1841 aged 50; and that Elizabeth had died in 1843, leaving no 
children. Therefore, in 1845, the only heirs left were Ann H. 
Morrell and Virgil Gantt, her cousin. Virgil's mother was 
Susanna Gray, who, after the death of Thomas C. Gantt in 1829. 
married a Mr. Wilkinson. Ann H. Morrell's mother, Ann Gantt 
Hungerford, was also mentioned in a case in 1833 concerning the 
land her husband Thomas Hungerford had owned. When the 1845 case 
was finally settled, the land was surveyed for 633 acres called 
The Ordinary and was divided between Virgil Gantt and Arm H. 
Morrell. The survey described the land as being on Ramsey Creek 
and the river and followed much the same description as in the 
will of Edward Gantt. Ann H. Morrell's daughter, Ann became the 
wife of Richard H. Hagner and for many years lived on her part 
of the Gantt estate. The last member of the family to live there 
was the daughter Frances, who died in 1943. She and her parents 
are buried at St. Paul's Church Prince Frederick. In 1858 Virgil 
Gantt and his wife Mary Jane sold Margaret Anderson 200 acres of 
Godsgrace Levells, and in 1880 the Anderson heirs sold the same 
land to Thomas L. Hutchins, my husband's grandfather. Virgil, Gantt 
apparently died in 1872, for a deed of that year mentioned land of 
his which had been purchased from his estate by Mason L. Weems of 
the Weems Steamboat Line. 

It would seem that the land of the Rev, Edward Gantt also included 
what is known today as Cedar Hill. The brick home On that prop- 
erty is one of the cross-form homes still standing in Maryland, 
and in a family graveyard there. I found the tombstone inscription 
of Dr. Thomas C. Gantt, who died 1829 in his forty-third year. 
The family lot there is a large one, and while this was only 
Stone I could find at the time, Mr. Ridgely, in Historic Graves of 
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Edward, son of Dr. Thomas and Susan Gantt, who died 1831 at the 
age of four. Cedar Hill was also once known as part of Bigger 
and as such, in 1782, was described as 1065 acres owned by Ann 
Crompton. Godsgrace, nearby, (200 acres) was surveyed in 1663 for 
John Bagby, and it was probably this Bagby for whom Bagby's Creek, 
later called Ramsey Creek, was named. By 1771 Godsgrace belonged 
to Thomas Crompton (100 acres) and James John Mackall (617 acres). 
By 1782 Ann Crompton owned 50 acres, Benjamin Mackall owned 575 
acres , and Betty Wilkinson owned 120 acres of the same-named land. 

An interesting case occurred in 1827 concerning part of Godsgrace 
Levells, which involved Thomas C. Gantt and others versus Daniel 
Gantt and others. The record stated that Thomas Gantt of Prince 
George's County owned land in Calvert County, part of Godsgrace 
Levells, and had sold 133 acres of it to a William Boyd in 1814. 
Boyd assigned the land to Tubman K. Long, who in 1822 reassigned 
the land to Dr. Gantt, the plaintiff. The will of Dr. Gantt, 
made in 1819 and probated in 1820 was included in the case. In 
it Dr. Gantt left to the children of Ruth Perrie (whom he named) 
a legacy of $4000, left him by his cousin Dr. William Potts of 
Frederick County, and also his interest in 157 acres in Frederick 
County, described as Suscarvia, part of the estate of Mrs. Rebecca 
Mackall. He also left to the Perrie children the note due him 
from William Boyd for the purchase of Godsgrace Levells, After . 
Dr. Gantt's death, his land descended to his brothers and sisters: 
1) Daniel of Frederick County, his eldest brother; 2) Charles of 
Calvert County, then deceased, whose children were Charles and 
Richard, of legal age, and Thomas, Elizabeth, and Sarah, then 
under 21; 3) Richard of South Carolina; 4) John M. then deceased, 
who had two sons, William, of legal age, and Edward, under 21; 
5) Ann, wife of Robert Wood, both deceased, but who left children, 
Thomas of Prince George's County, Susanna, deceased, Ann, wife of 
Robert Crane, 
burn), 

then living in Louisiana; 6) Mary Newburn (or New- 
a widow, of Anne Arundel County; 7) Sarah, wife of John W. 

Beall, both of whom were deceased, leaving children Laura L., 
Sarah E. P., John, Priscilla, and Ann of D. C. 

Still another reference to this land was found at the Hall of 
Records in Annapolis in the Chancery Court Records for 1811, when 
the settlement of Mrs. Rebecca Mackall's estate occurred. Mrs. 
Mackall died in 1810 and owned 925 acres called Resurvey on Tus- 
carora in Frederick County, also 687.5 acres in Calvert County 
called Godsgrace Levells, plus an additional 17.5 acres in Calvert 
called Prevention. Rebecca left several brothers and sisters, 
including Sarah, wife of Thomas Gantt. Sarah and Thomas Gantt 
were then dead and left a son Thomas and a daughter Sarah, the 
wife of John H. Beall. A plat of the division of the land was 
also included in the estate settlement, showing the land which 
was allotted to Thomas C. Gantt as 133 acres, bordering on Ramsey 
Creek, bounded by Hunting Creek and the Patuxent. Mrs. S. S. Mackall 
in Early Days of Washington gives a vivid description of the Mackall 
home at Godsgrace which was burned by the British in 1814.

BOOK REVIEW by George Ely Russell, C.G. 

Index of Marriage Licenses, Prince George's Co, Md., 1777-1886, 
By Helen W. Brown, 4704 Fordham Rd., College Park, MD 20740, 1971, 
vo 249 ppm Paper covers. $8.50, (Society purchase) 

As is explained in the author's foreword, marriage licenses were 
not required in Maryland until 1777, and searchers should also 
check church registers for marriage records. Mrs. Brown has tran- 
scribed from the original record books at the Hall of Records, 
Annapolis, the over 6,500 licenses issued in the period 1777-1886. 
The over 13,000 names have been arranged in alphabetical order, 
thus obviating the need for a separate index to brides. This type 
of arrangement, while making extra work for the compiler, certainly 
eases the searcher's task of finding names of interest. 

This book is very nicely duplicated from well-typed copy and is 
easy to use, Our only criticism is of the compiler's practice of 
converting all month dates to numerals, which can only lead to con- 
fusion and error. Professional style manuals recommend that all 
dates be presented in order day-month (spelled out or abbreviated)- 
year, Example: 1 April 1884, not 4-l-1884, 

The purchase of this book reflects the Society's library accession 
policy of giving precedence to the acquisition of newly published 
genealogical source records pertaining to Prince George's County.

Other Gantt references found in th& records of Christ Church show 
that on 24 November 1774, John Broome married Betty Heighe Gantt, 
that their son John was born October 1775, and another son James 
Mackall Broome was born June 1778, Also in 1801 Charles and 
Thomas C, Gantt were listed as members there, and in 1811 Charles 
Gantt was elected chapel warden, In 1794 a Mary Gantt was con- 
firmed by the Rev, Dr. Glaggett, Bishop of Maryland, 

Perhaps this Charles Gantt was the same one mentioned in Mrs. 
Lantz's articles as the one born in 1773 who became the husband of 
a Miss Parran. A reference at the Hall of Records indicated that 
Elizabeth, wife of John Fitzhugh, was the daughter of Richard 
Parran and sister of Mary, wife of Charles Gantt, and of Sarah, 
wife of Mr. Gunn. In the biographical section of the Tercentenary 
History of Maryland, there is the family record of Mrs. William E. 
Northam Mrs. 
Handy Crockett. 

Northam is the daughter of Ada Stevens and William 
Ada Stevens' mother was Sarah Elizabeth Gantt 

(18304878) who married Fuller Eddy Stevens in 1853, Mrs. Northam's 
record indicated that Charles Gantt, born 1773, married in 1798 to 
Mary Parran, who was born 1776. Sarah E, Gantt Stevens is buried 
at Middleham Chapel, Calvert County, as is Mrs. Northam's husband, 
William E,, who died in 1959. 

The 1850 census for Calvert County shows several Gantts living 
there in various parts of the county. In the first district, 
Charles F, Gantt, aged 10, and John E, Gantt, aged 16, were living 
in the home of Samuel and Sarah Hook, and by 1860 both of these men 
had married and were living in the first district as neighbors. In 
1865 Charles, Mary S., John E, and Arabella Gantt, along with James, 
Sarah, and Rachel D. Hooper sold Zachariah Hungerford 200 acres in 
the first district. Then in 1877 part of land called Parran's Park 
teds sold to Margaretta K, Dawkins, and in the deed mention was made 
of Mary S. Hooper, whose daughter Arabella married John E. Gantt, 
theoaxe John E, who in 1850 was 16 years old. Still later in 1883 
a land record showed the children of Charles F. Gantt as Thomas E. 
and Charles F., over 21, and also John J,, Sarah S., Mary E., Annie 14 J l , and William W. Gantt, under 21, This land was conveyed to 
Thomas E,, son of Charles Gantt, Charles F. Gantt, son of Charles

is buried at St, Paul's Methodist Church, Lusby, Maryland, along 
other family members. 

In the second district in 1850 the only Gantt name which appeared 
was that of Virgil Gantt, aged 28, with land valued at $10,000. His 
neighbors were Holdsworth Bowen, whose daughter became the wife of 
Thomas L. Hutchins (~110, as I mentioned earlier, bough-t part of 
Godsgrace Levels in 1880)) and Ann H. Morrell, wife of Frederick 
Morrell (of New Hampshire), his cousin. By 1860 Virgil had married 
Mary and had two children - Margaret, aged three, and Thomas, aged 
5 months, Thomas L, Anderson was living nearby, and it was his 
heirs who later acquired some of the Gantt land, and Holdsworth 
Bowen was still a neighbor.

Catterton was mentioned in the 1793 deed from the Rev, Edward 
Gantt and his wife Mary to Ann Crompton, and in 1877 the name oC- 
curred again when Isaac Bowen, who had married the Rev. Gantt's 
daughter Elizabeth, sold the land which Elizabeth had owned - 150 
acres called Catterton's Lot - to Peregrine Bowen. This land too 
adjoined Ceder Hill. 

Mrs. Lantz's articles mentioned that Virgil Gantt married Mary 
Steuart and had a son Henry Lawrence Gantt, who in 1905 was living 
in New York state and had some of the original papers of the Rev. 
Edward Gantt. Virgil Gantt and his family appeared in the records 
of St. Paul's Church, Prince Frederick, in 1860, and one of the 
children was listed as Harry Lawrence Gantt. 

Lands in the third district were also owned by members of the 
Gantt family. One of the earliest references I found there was a 
deed of 1794 in which Thomas H. Lyles sold Theodore Hodgkins 100 
acres called Gantt's Purchase and part of Turner's Place. Then 
in 1796 William Gover of Prince George's County sold Robert Gantt 
of Calvert County 125 acres called Harnisham. Also, in 1812 Thomas 
Gantt of Anne Arundel County and John Gantt of Calvert County sold 
William C. Hodgkins 10 acres of Dunkirk, described as "on the west 
side of the mill branch opposite the mill race." On the 1850 cen- 
sus for the third district, Charles T. Gantt, aged 7, was living 
in the household of John and Sarah Morsell, and the families of 
Richard Gantt and his wife Ann E, and Thomas J. Gantt and his 
wife Emily were also listed. Anna, wife of Edward Gantt, obtained 
250 acres in the third district in 1877 from Samuel Chew, who had 
previously obtained it from the same two people, and in 1880 the 
widow and children of Thomas J. Gantt conveyed part of his land to 
a daughter, Maria Gantt, who was then the wife of Joseph B. Bourne. 
This Thomas J. Gantt died in 1858 at the age of 40, and his widow 
Emily later married Dr. Lewis G. Sparrow of Baltimore. In a deed 
of 1883 this was mentioned when Emily Sparrow and her husband sold 
John Gantt, son of Thomas J., 110 acres adjoining that which be- 
longed to Maria Bourne. Still later, in 1894, John Gantt sold his 
interest to George B. Gantt, and in 1923 his widow sold the land 
to James E. Bourne whose heirs still own some of this land. 

Richard Hall Gantt also owned land in the third district in 1876. 
He was, according to Mrs. Lantz, the son of Thomas Gantt of Prince 
George's County and Mary Smith Hall, and had a brother John F. 
Gantt. Richard Hall Gantt married Ann Elizabeth Gibson of Calvert 
County. Their sons were Thomas J., Richard E., Francis, and the 
Rev. John Gibson Gantt. Richard H. Gantt died in 1869, and Ann E. 
died in 1881; both are buried at All Saints, Sunderland, where 
their son, the Rev. John G. (1855-1933) is also buried. It was 
the Rev. John G. who was twice married, both times to women whose 
first name was Laura, and both women are buried at Christ Church, 
Chaptico, St. Mary's County. Francis Gantt attended St. John's 
College and became a lawyer in 1882. He was also State's Attorney 
for Calvert County for several years and was elected to the House 
of Delegates from Calvert in 1889. He married Margaret Waring

Hall and in 1890 obtained land in Prince Frederick adjoining 
St. Paul's Church, which his widow later sold. The house in which 
he lived is still there and is presently owned by Dr. Charles 
Murto. Part of this land was once known as the Tavern Lot, which 
had formerly belonged to Judge Daniel R. Magruder, Francis Gantt 
died in 1912 and is buried at St. Paul's Church. Also at St. Paul's 
can be found the tombstone of Richard Roberts (1836-19011, son of 
Richard and Elizabeth Gantt Roberts, and his wife Marietta Morsell 
(1845-1918), as well as some of their children, 

Among small references I found was one in the Md. Roster for the 
War of 1812 which listed Charles Gantt as Captain of the 31st 
Regiment, which was composed of men from Calvert and Anne Arundel 
Counties, Also in the Md, Manual I found that John Mackall Gantt 
of Prince George's County was a judge of the Court of Appeals from 
1806-1812 and that Benjamin L, Gantt, also of Prince George's, was 
Speaker of the House of Delegates of Maryland in 1835. 

The Blake book contains many references to the Gantt name. Accord- 
ing to that book, Barbara, daughter of Thomas and Elizabeth Heighe 
Blake, married a Dr. Thomas Gantt of Calvert County and had three 
children, who died young. Maria Turner Blake (1793-1840) married 
1st Dr. Edward Gantt, 2nd James Perry Bourne, and 3rd Samuel Turner, 
By her first husband, Edward Gantt, she had two children: Barbara, 
who married William Edelin, and Edward, who never married, By 
her second husband, James P. Bourne, she had a daughter Emily, 
who ( as was mentioned earlier, married 1st Thomas J, Gantt and 
2nd Dr. Louis (or Lewis) Sparrow. Mary Heighe Blake (17%18X), 
daughter of Col. Joseph and Elizabeth Bourne Blake, married 1st in 
1812 John Gantt and had three children: Elizabeth, born 1815, who 
married Richard Roberts, and also sons Thomas and Edward. Mary H. 
Blake Gantt married 2nd John Perry Wailes and had three daughters: 
Maria: Sally, who married her cousin, George Bourne; and Mary 
Susan, who married Frederick Strohm of Germany. A deed of 1837 
confirmed the fact that Elizabeth Roberts was the daughter of John 
Gantt, and at that time Elizabeth obtained 365 acres of Angellica 
and Mears on the bay near Plum Point, 

These then are some of the references to the Gantt family of Cal- 
vert County, whose descendants were later found in other counties 
and states. There are no Cantts now living in Calvert, but some 
of their descendants in the Bourne, Broome, Mackall, Roberts, and 
other families do s-till live there.

We learned that very old rag 
paper is sometimes strengthened by this process and that cheap 
paper and ink that runs in water are modern "conveniences," 
He also described their laminating process and showed some samples. 

We enjoyed Mr. Skordas' revelations on the reasons for the local 
clerks" reluctance to release the records to a central facility, 
There was even talk that the records were not kept but were taken 
in one door and out the other - to be shipped to the Yankees.
