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MINUTES OF THE PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY GENEALOGICAL SOCIETY 
Wednesday, January 2, 1974 

The meeting was called to order by Vice President Jeanne Bornefeld. Three guests 
were present: Elizabeth C. Kelly, Lavelle Hughes, and Donald Welch. 

The outgoing Treasurer, Mr. John Dennison, reported a balance of $682.96 in the 
savings account, $103.84 in the checking account, and $1.80 in cash. He also stated 
that there would be a breakdown of committee expenditures in the next issue of the 
BULLETIN. 

President Donald Barnes took over chairmanship of the meeting having been de- 
layed due to traffic.

She also 
announced for Query Editor, Fred Bevenour, that he needs more queries for the BULLETIN. 
Mrs. Mayhew also announced the arrival of three books from Brother David Richardson, 
a subscription member from Crosier Seminary in Onamia, Minnesota. 

The Records Committee Chairman, Mr. Laird Towle, reported that Mrs. Wells has 
abstracted the entire first book of Prince George's County deeds. He felt that other 
Society members should make a concerted effort to abstract Prince George's County 
information. He asked for members to serve on the committee. 

The Library Committee Chairman, Mrs. Jane Wardrip, reported that she had re- 
ceived a booklet entitled “Genealogies and Family Histories" from Xerox-University 
Microfilms. This is a catalog of microfilm publications available from University 
Microfilms. 

New Business 
President Barnes reminded the Society that a vote was needed on the By-Law re- 

vision (printed in the Nov. BULLETIN, p.106) of Article IX, Section 1, which would 
add a new Membership Committee to the list of present Standing Committees. Mr. 
Towle moved that we adopt the By-Law revision; it was carried unanimously. 

Four new members were elected to membership: Lavelle Hughes, Elizabeth C. Kelly, 
Ellen J. H. Paul, and Donald Welch.

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GENEALOGICAL NOTE TAKING AND RECORD KEEPING by Dr. Laird C. Towle 

Everyone beginning in genealogy is immediately faced with the problems 
of how to take suitable notes and how to store or file them. Each of 
us tends to develop our own system of record keeping which we vary and 
modify as we gain experience or as our needs change. Note taking and 
record keeping are basic to genealogical research. It is wise to con- 
sider our ultimate objectives before selecting the means of achieving 
them. The genealogist's objective is usually to assemble biographical 
sketches of individuals or families that will provide an accurate and 
interesting account of their lives and characters. In addition, if 
our work is to be accepted and believed, it must be suitably docu- 
mented with references to the original sources of information. 

The data sources used by genealogists were not originally prepared 
for their use but rather to serve some other rather specific social 
purposes. Hence it is usually necessary for the genealogist to col- 
lect bits and pieces of data from diverse sources, sort them, and 
reassemble them into the desired genealogical format. By properly de- 
signing our record-keeping system we can expedite the collecting 
sorting and reassembling of data, while minimizing the drudgery in- 
volved. The specific recommendations we will make have worked suc- 
cessfully for us and generally meet the requirements of simplicity and 
logical order. However, we must recognize at the onset that no system 
is perfect and that many workable variations are possible. 

One of our prime objectives is to create a collection of permanent 
value that can be passed on to some other interested person when we 
are through with it. Hence it is essential that it be based on clear, 
simple, organizational principles that anyone can work with. Our 
record-keeping system consists of a single basic element, an alphabet- 
ically arranged biographical file. This file contains dossiers on 
the specific individuals we have researched, cross references to all 
the people mentioned in these files , photocopies of records pertaining 
to families of interest to us, and our research logs on the families 
we have researched. We use 3- ring loose-leaf notebooks for this file. 
They have advantages over other possible media in terms of flexibility, 
ease of use, low cost, and wide availability. In addition, an 81/2 x11 
sheet of paper will hold a reasonable amount of data. Photocopied 
material is frequently on 81/2 x11 sheets and can be punched and inserted 
in this file as appropriate. Odd sized sheets can be cut and taped 
onto 81/2 x11 sheets or folded to fit. Sometimes it is preferable to use 
a large envelope which is punched along the bottom and inserted like a 
page in the notebook co hold odds and ends of material that we do not 
wish to mutilate. However, envelopes take up extra space in the file 
and the material in them is less readily accessible; so we do not use 
envelopes where they can be avoided. 

As we collect data it is absolutely essential that we keep track of 
what records have been searched, as well as recording the useful data 
found. For this purpose we need to keep a research log. We begin a 
new research log for each new surname we begin to research so that 
when we complete our study of that name or set it aside, we can file 
that log in our biographical file under the appropriate surname. Then

at a later date should we need to come back to that surname for 
further work, we will have a record of what we did in the past. Our 
log is also the logical place to jot down conclusions or inferences 
drawn from our research and also for listing things to be done and 
sources to be checked to further the research. We may have several 
logs "working" at any given time. 

The log should be primarily a chronological listing of the references 
or records searched and some indication of the results obtained, the 
quality of the records, etc. Be sure to record the date and location 
of your searching; you may need to come back to these same references 
later and will need to know where you found them. Also be certain to 
take down complete references--full titles, authors, and place and 
date of publication for books, and the corresponding data for periodi- 
cals, manuscripts, and microfilms. List each source completely before 
you look through it; then record what you find and what you looked 
for. For example, if you look in the index to a book or record 
series for mention of John Smith and find none, write "no John Smith' 
in index" after the bibliographic reference. If you are looking for 
any Smith references but find none, write "no Smith in index." If 
the source has no index and you do not have the time at the moment 
for a page by page search, write "no index--not searched." Always 
record all your negative results, and make it clear what you 
searched for. 

If you are fortunate in searching for the Smiths, you might record: 
John Smith p. 27, 118, 322 
Joseph Smith pm 27, 29 
Lemuel Smith p. 118, 300 
see files 

noting the specific page entries that we would probably jot down in 
any event. The "see files" is the important entry, however, because 
that shows we have recorded all the data we found on these men onto 
biographical pages for our files. If we had only taken down data 
from a few of those page references, we would have put check marks by 
those page references we had recorded. 

The "see files" reference brings us to a description of how our bio- 
graphical file is organized. It might seem more natural to record 
the data we have found on our log sheets and then sort and recopy it 
later at home. But that means writing everything twice which wastes 
time and introduces more opportunity for copying errors. It is pref- 
erable to combine our sorting and collecting operations whenever 
possible to eliminate the intermediate steps. Since our aim is to 
reassemble data into family sketches, our biographical file is organ- 
ized primarily by family units thus combining the sorting and re- 
assembling operations insofar as possible. The file consists pri- 
marily of two types of pages; main pages containing data about the 
members of specific family units filed under the name of the husband 
and secondary pages which are simply cross references to the people 
mentioned on the main pages other than the head of the household. In 
practice our families do not come pre-packaged, and we have data on 
many individuals, both male and female, who do not fit into any

family units in the beginning. Our system is designed to help in 
fitting these people into families more or less "automatically," 

For filing purposes the husband is considered the head of the house- 
hold and his full name and year of birth are placed on the upper right- 
hand side of the file page and are used for alphabetical filing of the 
pages. A man may marry several times but is considered to have only 
one family for filing purposes, since when we write up that family 
they will be treated as a unit regardless of the number of wives. On 
the other hand a woman who marries more than once is considered to 
have belonged to several different families and data regarding her is 
filed on the sheets pertaining to her different husbands. This is 
consistent with our definition of a family and avoids duplication of 
records. Similarly, data pertaining to young children and unmarried 
daughters is filed on the father's page. Data on adult males is 
recorded on their own separate file on the presumption that they will 
head a family, although that is not always the case. Data on married 
daughters is, of course, filed under their husbands' names. Data on 
unconnected individuals, either male or female, is recorded on sepa- 
rate files under their names pending the discovery of how they fit 
into known families. 

To be more specific: birth records are recorded in the father's file 
and marriage records in the groom's file. The death record of a 
child is filed under the father's name, for a male adult under his 
own name, for a married female under her husband's name, and for an 
unmarried female adult under her father's name, etc. The objective 
is to place the information in only one location in. the file, that 
location being where it would be utilized in writing a genealogical 
sketch of the family. Thus, when we go to an archives to research 
the Smith family, we take our Smith file with us and add data to 
existing pages or create new file pages as necessary. In this manner 
we effectively integrate our collection, sorting, and reassembling 
operations and minimize the rewriting of data. 

At this point we have only discussed data files which are headed by 
the name of their principal subject. The wives, children, and mis- 
cellaneous people mentioned In these files cannot be found without an 
extensive search, but we must be able to locate all of these people 
if we are to succeed in fitting the families together. This is ac- 
complished by cross references which we make out after we get home 
from the library or court house. Basically, every name appearing on 
every main file other than the one appearing at the top of the page 
should be cross-indexed; we need to be able to find essentially every 
person named in our files. There may be a few exceptions. For ex- 
ample, you may decide not to index children known to have died young 
or officials such as judges, recorders, ministers, etc. These can be 
omitted without substantial loss in most cases. 

A single 81/2 x11 page will hold numerous cross references, but we will 
find that most of our cross-reference pages will have only a single 
entry on them, That may appear to be a waste of paper or space, but 
it more than compensates by being extremely convenient; all our

references to John Smith wil 1 be in one location in the file which 
will help in fitting them together. Married women are something of a 
nuisance when it comss to cross-indexing because they have to be 
indexed under every name by which they were known, i.e., their maiden 
name and all their married names. Thus Hannah Smith, daughter of 
Isaac Smith, who married (1) John Doe and (2) Frank Jones would be 
cross referenced on pages headed by the names Hannah Smith, Hannah 
(Smith) Doe, and Hannah (Smith, Dot) Jones. The cross referen-ce must 
always be to a data page, not to another cros$ reference. Thus on 
the three cross reference pages for Hannah, the reference might be to 
her father or to either of her husbands, depending on where the data 
was recorded, All cross references to "Hannah Smith" will be recorded 
on the same page and as they accumulate we may be led to suspect that 
some of them refer to one and the same person. +--check of the data 
pages may show that this is indeed the case and thus a connection has 
been brought to our attention by our filing system;

3 'addition we need cross 
references such as "see John Doe" for people who are mentioned but 
whose relationship is either not known or not close enough to use the 
abbreviations. As names on the main entry pages are cross-indexed 
they should be underlined or otherwise marked so that you can tell at 
a glance later that they have been indexed. Remember that'as time 
passes you will add data to these main entry files and that there is 
no need to duplicate th$ cross references., 

Pages will be file? in 2hc Xographicai file alphabetically by sur- 
names. Under a given szrrlarz items will be arranged in the following 
order: (1) 105s 04 resowrch. on that surname, (2) photocopies or ab-- 
stracts of data oil that I:; lrn;-1cc which have not been broken down onto 
individual family sheet%, (3) zross reference sheets and main data 
sheets alphabetically a-;i%nge?. by given names. Within a specific 
given name the crczs reference pages are filed first, the undated data 
sheets are filed second, and then the dated sheets in chronological 
order. 

A very important subject not discussed sufficiently up to this point 
is documentation. We have noted <hat complete documentation is re- 
corded in the research log, but that is not enough. When we be@n to 
compose our genealogical sketches we will need specific and accurate 
documentation supporting the statements drawn from the main biographi- 
cal files. Thus as we are recording data in these files, it is essen- 
tial that each entry be accompanied by its correct citation just as it 
appears in the research log, Some ccmpromise on this point may be 
permissible when you have a large number of entries based on a single 
well-known reference, especially if the full citation is very long 
and involved. in that case it may be permissible to use an abbrevi- 
ated reference; but this is very dangerous because, if the complete 
reference is lost, the suthenticity of your data immediately becomes 
suspect, and you may be faced with formidable problems when you come 
to prepare your genealogical sketches,

With this system you will be able to retrieve data on nearly every 
person in your files with little effort, the unconnected people will 
appear together under any given name, the cross references will help 
to uncover their connections with the known families, the data will be 
partially arranged in the form you will want for publication, and the 
necessary documentation will be readily at hand. In addition, this 
system is simple to understand and use and reduces to a minimum any 
dependence,-on memory. It is also sufficiently flexible that it adapts :' 
to changing needs and can .be instituted'at any time.

Q. 15, I found my ancestor% birth recorded in a Scottish parish 
register as Andrew, son of Robert Lamont and Isabel Ferguson.

A. The Scots were quite frank "about illegitimacy and specified it 
in their parish registers of baptisms. The maiden name of the 
mother was invariably recorded, as well as the specific locale of 
the couple*s residence,. and even the father's occupation. In towns 
where there were two men of the same name, the registers often 
distinguished between them by providing the names of their fathers, 
Example: Robert Lamont, of Hugh; Robert Lamont, of Andrew. Such 
good record-keeping practices are very advantageous to genealogists 
working on Scottish families.

Bessie Wilmarth Gahn, Original Patentees of Land at Washington Prior 
to 1700. (1936; reprinted 1969) Genealogical Publishing Company, Inc. 
'w St. Paul Place, Baltimore MD 21202. 85 pp. Index. $8.50.

This book on patentees of the Washington, D. C. area contains both 
historical and genealogical information. It is divided into four 
parts, the first part giving a brief background on the settlement of 
the area, how land was allotted, and the present availability of and 
repositories for these recor,ds. In Part Two, each of the eighteen 
original land owners at Washington City is treated separately, with 
biographical and genealogical data being given in addition to descrip- 
tions of the land they held. The author is to be commended for a 
thorough citation of records used. The patentees were: William 
Hutchinson, John Watson, John Langworth, John Lewger, Richard and 
William Pinner, John Peerce, Francis Pope, Robert Troope, George 
Thompson, Walter Houp, Walter Thompson, Andrew Clarke, Zachariah Wade, 
Richard Evans, William Atcheson, Walter Evans, Col. Henry Jowles, and 
Col. Ninean Beall. Also included in Part Two are lists of land owners 
in th8 District of Columbia area that was once part of Maryland, Vir- 
ginia, and Analostan Island (now called Theodore Roosevelt Island). 
The Maryland list includes the tract name, number of acres, date and 
Annapolis reference. 

Part Three is devoted to relations with the Indians previous to 1700 
and Part Four contains excerpts from seventeenth century documents. 
The index to persons and places indicates only in which of the four 
parts the reference is to be found; no page is given, which is 
regrettable. On the whole a very useful reference book.

As is explained in the author's foreword, marriage licenses were not 
required in Maryland until 1777, and searchers should,also check church 
registers for marriage records. Urs. Brown has transcribed from the 
original record books at the Hall of Records, Annapolis, the over 6,500 
licenses issued in the period 17774886. The over 13,000 names have 
been arranged in alphabetical order, thus obviating the need for a sepa- 
rate index to brides. This type of arrangement, while making extra work 
for the compiler, certainly eases the searcher% task of finding names 
of interest. 

Our only criticism is of the compiler% practice of converting all 
month dates to numerals, which can only lead to confusion and error. 
Professional style manuals recommend that all dates be presented in 
order day - month (spelled out or abbreviated) - year. 
1 April 1884, not 4-l-1884.

The book is divided into two sections with a short introduction which 
gives a little of the history of the Maryland Gazette from its estab- 
lishment in 1727 by William Parks. 

The first section deals with marriage and death notices. The majority of 
these deal with Maryland people but not just from the Annapolis area as 
there are obituaries from the other counties. One' of the most interest- 
ing obituaries appears on page 64: 

"Mrs. Barbara Franks, died at her residence in German Township en the 
Sabbath morning, 12th ult. in her 98th yr. She was born in Germany 
in 1741 and came to America in 1775' with herfather, Conrad Bradenburg. 
She married Jacob Franks, and they went to western Pa. She was the 
mother of 4 sons, 3 daughters, 64 grandchildren, 303 great-grand- 
children and had 93 of her fourth generation. 

Here we have six generations of one family if we take the time to read 
the obituary. The Franks of western Pennsylvania, if they do not have 
this information, should be very appreciative of Mr. Barnes' work. 

The second section gives notes on Maryland clergy. By knowSng what 
churches or circuits the minister in question served it 5s possible to 
find your ancestors and to trace their movements and migrations more 
easily. The religion of the minister will often assist the researcher 
in moving the pedigree back another generation or two. 

A must for anyone with Maryland ancestry. The references to Prince 
George's County are too numerous to mention, no doubt they will aid and 
assist in our ultimate collections. Mr. Barnes has given us a valuable 
aid-use it.

BOOK REVIEW by Shirley Langdon Wilcox, C.G. 

Clifford Neal Smith, Federal Land Series, Volume 1, 1788-1810. (1972) 
American Library Association, Chicago. 338 pp. Indexed. Purchased 
by the Society. 

Using various sources, the author has compiled a listing of land 
patents 'granted in the area that is now Ohio. This very valuable 
material cannot be found in court houses, as it is only when the 
original purchaser sells his land that it is recorded in county records. 
Sources for this. volume include files of the U. S. Treasury, the U. S. 
Dept. of State, the General Land office, district land offices, miscel- 
laneous records including those of speculative land companies and 
records of the U. S. Senate and House. Previous to publication of this 
work there was no index to purchasers of land recorded in the above 
sources. The reader should be cautioned that this work is not all in- 
clusive as there are other sources such*as Federal bounty-land warrants 
and grants made by the original thirteen states, which are not included. 

A vast amount of data is covered in this volume. In order to make use 
of the data,, it is essential that the reader read the introduction 
thoroughly. There are four sections to this volume. The first, and 
largest, is the calendar of archival material. Each entry is given a 
serial number and includes among other data the date the manuscript was 
calendared, the name of the patentee, 
abouts' of the land tract. 

and a description of the where- 
The manuscript source is also cited, giving 

the microfilm roll and page numbers. 

The second section is a name index and the third a subject index. 
Reference is made to the serial numbers, rather than the page, which 
greatly speeds the time it takes in checking entries of interest. 

The fourth and final section is a tract index. Included in this section 
are three tract maps. Two pages in the introduction are devoted to an 
explanation of their use. It is this reviewer's opinion that many 
readers will find this explanation somewhat lacking. The reader is, 
however, referred to another publication for further clarification, A 
few paragraphs on reading tract maps would have been most helpful for 
the novice.

BOOK REVIEW by Shirley Langdon Wilcox, C.G. 

Kenn Stryker-Rodda, Genealogical Research Volume 2. 1971: The American 
Society of Genealogists. Purchased by the Society. 

Those who are familiar with volume 1, which is now being revised, will 
be happy to know that volume 2 follows the mark of excellence estab- 
lished in the first volume. 

Volume 2 consists of two parts, Regional Genealogy and Special Studies. 
The individual chapters were written by specialists in the various 
fields, many of them Fellows of The American Society of Genealogists. 

Part 1, Regional Genealogy, begins with a chapter on Northwest Territory 
migrations by the late Lucy Mary Kellogg. It then continues by devoting 
a chapter to each of the expansion states east of the Mississippi River, 
viz. Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Michigan, Wisconsin, Iowa, Kentucky, 
Tennessee, Alabama, Louisiana, and Mississippi. 

Part 2, Special Studies, contains chapters on Ontario, Huguenot Migra- 
tions, and Jewish Migrations. The content and format of each chapter 
vary as the authors were free to present their material as they saw 
fit. However, each chapter usually contains a general history of the 
area, data on the type of records available and where they can be found, 
the collections of state or other large libraries, periodicals published 
containing information pertinent to that area, and lists of general 
reference books for the area. 

This 'is an excellent reference book and should be on the "must purchase" 
list for anyone who had ancestors living in the areas covered.

Pay close attention to dates. Dates are important in the 
study of cause and effect. Did a mental breakdown 0ccu.r . 
before or after a family death? Also there is the anni* 
versary phenomenon, e.g., a person dying on a birth or 
wedding anniversary. 

Determine sibling rank. ." 

Find out relationships between family members, especially 
strong relationshfps both positive and negative.

ARTICLE I - NAME. The name of the Society shall be the Prince 
George's County Genealogical Society. 

ARTICLE II - SOCIETY SEAL. The seal of the Society shall be the 
same asthe official seal of Prince George's County, to which the . 
words “Genealogical Society" are added. 

ARTICLE III - NONPROFIT CHARACTER. The Society shall be operated 
as a nonprofit organization, no part of the net earnings of which 
shall inure to the. benefit of any .private individual.

ARTICLE IX - COMMITTEES 
Section 1. The standing committees shall be Program, Membership, 
Publications, Records, and Education. They shall be chaired by 
the elected officers specified above. 
Section 2@ The President shall appoint the members of the standing 
committees with the advice and consent of the respective chairman. 

Section 3. The business of the Society shall be conducted through

appoint ad hoc committees when necessary for specific purposes with 
the advice and consent of the Council, 

ARTICLE X - NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS* 
Section 1, At the regular meeting of the Society in April of each 
year the President shall announce the appointment of a Nominating 
Committee consisting of a Chairman and three other members. The 

Chairman of the Nominating Committee shall be the Immediate Past 
President, If that position is vacant, the President shall appoint 

as Chairman some other former President or Council member with the 
advice and consentof the Council. The three other members shall 
be appointed by the President with the advice and consent of the 
Council, 
Section 2e The committee shall nominate a candidate for each 
elected office@ They shall also nominate an Auditor to perform 
the annual audit of the Society's finances. The report of the 
Nominating Committee shall be presented at the first regular meet- 
ing in May, 
Section 3. The election shall be held at the regular June meeting 
other nominations may be accepted from the floor prior to the elec- 
tion. The consent of each nominee must have been obtained prior

Section 4, All officers and the Auditor shall be elected by a 
majority vote cast by ballot and/or voice vote. 
Section 5. Officers shall be elected to serve for one term.

The rules contained in Roberts' Rules of Order Revised 
shall govern the Society in all cases in which they are not incon- 
sistent with the By-Laws of the Society. 
Section 4. At all regular meetings, the suggested order of busi- 
ness shall be as follows: (1) Introduction of guests, (2) Correc- 
tions of the minutes of the preceding meeting, (3) Report of the 
Council, (4) Report of the Secretary, (5) Report of the Treasurer, 
(6) Reports from Committee Chairmen, (7) Election of New Members, 
(8) Unfinished Business, (9) New Business, and (10) such lectures, 
instruction, exhibits, or entertainment as has been arranged by 
the Program Committee. 
Section 5. The Auditor's report on the preceding year is due at 
the regular October meeting. 

ARTICLE XII - AMENDMENTS. An amendment to these By-Laws may be 
made by a -two-thirds vote of the members of the Society voting, 
such proposed amendment having been submitted to the Council in 
writing signed by at least five members, and the notice of such 
proposed amendment having been mailed or given to all members 7 
days before the date of voting thereon. 

ARTICLE XIII - PUBLICATIONS. 
Section 1, The Society shall publish a monthly Bulletin (except 
in June and July), to promote the objectives of the Society. 
Section 2, The minutes and corrections thereto, the annual 
Treasurer's report, the approved budget, and the annual audit 
shall appear in the Bulletin. 
Section 3. The Nominating Committee report shall appear in the 
issue prior to the election, 
Section 4. Other publications may be undertaken as approved by 
the Council, 

ARTICLE XIV - BY-LAWS REVIEW. There shall be a review made of the 
By-Laws at least every five years. 

ARTICLE XV - ADOPTION. These By-Laws become fully effective and 
binding on 1 July 1975, if adopted before that date. In the 
interim they shall be applicable insofar as practical, Where im- 
mediate implementation is impractical, the Council may authorize 
adherence to the previous By-Laws, except that the election pro- 
visions herein cannot be waived. This ARTICLE shall be deleted 
from the By-Laws after 1 July 1975.

The first four Articles were unchanged. Dr. Towle moved that they be accepted and 
Robert Ward seconded the motion. They were adopted. 

Article V, dealing with membership and dues, was discussed, especially Section 8.

2 be amended to read, "All, except the Immediate Past President and the Committee Chair- 
men,shall be elected annually for a one-year term,' Jess Brown seconded it. It was de- 
feated. 



Article VII, dealing with: Duties of Officers, was discussed. Mr. Jess Brown moved 
that Section 5 concerning the Treasurer that the word "bank" be deleted and the words 
"financial institution' be inserted. It was accepted. 

Articles VII and IX were discussed and were accepsed. Article X, dealing with Nom- 
inations and Elections, was discussed.

There is nothing more frustrating to a genealogist than to spend hours 
reading through a census only to find later that it had already been 
indexed or abstrcicted and to realize that if he had consulted the pub& 
lis.hed record-he could have saved himself many hours of research time., 
For that reason, this is a very important reference tool. Previous 
listings of census records in print were not nearly as comprehensive, 

The book is arranged by state and by county. Included along with the 
listing of census publications are other documents that can be used in 
place of a census such as tax lists, petitions, oaths of allegiance, 
etc. The source of the document is coded and by referring to the 
bibliogra,phy one can find the name and address of the individual or 
organization that compiled the data. The dates of county formations 
and the date the state was admitted to the union are given in the text. 
Another useful aid is a series of maps showing the evolution of the 
states and territories from 1790 to 1900.

This volume is by far the most comprehensive book on genealogical 
records research in existence. There are many good books for beginning 
genealogists, but this is the first one to come along that covered swh, 
a wide range of subjects in depth. It is divided into two parts; the

Many chapters contain facsimlies of the records being discussed, short 
glossaries of terms, lists of custodians by state of a particular type 
of record, etc. My only criticism is that several of the records which 
were reproduced are difficult to read. The passenger list index cards, 
for instance, are almost impossible to read. It would have been much 
better to have enlarged just one card that could easily have been road. 
The muster roll card used as an example of the type of record found in 
the compiled service records at the National Archives is sufficiently 
large but is not clear. Perhaps a positive copy would have been bettor, 
But there is so much excellent material in this book that a few deficien- 
cies can be overlooked. 

There is no other textbook on American records to match this volume, 
EVERY GENEALOGIST SHOULD HAVE A COPY. If a beginning genealogist were to 
ask me to recommend just one book for purchase this is the book I would 
recommend. It will continue to be usefullong after the researcher 
passes the beginning stage, for the intermediate and advanced students

Originally published in 1880-81, this genealogy has been reprinted with 
the addition of. portraits, detailed notes and an index. John Frazer, Jr., 
who is responsible for the new material, states in the introduction that 
he was unable to find proof for some of the statements made about the 
earlier generations, Therefore, it is very important that the reader 
read the introduction carefully. The introduction also cites other re-fer- 
ences which contain material of use on the Chamberlaine family. 

The first Chamberlaine to settle in America was Thomas (165801757). A 
copy of his portrait is found in the book. Thomas was married twice, the 
first time to Miss Ann Penketh, by whom he had five children, viz.: John, 
Thomas,. Mary; Esther, and Samuel. His second wife was Miss Heyling, and 
he had three children by her, viz.: Richard, William,and Joseph. The 
bulk of the families discussed lived in the Eastern Shore area of Maryland, 
The index, which includes places as well as names, shows seven references 
to Prince George's County. Included are the surnames of Lowndes, West, 
Hollyday, Hall, and Kerr. 

As was so often true of genealogies written in the nineteenth century, 
few sources are give-n. However, much valuable information is given from 
which the modern genealogist can derive clues.

We were pleased to receive a genealogy on an *early family with roots in 
Prince George's County. The immigrant ancestor John Worland first ap- 
pears in the records of Charles Co. MD in 1670 when he received land 
under the headright system. A warrant of 1672 shows he came to Maryland 
in 1662. The authors note he may be identical with the John Worland for 
whom Willi am Jerry collected headrights in 1664 in Lower Norfolk Co., VA. 

Apparently not until the third generation did Worlands appear in Prince 
George's Co. records. In the 1776 Census there were several by that name 
in Prince George's Co., including John Worland III whose line is carried 
out in this book. It is the authors * opinion that most of the Worlands 
left Maryland by 1812 and migrated to Kentucky. Though the family did not 
remain in Maryland long, they may have married in Kentucky, or elsewhere, 
to descendants of other Marylanders. For example, Thomas Livers Worland 
married in 183.4; at Lexington KY to Mary Ann Blincoe, who was, according 
to the authors, a daughter of James Blincoe and Sarah Carroll, a descend- 
ibnt of Charles Carroll, (continued)

he pointed her out at a picnic and said, 
of whom I dreamt a few nights ago." He sought 

an introduction and after a short courtship they came to Washington and 
were married. 

Samuel F. Cooke was a very young man when his mother died but he says he 
remembers sitting on the foot of the bed when she was sick. It is 
believed that she died with tuberculosis. During the Civil War, Samuel 
F, spent a great deal of time in Alexandria and tells of how narrowly 
he escaped being a mascot while watching the troops drilling. His 
brother George was in the Federal Army and his stepbrothers were in the 
C.onfederate Army. 

The Civil War was never discussed in the home of Samuel F. Cooke before 
the children and they were allowed to grow up without any prejudice 
against either side. I can now be grateful for that. My mother Bertha 
E. told of her mother feeding the soldiers of the Southern Army, and 
stories related to her by her !-ilother. 

Fort Henry was only a few miles ,from her home, near McKendree Churchc 
My teacher Mr, William Carter Tippett was a Rebel and gave vent to his 
feelings, but it did not seem to influence us and we never felt the 
bitterness that some of our classmates felt. 

The Cooke home served as the Townshend Post. Office as well as a'store, 
Samuel F. Cooke, Postmaster, was the only person who served in this 
office and was in the service for more than 50 years. 
1937 at 520 a.m. 

He died May 20, 
and the Post Office was officially closed with the 

outgoing mail that day at 1:lO p.m. 

The names Townshend, Ward, and Osborne signiffr the farms in that 
neighborhood and it is easily seen why the Post Office carried one name 
and the station another. The Ward farm belonged to my mother's family. 
It'had been sold as two different farms. 

When my father, Samuel F, Cooke, bought the property from Mr. Townshend, 
the little story and half building had been erected for two maiden 
ladies to keep a little store. He built a kitchen, which made two rooms 
downstairs and two half. story rooms upstairs. As the family increased 
these quarters were terribly crowded and around 1900 he began to build 
two rooms to the side of the house; the first time these rooms were 
occupied was when my mother moved down into them after the birth of my 
youngest brother, Elmon, July 1901. These rooms became bedroom and 
parlor. In 1924 the roof over the store and the dining room was raised

to a full story and a triple window was put in the parlor on the east 
side to make it into a bedroom, in order to bring my sister Edna, who 
had been in the Eudowood Sanitarium at Towson, Maryland, back home. 
She had moved to the country for a short time, as my mother had a 
broken arm and it was difficult to get nurses for the country. 

In Se.ptember she was moved back to Washington where Gale and Edith 
Feaster and Bertha and Samuel Cooke lived at 3517 Ninth St., N.W. 
She died November 21, 1924, 

James Marvin Cooke died in Harrisburg, Pa, on July 25, 1925, after 
having moved there from Tucson, Arizona, 

‘My mother died suddenly on December 29, 1925; this left the home with 
only my father and brother Elmon there and soon with only my father 
there. In 19- the stairway was changed and the two rooms upstairs 
were made private. 

After the death of my father the house was rented in January 1938 to 
M&and Mrs. J. Alton Summers, neighbors who had sold their farm but 
did not want to leave that neighborhood. What furniture was not dis- 
po,sed ofwas stored in the store and there are still some things on 
the shelves of the store that were placed there by my father as we 
have never thoroughly cleaned out the store, A new roof was put on 
in 1941. 

Many good times were had in that home and on those.three little acres. 
When a child, that three acres looked like a big world, probably be- 
cause there was a woodland at the end of the lot and we could almost 
get lost in it. Too, there was a blacksmith's shop and stable on the 
place and the hayloft was another delightful place to play. We had a 
nice orchard, a very mean cow,Belle, who gave quantities of rich milk, 
It was so good that when we went to a neighbor's and happened to be 
served milk, we just could not drink it because it looked blue as com- 
pared to Belle's rich creamy milk, Most years we raised one or two 
pigs to be butchered in the fall, always chickens and usually a garden. 

My mother was a wonderful manager and could cook some things as no one 
since has ever cooked and seasoned them. She cooked the best ginger- 
bread, fried the rabbit better than any I have ever since tasted, 
cooked pumpkin brown and tasty in a black pot that had three short legs 
and fitted in the place of a stove lid, and fried corn cakes in a long 
cast iron griddle 'that fitted over two stove lids. She liked to read 
andcould tell stories in such a 'charming manner that you lived them, 
I used to l ove to hear her sing two songs, /Long, Long Ago" and "In 

The Gloaming." They sounded as beautiful to me when she sang them as 
they did when the concert singers gave them as encores years later. 
She made beautiful lace and handwork and a little bit of it I have 
found and saved among other family things. One of her chief pleasures 
was raising beautiful flowers and under her love and care they grew 
beautifully. I never see a pansy but what I think of her. She en- 
joyed her flowers but shared them most generously with others.

Aunt Annie Cook's birthday was October 30th and my mother always 
protected the chrysanthemums from frost in order to send a nice box 
of them to Aunt Annie for her birthday, She mailed flowers to so 
many as well as to the sick or shutins in the neighborhood and at the 
church. 

We attended either Cedarville M. E. Church or McKendree M. S. Church, 
whichever church had the Sunday school. I am so grateful to my parents 
that they took all of us to church, which was quite a jaunt in those 
days; travel was by horse and carriage and service was long. Crackers 
and cookies were always,taken along to sustain the youngsters during 
the long services, and oh, how tired our legs would get dangling from 
those hard benches. 

We are indebted to our parents for a Christian home and after-we left 
that home, their prayers followed us. Family worship, morning and 
evening was a daily custom, When I hear a person say that it is im- 
possible to have daily worship, I think of the difficulties my parents 
encountered, but it did not cause them to discontinue this custom. My 
mother always knelt near the kitchen stove to rescue the food from 
burning and seldom did a morning pass without someone coming in the 
store, which adjoined the dining room, but those persons always waited 
and respectfully listened until the devotions ended. Each child was 
presented with a Bible on his or her birthday when old enough to use one, 

My father was very fond of children and played with us a great deal. 
In fact, my sister and I were such good ball players that when we went 
to school the oldest girls and boys let us play on their teams. In 
the countrythe girls and boys played together. 

I cannot recall an Arbor Day but what my mother had some tree or shrub 
for each child to plant. My father taught us to see the beauty and 
wonder in an approaching storm and we could stand on the porch and 
watch the formation of the clouds and the vivid lightning until the 
storm broke or until the lightning began to strike nearby. Frequently 
when we have been traveling along the highway, he has recalled the 
words of the Psalmist, 

I feel that no richer heritage could come to any family than came to 
That little plot of ground and home meant so much to my father 

that I hope it will stay in the family long after this generation has 
passed away. 

I am unable to find the Family Bible of the Ward family, but I do 
know that my grandfather was Hezekiah Ward and was twice married. 

His first wife was Martha T, 2, Huntt and I knew Uncles William and 
Walter Ward and Aunt Maggie Murray and Aunt Janie Martin. His second 
wife was Mary McDaniel, 
lived to be grown, 

I know there were 5 boys and 3 girls that 
The names of the boys were Riley, Benjamin, 

Wesley, George and Charles. i do not know in what order they came. 
Aunt Mollie married Morgan Huntt and she is still living'and was

81 years old on August 17 1942. My mother was born February 27, 
1863 and died December 29, 1925. Aunt Dell married a widower, 
Thomas Upton, Beside Aunt Mollie Huntt, there is one uncle, Charles 
Ward, of the second marriage of Hezekiah Ward, still living. 

With the above names, anyone interested in looking up the family tree 
may be able to trace the Cooke family back to the Mayflower. I 
should have talked with Uncle George Cooke before he.passed away at 
the age of 93 in 1932. I have meant to ask Aunt Mollie Huntt about 
the bJard family, but it seems that when I am with her I forget about 
St. At any rate, each one of us should be proud of his or her 
heritage.
