MINUTES OF THE PRINCE GEORGE 'S COUNTY GENEALOGICAL SOCIETY 
Wednesday, June 1, 1977 

President Freeman Morgan called the meeting to order. Milton Rubincam introduced 
guests. The minutes of the May meeting were approved. 

Sarah Fleming told members they were welcome to take library books out and keep them 
during the summer. Freeman Morgan informed the membership that the Bowie Library invi- 
ted the Society to give a seminar on doing genealogical research during the early fall. 
The meeting was turned over to the guest speaker, John Coddington, who gave a talk on 
"Church Registers". 

Secretary Eleanor Short gave her report. 

Treasurer Olive Jones reported a balance of S905.33 in the checking account; S1,339.45 
in the savings account, for a total of $2,244.78. 

Education Committee Chairman Sarah Fleming reported the distribution of 47 beginners 
kits, and the addition of several books to the growing library, and reminded members 
that there is still a problem of where to place the library books. 

Catherine Mayhew announced the availability of a new booklet, HistorY of Belair, which 
can be purchased at Bowie City Hall. 

New Business: Winnifred Moran suggested that the Society send a letter of endorsement 
for HR 6993; a bill before the House of Representatives that would open 

the Federal Census for genealogical research within 75 years of each census. A motion 
was made and approved to send a letter from the Societv endorsing HR 6993. 

Freeman Morgan asked the membership for nominations from the floor for officers serving 
during the 1976-77 calendar year in addition to the names nominated at the last meeting. 
Shirley Wilcox made a motion to accept the slate of officers nominated at the last mee- 
ting. Milton Rubincam seconded it, and it was approved by the membershin. 

Shirley Wilcox suggested that a motion be made authorizing the Treasurer an expenditure 
of $2000 to cover the approximate cost of publishing 500 hardbound copies of the 1850 
Federal Census of Prince George's County. Braum-Brumfield, Inc., will publish the cen- 
sus . The motion to authorize the Treasurer an expenditure of uo to $2,000 to pay the 
publisher for the 1850 Federal Census was made and approved by the membership. 

Laird Towle suggested that the Society have a pre-oublication sale of the 1850 Census. 
Shirley Wilcox said it was discussed months ago, but no decision was made and it might 
be too late at the present time. However, it will be discussed further at a Council 
meeting during the summer. 

The meeting was adjourned.

Mrs. Shirley Rittenhouse, Services 

Supervisor, spoke at our September mee- 
ting about the State Library's holdings 
of interest te genealogists. It offi- 
cially opened as a library in 1827 for 
the use, originally, of the governing 
bodies of the State of Maryland. Today 
it houses 116,00 volumes, most (65%) of 
which are law books. In addition are 
the federal government and State docu- 
ments. 

The second meeting of the new season 
will be held on Wednesday, the 5th of 
October, at 7:00 P.M., at the Bowie Pub- 
lic Librarv, at Route 450 and Belair 
Drive. 

For genealogists, Mrs. Rittenhouse 
cites first and foremost Passano's In- 
dex of Source Records of Maryland. - 
There are a great many Maryland books 
available and a notable number on Virgi- 
nia. Some very helpful volumes are 
there on near-by states as well. Mrs. 
Rittenhouse mentioned also that they 
had the Maryland Historical Magazine, 
from Volume 1, the Maryland Historical 
Society publications and now The Genea- 
logical Helper, Three microfilm readers 
are available, as are copies of the Ma- 
ryland censuses, The Baltimore Sun and 
The Maryland Gazette on microfilm. Also 
there are "how-to" books. And the 
stacks are open!

BOOK REVIEW: Arlington County, Virginia: A History, Cornelia B. Rose, Jr., 1976. 
274pp. $7.50. A gift of the Arlington Historical Society. (Order from 
the Arlington Historical Society, Box 402, Arlington, Virginia 22210) 

The title of this book clearly states its contents; the author begins with the early 
Indian settlements and covers the important developments up to this decade. Local e- 
vents are set against the background of the times in which they occurred giving added 
interest and understanding. The material is presented in an interesting manner and is 
.well documented. The second, third and fourth chapters contain much material that 
would be of interest and use to persons interested in other Virginia counties and Ma- 
ryland. Only a few references to Maryland and Marylanders are found but much of the 
descriptions of colonial religious, social, agricultural, commercial and judicial pat- 
terns of life are equally true for Maryland during that period. 

In both states the Parish played both religious and governmental roles and both 
had largely agrarian societies, with tobacco occupying an important place and shaping 
the lifestyle of many. The section on the creation of the Federal District would be 
on interest to students of Maryland history, as would the section on the aftermath of 
the Revolutionary War, when Maryland and Virginia found it necessary to come to agree- 
ment on trade and on the control and use of the Potomac River and Chesapeake Bay. 

An extensive, eleven-page bibliography directs the reader to many other sources of 
information on Arlington's history or the history of surrounding jurisdictions. I re- 
commend this book to all interested in the history of the south. One word of warning, 
the index is not complete and no indication is given as to criteria used to warrant 
inclusion in the index.

C. Walter England, Ph.D., of Silver Spring, Maryland, has been awarded first prize 
in the Parker Genealogical Contest for his entry, Joseph England and His Descendants. 
P. William Filby, Director of the Maryland Historical Society, announced the winners 
of the 1976 contest. 

The Parker Contest, held annually since 1946 and administered by the Maryland Histo- 
rical Society, offers prizes for the best published genealogy of a Maryland family. 

Mr. W. Marshall Selman of Cincinnati, Ohio, received second prize for his work, 
John Sellman of Maryland and His Descendants. Third prize was presented to Mrs. Star 
(Wilson) and Mr. Ralph S. Rowland of Fairfax, Virginia, for their joint work, The Wil- 
sons and Burchells and Related Families. 1608-1976. 

Judging the contest were J. Harlan Liveszey of Aberdeen, Maryland, George H. Wilson 
of Baltimore, and Mary K. Meyer, Chairman of the Genealogical Council of Maryland. 

Mrs. Dorothy Smith of Annapolis, Maryland, was presented the Harris Award for her 
work, Orphans and Infants of Prince George's County, Maryland 1698-1750, abstracts of 
the court records for that county. The Norris Harris Genealogical Source Record Con- 
test was initiated to encourage publication of source records of Maryland. Mary K. 
Meyer and Mrs. Norris Harris judged the contest.

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SOME NOTES ON RESEARCH IN ENGLAND - 

Exeter: Adjacent to the public library is the new Westcountry Studies Library, with 
an excellent genealogical collection. Most of the material deals with Corn- 

wall, Devon, and Somerset. There is a large documents collection, including copies 
of many wills whose originals were destroyed in World War II. There is a very good 
card index for the collection. No fees or special permissions are required here, ex- 
cept that there is a fee to use a special collection that is housed upstairs. Photo- 
copies are easily obtained. In the same building is the record office for Devonshire, 
with an exhaustive name index. 

London: British Library (part of the British Museum) You must apply for a permit, 
either by mail or in person. You need a good reason for using the Library 

(such as research that cannot reasonably be done elsewhere) and identification. Many 
reference books are on open shelves; the system for getting other materials resembles 
that of the Library of Congress, including waits of thirty minutes or more. Photoco- 
pies may be ordered; for materials earlier than 1700, you must wait patiently for your 
materials to be mailed to you after you get back home. 

Society of Genealogists A fantastic collection of genealogical materials is 
available here. There is a fee for using the library, about $5 for one day, from 
10:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. There is a tremendous name index, but it is not possible 
to tell which of the Society's materials have been included in it. There is also a 
large documents collection, arranged alphabetically by surname, and well cross-refer- 
enced for variant spellings. Staff on duty are not very helpful but will answer spe- 
cific questions. Write ahead for the guide to the library if you can, so that you can 
use your time there to the best advantage. 

Public Records Office You must have a letter of introduction, either from a 
librarian or professor at home, or from the American Embassy, in order to be admitted 
here. If you go to the PRO without the letter , you will waste about two hours of time 
that could have been spent in research going to the Embassy and back. Once inside, 
the place is a goldmine, and the staff are helpful. The wills of the Prerogative 
Court of Canterbury are housed here, and there are highly useful indexes to them. You 
can get the originals of documents hundreds of years old on request, and can order 
photocopies of any of them you want. Again, you have to wait for copies to be mailed 
to you weeks later.

Have you ever been frustrated because you couldn't get to a library or archives across 
the country somewhere? Did you think to check if the desired material is available 
through Interlibrary Loan? Pricia Paulkovich and Sarah Fleming, in the name of the So- 
ciety, have written to historical societies or state libraries in all fifty states re- 
questing information on their holdings of newspapers on microfilm and whether or not 
the microfilm is available on Interlibrary Loan. The response was very good. In some 
cases we were sent printed lists of the holdings (on file in the Society library); in 
others, we were informed of a publication for sale or referred to another possible 
source. Pricia has summarized the information received. Our out-of-state members 
should note that Library of Congress newspaper microfilm holdings may be borrowed through 
Interlibrary Loan. Consult your local public or research library for details. A valu- 
able reference is Newspapers in Microform: United States (Washington, D.C.: Library 
of Congress, 1973). (Silver Spring L.D.S. Library has a copy.) 

WASHINGTON: Prince George's Co. Genealogical Society has list of holdings and all are 
available at the local library in Washington and on interlibrary loan. 

The Washington State holdings are largely concentrated in the following three agencies: 
University of Washington, Seattle; the State Library, Olympia, and Washington State Uni- 
versity, Pullman. 

WEST VIRGINIA: At the Department of Archives and History, Charleston, W.Va., is a col- 
lection of newspapers on microfilm, but they do not always lend these 

newspapers and suggested contacting the West Virginia Collection, West Virginia Univer- 
sity Library, Morgantown, West Virginia 26506. 

WISCONSIN: The State Historical Society of Wisconsin, 816 State Street, Madison, Wis- 
consin 53706 has the largest collection of Wisconsin newspapers available 

anywhere in the U.S. Most of these are on microfilm and available on interlibrary loan 
for two weeks with a six reel limit per loan. Direct requests to Ms. Ellen Burke, Cir- 
culation Librarian. Their listings are so extensive they could not send a list of 
titles available, but if cities and dates were supplied, a report of holdings would be 
sent. 

WYOMING : The Wyoming State Library, Supreme Court and State Library Building, Cheyenne, 
Wyoming 82002, has sent us a complimentary copy of Guide to Wyoming Newspapers 

1867-1967, by Lola Homsher. This lists the holdings of newspapers (Wyoming) on micro- 
film at the Wyoming State Library. They do not inform us if they are available on in- 
terlibrary loan, so if you are interested, I would suggest vou write them. 

VERMONT: The State Library, 111 State Street, Montpelier, Vermont 05602, has the lar- 
gest single collection of Vermont newspapers. All papers since 1958 that 

have been published in the state have been put on microfilm and they have an ongoing 
program to put back issues on microfilm. They allow these to circulate on interlibrary 
loan. A catalog of listings was sent to Prince George's County Genealogical Society. 
The librarian wrote in October, 1975, that "Since we are a small state we are also a- 
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ble to help genealogical researchers through correspondence by using our resources, 
the resources of the Vermont Historical Society and Vermont Vital Records." 

TENNESSEE: Available on microfilm through interlibrary loan and on site at Tennessee 
State Library and Archives, 403 Seventh Avenue North, Nashville, Tennes- 

see 37219. No list of holdings is available but if you are interested in specific 
newspapers and dates, the Library will be happy to inform you if they are available. 
Although there is no index to Tennessee newspapers, the marriage and death notices 
which appeared in the early Nashville newspapers have been listed and are available 
at the Library there. 

TEXAS: Most of the service copies listed for TexasU are available through interli- 
brary loan, as well as being available at the University: The University of 

Texas at Austin, The General Libraries, Austin, Texas 78712. For a list of holdings, 
see Newspapers in Microform (Washington, D.C., Library of Congress, 1973). 

- Available at their library only: UTAH: State of Utah, Department of Development Ser- 
vices, Division of State History, 603 East South Temple, Salt Lake City, Utah 

84102. List of holdings on file with the Prince George's County Genealogical Society. 
Available as well on interlibrary loan: Brigham Young University, Provo, Utah, and the 
University of Utah, Salt Lake City, Utah. 

VIRGINIA: Very few microfilm editions of Virginia newspapers are held and no interli- 
brary loan at the Virginia Historical Society, Boulevard and Kensington Ave- 

nue, Richmond, Virginia 23221. It was suggested that the Virginia State Library, Rich- 
mond, Virginia 23219 does hold sizable collections of Virginia newspapers on microfilm 
and perhaps might be in a position to honor interlibrary loan requests. 

PENNSYLVANIA: Historical Society of Pennsylvania, 1300 Locust Street, Philadelphia, 
Pennsylvania 19107; not available on interlibrary loan. Holdings lls- 

ted in Pennsylvania Newspapers - A Bibliography h Union List by-Ruth Salisbury-(Pitts- 
burgh: 1969). (Copy of bibliography not held by Prince George's County Genealogical 
Society, but refer to Newspapers in Microform, United States, Library of Congress, 
1973.) 

RHODE ISLAND: Available on site: Rhode Island Historical Society, John Brown House, 
52 Power Street, Providence, Rhode Island 02906. The Rhode Island His- 

torical Society is the official repository for newspapers printed in the state. They 
have nearly a complete collection of newspapers printed in Rhode Island, either in 
bound volumes or on microfilm. All current papers have been microfilmed. Earliest 
newspapers are THE PROVIDENCE GAZETTE, dating from 1762, and THE NEWPORT MERCURY, be- 
ginning in 1758. No interlibrary loan. Providence Public Library, 150 Empire Street, 
Providence, Rhode Island, 02903; may be available through interlibrary loan. 

SOUTH CAROLINA: Available on site: Charleston Library Society, 164 King Street; 
Charleston, South Carolina 29401; have Charleston newspapers on 

microfilm.

Perhaps some of our regular attendees will recall that a year or SC ago I pre- 
rented a "case" during one of our "problem-solving" proqrams. ti.f "oroblem" was 
that I could find no evidence to establish rn? father's military activities in 
i'orld War I; I had a :icture of him in an officer's uniform, and the childhood re- 
collection was that he was alv!ays referred to as "Major" bi, the locai to, nsfo!k. 

I carefull\ checked out all of the helpful sugqestions from more exnerienced 
members. I also did the followinq research: combed the National Personnel Cen- 
ter's military records, made inquiries through the Veterans' Administraticn, krote 
to the American Legion and Veterans of Foreign Wars and, in shcrt, checked a ishole 
host of likely and unlikely sources. All efforts produced a comclete blank. 

On an off chance this summer, I repeated rr:/ inouiry to the ?lational Personnel 
Fecords Center BUT ASKED that they check onl:,, their CIVILIAN records. Voila! 
There was father, a civilian employee of the War Department (1918-1919), as an in- 
spector of aircraft engines. 

By regulation, the N.P.P.C. could only send official data but, after proof to 
the Civil Commission that I was the legal son and surviving kin, they have agreed 
co Xerox all materials in his file and are sending them to me. 

The rank of Major and the photo in uniform that had me sidetracked for so long 
were the result of the War Department's conferring SIMULATED RANK on some of its 
inspectors to facilitate entering and leaving the war plants and add a bit of pres- 
tige to the inspector's job. I send this along so that perhaps others, trapped in 
the same cul de sac, can try a civilian records check if all military records bear 
no fruits.

GENEALOGICAL MATERIALS AND THE L.D.S. LIBRARY 

Dr. Barton J. Howell, Director of the L.D.S. Branch Genealogical Library, Sil- 
ver Spring, Maryland, spoke to sixty of our Societv members at the October meeting 
,ind brought microfilm and microfiche examples and readers to demonstrate their use. 

Dr. Howell's introductory remarks described the secure storage of the world's 
.arpest genealogical records collection, tunnelled into the Wasatch Mountains out- 
;ide Salt Lake City. There are now over one million rolls of microfilm and over 
130,OCO books oaTned by The Genealogical Societv of the Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter-Day Saints and made available to researchers in general at the Salt Lake 

City facilities and via microfilm loans at nominal fees through Branch libraries. 
The Mormon theological stress on "baptism for the dead" and ordinances of "family 
,;ealings" accounts for the Church's strong interest in genealogy. Dr. Howell re- 
sorted some optimism about progress in extending microfilming work to collections 
behind the Iron Curtain. 

The Main Card Catalog is periodically filmed, but it is now three years old. 
ii copy is available at each branch library. Bcoks dated before 1906 or if not co- 
l.lrighted may be filmed on request and the film lent out. 

There are three groups of names with vital data of all individuals for whom 
any type cf temple ordinance work was done, each section more extensive than the 
)ne previous. The Archives contain over six million alphabetically-filed names 
3n family group sheets and date back before 1961. The Temple Records Index Bureau 
(TIB) consists of 3x5 cards, records over 30 x lo6 names, and uses a "principal 
spelling" system of filing surnames. The Computer File Index (CFI) s arted in 
1969, and the file Dr. Howell brought to the meeting contains 34 x 10 i entries on 
microfiche. Now there is a fee of 50~ for each name searched in each of these 
rhree record systems, but the CFI can be searched free at an L.D.S. Lihrary, saving 
one third the cost of a complete search. Mail requests, accompanied bv appronriate 
Jayment, will be honored if minimum data are submitted: full name and place and 
date of birth. 

The CFI is searched in three steps: 1/ Region or Country (e.g. England, which 
is the biggest source), 21 County, then 31 Surname. For the U.S., the steps are 
1/ U.S., 21 State, 31 Surname. 

The Silver Spring Library has a printer for microfiche, but not for microfilm. 
standardized spellings are used for surnames, variants are listed, and thev are 
cross-referenced. An Instruction Book is at the Librarv, whose address is 500 Ran- 
dolph Road. 

Research papers of general genealogical interest are published on various coun- 
tries and explain just what types of records have been extracted. Available back 
issues of some Maryland newspapers are being filmed. It was pointed out that now 
lbmm film is being used for copying the most legible records instead of 35mm. 

Dr. Howell also has a service for microfilming family histories and other gen- 
ealogical items from various states for sale. A two-page catalog was made avail- 
able. He pointed out that microfilming afforded a possibility for "publishing" a 
family history at low cost.

SOME EARLY SHRIVERS OF WESTERN NARYLAND 

by Fred Forney 

The western Maryland branch of Shrivers (Schreibers) whose early American 
ancestors first settled in Pennsylvania, trace their ancestry to the year 1206 
when Heinrich Schreiber was mentioned as "a knight of noble lineage". They are 
descended from Lorenz and Margarete Schreiber who both died in the year 1684, 
and who were natives of Alzenborn, Electorate Palatinate, Oberant Lautern. The 
name has been identified with what is now Carroll County, Maryland for over 200 
years, as David Shrlver, Sr. settled there before 1769. 

Andrew Shriver, b 4 Sep 1673 in Altensborn, Germany, was the son of Jost 
Shriver . In Aug 1706 he married Anna Margaretha Hess Young, a widow. Their 
children were Ludwig, b 1709: Andrew Jr., b 1712; Anna Margaretha, b 1715. 
They came to America in about 1721, landing at Philadelphia and settling first 
in the neighborhood of Goshchoppen near "The Trap" on the Schuylkill, Pa. In 
1730 he bought land where Christ Church now stands near Littlestown. Pa. The 
tradition in my family tells how Johann Adam Forney and his family, on their 
settlement at "Conewago" in 1734, supposed th8mS8lVSS to be the only settlers 
there, until one day they found a pig in the woods. By the presence of a 
domesticated animal, they knew that they had neighbors, who afterwards proved to 
be the Shrivers. 

Andrew Shriver, Jr. married Anna Maria Keyser in 1733. Their son Bavid 
married Rebecca Ferree, and they had nine children: Andrew, b 1762, m Elizabeth 
Shultz: Elizabeth, b 1764; Rachel, b 1767, m Adam Forney; David Jr., b 1769, m 
Eva Sherman; Abraham, b 1771, a judge in Frederick County, Md. Mary, b 1773, m 
John Schley; Isaac, b 1777, m Polly ----; Jacob, b 1779~ Susan, m Samuel Frey of 
Baltimore. David Shriver was one of the qualified voters of Frederick County, 
Md., who met 18 Nov 1774 at the courthouse and was appointed on the committee to 
put into effect aatters decided upon by the Continental Congress. 

In 1797 David Shriver, Jr. and 
his brother Andrew built a house and 
mill in the frontier country of 
western Maryland and named their 
homestead Union Mills. The house and 
mill still stand as witness to 180 
years of American history. The house 
is a picturesque country home, with 
23 rooms, planned for comfortable 
rural living. Bonn through its history, 
tools, utensils and furnishings were 
preserved, rearranged, added to -- 
but seldom destroyed. The old mill is 
now under renovation. 

THE CCXJNTRY HOUSE 

David Shriver, Jr. left Union 
Mills to become a road builder and 
superintendent of the Reisterstown 
Turnpike and of the National Road 
from Cumberland to Wheeling. He made 
the surveys for the extension of (cont'd) 
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(Shrivers" cont'd.) 
the National Road to St. Louis, Missouri; and became 
a Commissioner of Public Works for the Federal govern- 
ment. Andrew remained at Union Mills as a merchant 
and miller. He was the first Postmaster of the 
village, and for nearly eighty years, except for a 
brief period, this office remsined in the Shriver 
family.

BOOK REVIEW: Arnold Livers Family in America, by Sister Mary Louise Donnelly. 

c1977. 355 pages. $20. A gift from Wilfrid V. Worland. Order from 
the author, P.O. Box 306, Burke, VA 22015 

The irmnigrant, Arnold Livers, was a Catholic who fled Europe and settled in 
Maryland. The exact date is unknown, but the first record of Arnold found in 
America is in a 1699 Court of Prince George's Co. record in which "Arnold Lyvers", 
a tailor and indentured servant to Col. Henry Damall, was set free providing he 
give eight weeks of service yearly for six years. Arnold quickly shed his inden- 
tured servant status and became a land holder. He held lands in Prince George's 
County, of which some tracts became part of Frederick County when that County was 
created. 

Some of the other Prince George's families which married into the Livers family 
were Elder, Hardy, Boteler and Head. Many of the descendants moved into Kentucky 
as lands were cleared of Indians. Brother Thomas Spalding, who wrote the intro- 
duction, states that about half of Arnold Livers' grandchildren made a new home 
in the west between 1795 and the conclusion of the War of 1812. 

It is apparent that the author made efforts to use primary source records for 
the early generations, when available, and these sources are cited. The format 
is easy to follow and the book is indexed. The last three pages, a supplement, 
do not appear to have been covered in the index, so be sure to check these pages 
too. This book is a nice contribution to the field of published family genealo- 
gies.

BOOK REVIEW: Heraldic Design, by Hubert Allcock. Tudor Publishing Company, N.Y. 
c1962. 96 pp. $4.95. A gift from Brother David Richardson, O.S.C. 

This is a handbook for those desiring to design arms following the principals of 
the earlier heraldic ideal. It can serve as a guide to the commercial designer or 
as a reference for those wanting to know more about heraldry. A brief history of 
heraldry is given followed by an explanation of the components of a complete a- 
chievement. Types of shields, tinctures, charges, and devices are also discussed, 
with appropriate drawings making the text easy to understand. In the section on 
the crest the author informs the reader that "family crest" is a misuse of the 
term and explains that the correct term is "arms". Impalement, quartering, bla- 
zonry, and calligraphy are also illustrated and discussed. There are illustratad- 
examples of commercial arms, U.S. seals, state seals, and arms of various surnames 
in Europe and America. The author advises that there are opportunitists who "com- 
pile lists of families of the same name and offer the prospect a picture of "his" 
arms. These charlatans should simply be avoided like the proverbial plague,

COUNCIL OF MARYLAND GENEALOGICAL SOCIETIES 

The Council met at the Maryland Hist.Soc. on Sun., Mar. 5, prior to the Annual 
Genealogical Seminar. In addition to the Maryland Gen.Soc., there were representa- 
tives from P.G., Howard, Anne Arundel, Frederick and St.Mary's Counties, Head of 
Chesapeake, and Upper Eastern Shore. 

Future plans of each society were presented and problems discussed. The State- 
wide 1850 Census Index Project is now completed except for 4 counties. The Accele- 
rated Indexing Systems Index, which gives Heads of Families only, is reported to 
be as much as 50% in error! Unfortunately, however, AIS has "stolen the market", 
and the economic success of a Znd,accurate, publication is cloudy. 

The issuance of certificates to current proven descendants of Provincial Set- 
tlers of Maryland is under study, to capture interest as well as to provide a 
source of income.

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MICROFILM COPIES OF PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY RECORDS 

NON AVAILABLE AT THE HYATTSVILLE LIBRARY 

The Maryland Hall of Records has recently deposited microfilm copies 
of early Prince George's County court records with the Prince George's 
County Memorial Library System. These films are now housed in the Maryland 
Room of the Hyattsville Branch Library, 6530 Adelphi Road, Hyattsville, 
Maryland, 20782. This action will make these valuable records more accessible, 
since researchers will no longer have to travel to Annapolis or Upper Marlboro 
to consult them. Moreover, the library's hours are probably more convenient 
than those of the Hall of Records or the County Court House: Hyattsville 
Branch Library is open Monday through Thursday, 9 a.m. to 9 p.m.; Friday, 
1 to 6 p.m.: and Saturday, 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. 

The following is a preliminary list of the films received at Hyattsville.

-rears of Methodism in Maryland proved to be fascinating, perhaps in part due to 
the charming personalities of the 2 speakers. 

Karl de Rochfort-Reynolds, born in Australia but now Curator of the Historical 
Society in Talbot County, spoke of archaeology and genealogy as being two lenses 
through which our past can be viewed. Archaeology involves the bits and pieces 
that our ancestors dropped, mute artifacts of ways of life; genealogy helps to 
tell what it felt like to live in older periods by revealing golden nuggets of 
emotion in the records. The past has always occupied an important place in the 
minds of men, and the studies of archeaology and genealogy together enrich our 
findings by giving cultural dignity to our ancestors. 

Dr. Emora T. Brannan, Minister of the Lovely Lane United Methodist Church in 
Baltimore and curator of the archives at the Lovely Lane Museum, spoke of the 
introduction of Methodism into America when Robert Strawbridge of Ireland came to 
Maryland in 1760 and began preaching Methodism through the farmlands. He traced 
the role of Strawbridge the "doer" and Asbury the "rule keeper" and the growth 
and changeover of the "Societies" to "Churches", and expansion of the circuits 
and conferences. Tracing Methodist genealogical records can be a problem, and 
anyone searching such records would find a visit to the Lovely Lane Museum and 
Archives profitable as it has card files on all Maryland Methodist ministers and 
records of churches no longer functioning. 

Refreshments were served after the meeting, and participants enjoyed chatting 
with other genealogists and browsing among the Historical Society exhibits.

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BOOK REVIEW: IlAREEN DUVALL OF MIDDLE PLANTATION by Harry Wright Newman. Washing- 
ton. 1952. Reprinted 1976 by the Society of Mareen Duvall Descen-- 

dants. 590 pp. A gift to the Society from the Society of Mareen Duvall Descendants 
in memory of Edward James Starr of Baltimore, MD, by his daughter, Jean Starr 0' 
Donovan. 

DuVal is a French name, but the European ancestry of the immigrant, Mareen Du- 
vall, is not known. Several theories exist concerning the name derivation but ex- 
tensive French research has not been undertaken. As Mareen Duvall called his 
first land patent "Laval", he is thought to be related to the Duvalls that occu- 
pied the Castle of Laval. A coat-of-arms for the DuVal name is illustrated; it is 
being used by some of Mareen's descendants, but no evidence has been found that 
the immigrant used arms. 

The immigrant, Mareen Duvall, came to Maryland during the sixteen fifties. By 
July 25, 1659, he had completed his period of service and as a freeholder aoplied 
for his rights to fifty acres of land. During the colonial period the Duvalls 
were members of the Church of England. In 1778, two descendants refused to take 
an oath, the others supported the crown, 

It is obvious that the author has done much original research and has attemp- 
ted to verify family tradition with primary source records. An explanation of his 
conclusions makes for interesting reading. Throughout the text there is much his- 
torical background and other material that gives insight into the lives of each 
of the descendants. Both male and female lines are carried forward with allied 
lines of Tyler, Clarke, Poole, Hall and Merriken receiving the most coverage. 
Sources are carefully noted at the end of each ancestor sketch, making it easy 
for scholars to verify information. We are extremely pleased to have this fine 
addition to our library.

I am not 
suggesting the creation of "chapters" 
per se! These groups would be entirely 
informal, requiring, I would think, no 
more organization than a "group leader" 
chosen by the group. I would welcome 
membership comments on this suggestion.

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PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY WILL BOOK 1, 1698-1770 

Abstracted by Don Wilson 

Abstracts of early wills of Prince George's County, 1698-1743, were published 
in The Maryland Calender of Wills, by Jane Baldwin Cotton (8 v., Baltimore, 
1904-1928; reprinted by Genealogical Publishing Company). Cotton took her 
abstracts from the copies of wills that were sent to Annapolis during the 
Colonial period, and not from copies on file at the county courthouses. 
When the county will record is compared with The Maryland Calendar of Wills 
(hereafter abbreviated as MCW), numerous discrepancies can be found. Either 
record has errors or gaps that can be corrected by a comparison with the 
other record. For that reason, we here begin abstracts from the first book 
of Prince George's County wills, 1698-1770, as microfilmed by the Hall of 
Records.

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HIGHLIGHTS FROM 1850 CENSUS OF PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY 

Our just printed book on the 1850 Census is not only beautiful to look at with rich 
red binding and gold lettering, but it is full of fascinating facts which we hope 
many of you will find useful in your family research. At only $15.00 a copy ($12.00 
to members) it will make an excellent addition to any library. 

We decided to do a little analysis of our county in 1850 as revealed by this census 
and came up with the following interesting facts: 

The richest person in the County was Charles Calvert, farmer, age 41, with real est- 
ate valued at $125,000. Next came Charles Hill, planter, age 63, $114,000; Zachariah 
Berry, planter, age 69, $96,100; Robert D. Sewell, planter, age 50, $93,500; Otho B. 
Beall, planter, age 60, $70,140. Of the 175 heads of household who owned $10,000 
or more in real estate, 18 were women, and the richest of these were: Catherine 
Bowie, $37,500; Elizabeth Crawford, $36,000; Ann Contee, $32,000; Elizabeth Calvert, 
$30,000; Mary Oden, $30,000. 

The professions of the wealthier land owners are also interesting. There were 111 
planters, 20 farmers, 16 physicians (well to do even in those days!), 6 managers, 3 
lawyers, 1 printer, and 1 merchant. 

The oldest person in the county was William Watson age 96, and the oldest female was 
a close second at 95. However, women outnumbered men in each of the three highest 
age groups we analyzed. There were 4 women 90 or over compared with 3 men. There 
were 19 women in the 80-89 age bracket, compared with 9 men. And there were 54 wo- 
men in the 70-79 age group compared with 44 men. 

Then we wondered which would be the most comnon names, so we did some counting in 
the index and came up with the following entries per surname: Beall 168, Duvall 137, 
Brown 131, Smith 102, Bowie 94, Jones 94, King 88, Berry 84, Scott 80, Anderson 79, 
Butler 75, Suit 75, Wilson 75, Edelen 74, Clark/Clarke 72, Thompson 72. By this 
time we were dizzy with figures, so we leave it up to you to get a copy of the book 
if you wish to research your own family.

SLAVES REGISTERED AND MANUMITTED IN PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY, 1696-1803 

Abstracted by Don Wilson 

(Continued from v. 9, nr. 9 [April 19781, p. 5) 

"I certify that I purchased the following negroes in this state in the year 1796 
and then carried them into the state of Va. and remained with them there until1 
1 Nov. 1797, and then removed them back into this state with no intention of 
selling them but to work them on my own land the said slaves being residents of 
this state before 21 April 1783:" 

Negro Benjamin, a man aged 25 years. 
Negro Mary, a woman aged 20 years. 
Negro Lewis, a child of Mary's, a boy aged 4 years. 

12 Dec. 1797. Signed: Aloysius BOONE. Deed Book JRM 85, p. 587. 

Samuel DUVALL Senr. of PG, for love and goodwill toward my grandson James BECK, 
convey to him one negro boy named Robert, said negro boy shall be and remain in 
possession of Sarah, mother of said James BECK, to her service until James comes 
to 21 years of age.

BOOK REVIEW : MARYLAND RECORDS, COLONIAL, REVOLUTIONARY, COUNTY AND CHURCH FROM 
ORIGINAL SOURCES by Gaius Marcus Brumbaugh. 

Genkalogical Publishing Co., Inc. 1975. (originally 
published 1915 & 1928). Purchased by the Society. 

Long considered a basic Maryland records source, these two volumes contain a 
vast amount of data, the bulk of it being mid-18th century material. Although not 
mentioned in the title, the census of 1776 is contained in the two volumes and this 
valuable reference tool is consulted frequently by persons searching within this 
time period, as names and ages for all members of a household are included. For 
many of the counties the census records are produced in facsimile. Those with 
Pennsylvania ancestors should keep in mind that the Frederick County listig includes 
a 20 mile strip that was part of Pennsylvania until the location of the Mason and 
Dixon Line (1763-1767). 

Those interested in Prince George's Co. will be glad to know that in addition 
to the 1776 census these volumes include Prince George's marriage licenses 1777-1800, 
two muster rolls of militia in the French War of 1799, giving dates and births of 
soldiers. and oaths of fidelitv and su port reproduced in facsimile. 

There are a few Delaware and York I! o., Pa., marriages in volume II listed under 
marriages performed by Rev. George Moore, 1789-1810. Since one would not be aware 
of this from the title it is given special mention now. 

We are happy our Society has purchased these two volumes to add to our small but 
growing library of genealogical material. Others with Maryland ancestry may want 
to consider purchase for their own libraries as a wide range of material is covered 
in these two volumes. Both volumes are completely indexed except for names of slaves 
when only a first name was given.

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BOOK REVIEWS : INDEX TO REGISTERS OF ST. PAUL'S PARISH BADEN, PRINCE GEORGE'S 
COUNTY, MARYLAND, 1831-1885, compiled by Helen W. Brown. 1977. 

Purchased by the Society. 
It is a delight to be able to review a publication dealing specifically with 

Prince George's County as many of our out of town members have ancestry from our 
county and are looking for data on this county. The author had previously compiled 
a volume on marriage licenses of Prince George's County, and we are glad she saw 
fit to make this second local source available to the public. The original church 
registers of St. Paul's Parish are at the Hall of Records in Annapolis. 

St. Paul's was one of the thirty parishes created in 1692 by the Maryland Gener- 
al Assembly, but the original church building was already in existence at that time. 
Unfortunately the older records have not survived, as the register beginning in 1831 
is the earliest record now in existence. 

The compiler has divided the book into three sections. The first section is an 
alphabetical listing of persons in the registers, giving dates and relationships as 
listed in the records, followed by the book and page number from which these data 
come. The second section gives vital statistics for those colored servants for 
whom no surname was given, and lists them alphabetically under their masters, citing 
references in the same manner as the previous section. The last part of the book 
lists the parish families of about 1882, sometimes giving very helpful biographical 
data. Several cornnents show they were written in 1897, so the material in this 
section could span a number of years. An example of the type of data in this sect- 
ion is that of Levi Canter. His entry reads "Moved near Bryantown in Mr. Lindon's 
Parish, Charles County, P. 0. Aquasco. One married son lives in Virginia; another 
Clinton lives on road to Trueman's Pt. The latter married a Miss Selby, a Methodi- 
st. " It goes on to list Levi's wife, a married son, and six children for whom the 
dates of birth are given. 

ABSTRACTS OF WILLS MONTGOMERY COUNTY, MARYLAND 1776-1825, compiled by Mary Gordon 
Molloy, Jane C. Sween, and Janet D. Manuel. c 1977. Purchased by the Society. 

It is always a pleasure to see source records appear in print. The compilers 
have abstracted the most important data and the wills are listed alphabetically. 
Indexes to tracts and surnames appear at the back of the book. The format is easy 
to follow and with book and page references one could easily order copies from the 
Maryland Hall of Records or the Montgomery County Registrar of Wills. 

Montgomery County was formed in 1776 from Frederick Co., which had been taken 
from Prince George's County in 1748. Many of the names found in this volume are 
identical to names found in Prince George's Co. A quick skim of the book showed 
that five of the wills recorded in Montgomery County were made by persons listing 
Prince George's county as their residence. They were: Susannah Lanham (1797), 
Rebecca Magruder (1796), Samuel Magruder (1739/1779), William Mullikin (1767/1778), 
and Joseph Threlkeld (1769/1783). Ten wills mentioned land in Prince George's Co.: 
Absolem (Beddo) (1806/1807), Thomas Clagett (1778), William Luckett (1782/1783), 
Elizabeth Nixon (1804/1806), Jonathan Nixon (1794/1799), Moses Orme (1781/1782), 
William Waters (1820/1825), George Wilson (1809), Richard Wootton(1816/1817), and 
Thomas S. Wootton(1789). Listed in parenthesesare the years of the will and pro- 
bate, if different.
