Hints

While playing The Legacy Of Castle Terroretra keep the following in mind:

Click all around the scene. There may be well-hidden objects or gateways!



When on a scene where you can use your LEGABOX, first move each object in your LEGABOX
around the scene. Next, use each object in your LEGABOX to click on likely areas in the scene.

Read all boring messages carefully. They may contain the meaning of life.
You will find a piece of paper and a pencil useful when trying to solve some of the puzzles!

Be sure to save your game when you can. There is no telling when this bug plauged game will crash,
and it would be a drag to have to start playing from the beginning everytime.

Remember, that depending on the speed of your computer, some scenes will take longer to load than
others.

The LEGABOX

You can use The LEGABOX on some of the scenes in The Legacy Of Castle Terroretra. The
LEGABOX is a small movable window that allows you to select actions or tools. After choosing from
The LEGABOX, the mouse pointer on the playing field will change.
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Note: The Sword and The Crystal Ball are items that you must locate in your journey.

The First Scenes

Scene 1: You must cross a bridge. However a monster named Geekio The Terrible will not permit
you!



Scene 2: You find an entrance to a cave. However, you must remove all the blocks before you may
enter.

Scene 4: You must free a Slime Bait Creature who is trapped in a box.
Scene 5: You are trapped in a room. Find a way out!
Scene 6: You must collect a series of blue gems while being chased by Scary Skulls.

Scene 7: In a race against time, you must traverse a series of platforms that are full of surprises while
avoiding the deadly monster below.

Sound Options

The very first time you play the game, a sound option window will appear. You can choose to have
the sound off or on. This is a waste of time, since you can always turn the sound on or off at the main
menu!

Before the game begins you can choose to turn the sound on or off. If you have a Windows
compatible sound card capable of playing wave files, you can use the sound in this game.
