NetWare, Unix, Windows for Workgroups, and Windows NT. The NetWare Core
Protocol (NCP) service for Windows NT is a newly announced Microsoft product.
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The NetBIOS/NetBEUI combination and Server Message Block (SMB) are
standard Microsoft networking services. IPX, originally Novell's networking
profocal, is standard in Windows NT, as is AppleTalk.
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
