1. To view our catalog, open the folder labeled
"PORTPC" found at the root level of the CD-ROM.
Double click on the icon labeled “Portbrws.exe”
When presented with the standard Windows dialog
box, navigate to the root level of the CD and click on
“CAT98_1.fdb.” The next time you launch the cata-
log, you can simply click on the “CAT98_1.fdb” file.

Keyword Philosophy
The keywords we have employed are generally
divided into things and concepts. “Things” are fairly
straightforward: man, woman, horse, ocean, beach,
sunset, mountain, ice cream cone, etc. “Concepts,”
like love, violence, smooth, thoughtful, sad, friend-
ship, etc., are more difficult.

We have tried to make your searches a little easier
by being consistent. In most cases, unless the singu-
lar case is clearly called for, we have used the plural.
Also, we have tried to use nouns rather than adjec-
tives, verbs, or adverbs. Thus, you should search for
“enjoyment,” rather than “enjoy” or “enjoyable.”

We have’nt thought of everything so if your
search comes up empty or lacking, try synonyms or
related words. If you have found an image that is close
to, but not quite what you want, try looking through
the keywords attached to that image by selecting the
image and choosing “Get Info” from the “Item”
menu. In this way, you may find other related words
that will help you better define your search.

You can search for all 100 images on a particular
disc by using the name of the disc as a keyword.
Example: Type in “Antistock” and you will see all
100 images from the Antistock disc.

Keyword Search Comparison
The search “Keyword starts with” (our default)

is particularly helpful in cases where you want all
images described by both the singular and the plur-
al of a word, such as “mountain” and “mountains,”
or “child” and “children.”

The search method “Keyword matches,” is the
fastest of the search methods and will retrieve only
images tagged with the specific keyword; e.g., “joy.” 

The search “Keyword contains joy” will retrieve
images that have been described with “joy,” “joyful,”
“enjoyment,” etc. The “contains” command can be
slower than other commands.

Compound Searches
Portfolio also provides you with the flexibility of
performing “Boolean” searches. By clicking on the
“More Choices” button in the “Find” window, your
search can either be narrowed with the use of “and”
or broadened with the use of “or.” 

EXAMPLE: You can retrieve all images that are key-
worded with either “mountain” or “sunset” by sepa-
rating both search criteria with “or.” Conversely, you
can tighten your search to retrieve only images key-
worded with “mountain” and “sunset” with the use
of “and.” You would perform that search like this:

All of the images on this Catalog Disc have been
designated as either “horizontal” or “vertical.”
Square images, and a few horizontal and vertical
images that can be rotated, are keyed as both. We
have avoided describing image orientation as 
“portrait” or “landscape” because of the obvious
confusion that would result.

Most images are keyworded “indoors” or 
“outdoors.” Most outdoor shots are designated
“day,” “night,” “dusk,” “sunset,” or “sunrise.”
Remember that unless the scene is well-known,
such as the Golden Gate Bridge or the Statue of

Liberty, where the direction of
the photo is obvious, sunset
and sunrise may look alike.
Try both.
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Comping
You can copy any of the 3,000 images to your hard
drive for use in comps and layouts. You can also
import them directly into most page layout pro-
grams that can read a jpeg image. 

On a Macintosh
On a Macintosh, first do a  keyword search and find
the image you want. Double click on the small
image to get the large preview and then drag it to
your desktop. You can then import it directly into
any page layout program.

Also, you can find all 3,000 images in the
“Images” folder. They are subdivided into 30 fold-
ers which will contain all 100 images for that disc.
You can import or open images from this folder
with applications like QuarkXPress or Photoshop.

On a PC
On a PC, the easiest method is to just import
directly into your page layout program. The images
are JPEG compressed so your program must be able
to recognize the .jpg format. If not, you can open
them in an image editing program like Photoshop
and save in a suitable format.

All 3,000 images are located in the “Images”
folder. They are subdivided into 30 folders which
will contain all 100 images for that disc.
