One of the (few) advantages of WordPerfect over WinWord is WP's ability to insert characters with just a few keystrokes.
WinWord users have to dive for the mouse, click on Insert, then Character, hope that the correct font is showing, find

their character, and double-click on it. That's a lot of work, and a lot of interruption, if all you want is a © Copyright or §
Section mark.

Character Compose does away with all of that. With Compose, if you want a © Copyright mark, you hit Ctrl+W to bring 
up Compose, type "c", then "o", and hit Enter. There are hundreds of combinations available to you, including all the 
"foreign" accented characters, and much more, all with easy-to-remember key combinations.

Character Compose puts a dialog box on the screen, but if you're a fast typist — and can remember the correct key 
combinations — you'll never even see it. If you don't remember the correct key combinations, the most common ones are 
listed in the dialog box; hesitate for just a moment and you'll get the crib sheet splashed on your screen.

Character Compose 1.0 is part of the Word for Windowsä Office POWER Packä — WOPR — the world's largest 
WinWord add-on. WOPR consists of the following files:

TBEDIT.EXE — Toolbar Editor. Now WinWord has the best icons in the business ... in color ... and you can draw your 
own!

What duzzit do?

Any time you want an oddball character, hit Ctrl+W (that is, hold down the Ctrl or Control key, then push W). You can 
then type in any of the key combinations in the following tables. The appropriate character will be inserted into your 
document.

Vowels — ANSI characters — inserted in the current font. You may type the two-letter combinations either way: E 
followed by ^ is the same as ^ followed by E; both give Ê. 

The ` grave accent is located below the ~ tilde on most keyboards. We use the ' apostrophe (or single quote) as an acute 
accent, and the " double-quote as an umlaut.

Fractions — ANSI characters — inserted in the current font. You must type the two-letter combinations in the indicated 
order.

Symbols — ANSI characters — inserted in the current font. You may type the two-letter combinations either way: * 
followed by o is the same as o followed by *.

G/g and a-z gives the corresponding Greek lower case letter. In order:  a  b  c  d  e  f g  h  i j k  l m  n  o  p  q  r s  t u  
v  w  x  y  z .

Math Symbols — from the MT Symbol font.  You may type the two-letter combinations either way: = followed by ~ is 
the same as ~ followed by =.

= (equal) and ~ (tilde) gives @  (congruent)
. (period) and . (period) gives \ (therefore)
* (asterisk) and ~ (tilde) gives ~ (approximately or is as)
< and = (equal) gives £
> and = (equal) gives ³

Yes, many of the symbols above have been enlarged to 12 point so you can see the detail.

No, we didn't get any of the dingbat fonts put into this version. It's a monster as it is!

Installation

Just double-click on the box up above.  The installer gives you a new global macro called "Compose", and assigns it to 
the Ctrl+W combination. (WordPerfect has flip-flopped between Ctrl+W and Ctrl+V; we chose the former because 
Ctrl+V is the default assignment for Edit Paste.) Character Compose isn't added to any of your menus: that'd defeat the 
purpose of it!

Technical Details and Oddities

Those accustomed to all of WordPerfect's custom characters will be disappointed in the missing "z with hat" or "Pt 
peseta". Since those characters don't exist in the ANSI Windows character set or the MTSymbol character set, we didn't 
add them to Compose.



On the other hand, Compose can produce more than a hundred characters not in the WordPerfect set, including all the 
Greek characters in the MT Symbol font. Compose, like WordPerfect, lets you reverse almost all the two-character 
combinations. An E followed by a " is the same as a " followed by an E: both produce Ë. 

If you are using a font with a non-standard character value assignment and try to insert one of the ANSI characters shown 
above, you'll get very strange results: the character value inserted by Compose will show up in the going font. Using 
Compose with Zapf Dingbats, for example, is a sure way to drive yourself nutty.

MT Symbol characters, contrariwise, will come straight through. They're specially formatted by Compose, so your 
current font makes no difference.

When you insert an MT Symbol character, you're actually inserting a Field, just like WinWord does with Insert Symbol. 
Fields behave a bit differently than standard characters; deleting them, in particular, is a chore. If you're curious about the
Fields inserted into your document, with either Insert Symbol or Character Compose, take a look at the characters in 
question with WOPR's View Character.
