base, and largest part of SunShine, is the glossary.
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For Absolute Beginners: You may begin reading SunShine just like you would a
book by flipping through the pages. To do this, put the mouse cursor on the image
of the SunShine book, on the left, and click a mouse button (if one mouse button
doesn't work, try another one). Don't worry, you can come right back here, if you
want to.
