"Shareware" is copyrighted software which is 
distributed by authors through bulletin boards, on-line services, disk vendors, and copies passed 
among friends.  It is commercial software whichyou are allowed to use and evaluate before 
paying for it.  This makes shareware the ultimate in money back guarantees.

With shareware you get to use the product for a limited time, without spending a penny.  You are
able to use the software on your own system(s), in your own special work environment, with no
sales people looking over your shoulder.  If you decide not to continue using it, you throw it away
and forget all about it.
