Everywhere at Belvoir one sees the signs of Crusader architecture. Here two typical
Crusader period pointed, or groined, arches cut from native basalt stand as re-erected.
Also evident are massive masonry walls and an elaborate water system that feeds a

bath, the ruins of which are beyond the wall to the right.
