
At the north and south ends of the mosaic were women’s faces, deftly depicted by an 
unknown artist. Of the two, only this north panel is preserved. The woman’s face is so 
lifelike that some have thought that the artist used a live model. Eros with his arrow 
cavorts to the left in this scene. Probably another such figure originally stood to the 
right.
