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The Internet Society is the international or-
ganization for global cooperation and coor-
dination for the Internet and its internet-
working technologies and applications.

Every year, the Society convenes the Inter-
national Networking Conference (INET)
to bring together an extensive cross-section
of the Internet community to focus on devel-
opments in different regions, countries, user
communities, and technologies, to consider
the associated issues, and to coordinate
plans for the coming year. It is the only
global international forum dealing with the
entire breadth of Internet developments and
constituencies.
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Attendees - nearly a thousand of them - mir-
ror the worldwide Internet environment: in-
dividuals and organizations, private sector
and public, providers and users, academics
and commercial entrepreneurs. A number
of major vendors of services, hardware and
software in the computer and telecommuni-
cation industries also provide significant
grants, equipment, and Internet connectivity
to support INET. It is the single most valu-
able way to be visible and to become famil-
iar with the global Internet community.

B POLICY ISSUES : Privacy, European CERT Ac-
tivities, National and regional policies, The
Economics of Networks and Network Growth,
International Coordination of Internet Stan-
dards, Internet and the Press

B REGIONAL ISSUES : Networking assists Soci-
etal Stability/Networking, Internationalization
of Network Applications, Eastern Europe and
CIS, Pacific Rim and Latin America, Africa and

the Middle East, National Research and Educa-
tion Networks, Telephone Companies and
PTT's.

B NETWORK ENGINEERING : Routing and Ad-

dressing, Performance Analysis, Heteroge-
neous Networks, Network management, Qual-
ity Assurance

B NETWORK TECHNOLOGY : Mobile IP, Future

Generations of Internet Technology, Broad-
band Technology, Broadband deployment and
experiments
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The INETs are made even more valuable be-
cause of the Technologically Emerging
Country Workshops held a week prior to the
conference. About 100 enthusiastic atten-
dees are brought from countries with mini-
mal internetwork infrastructure to receive
one week of intensive instruction in how to
build and grow internets back home. Atten-
dees actually setup and operate a network,
learn how to do the same thing in their na-
tive environment, and frequently provide
hardware and software to bring back.
