I. To install Developer Source, insert
the Developer Source compact
disc into the CD-ROM drive.

. In the File Manager, or Explorer in
Windows 95, double-click on
SETUP.EXE in the directory
window for your CD-ROM drive.

. Follow the installation instructions
on your screen. The installation
program will create an icon in
Program Manager named
Developer Source.

. In Windows 95, click the Start button

’ Performing a Search

I. Click on the ﬁ icon from the toolbar
or select Search from the Tools menu.

2. Type a word(s) or phrase in the Search
dialog box using Boolean operators
AND, OR, NOT, or the proximity operator
NEAR to locate articles containing your
search criteria.

click on Remove.
